Scriptures — All Scriptures New Living Translation
The Old Testament is Divided into Seams:
The Law — Deuteronomy 34:10-12 (Looking for a prophet greater than Moses)
The Prophets — Joshua 1:8 (Meditate)
The Writings — Psalm 1:2 (Meditate)
The last book of the Hebrew Bible Old Testament is not Malachi, but rather 1&2
Chronicles.
a. The significance of this is found in 2 Chronicles 36:23 where the Word declares...
“Let him go up”.
b. This is warrior language... Judges 1:1-2
