Activity 
Banner of Thanks

What You Need:

Posterboard (or several sheets of 
paper taped together), markers, other 
decorative craft supplies (optional), 
music or musical instrument(s)

What You Do:

Set out the paper, markers, and craft 
supplies. Invite your child to do an 
activity. Tell them you’re going to 
make a “Banner of Thanks.”

On the banner, work together with 
your child to write down or draw 
pictures of all the things you’re 
thankful for.

When you’re finished, have a 
thankfulness parade! Turn up some 
music or grab a musical instrument. 
Have your child lead the parade 
around your home—and don’t forget 
to carry the Banner of Thanks! 

After the parade, say, “A life with God 
is certainly worth celebrating! Not 
only can we thank God, but we can 
also tell people what God has done 
in our lives. We can even use our 
gifts and talents to thank God—like 
we did when we drew and decorated 
our banner!”
