•Elohim (God)

“YAHWEH” = “LORD” 
Often Written as “Jehovah” = 

Combination of Consonants of Yahweh (LORD as God’s Name)  
and Vowels of Adonai (Lord as God’s Descriptive Title) 

Hence… YaHoW(V)aH… 

•Jehovah Nissi (The Lord My Banner)  
•Jehovah Raah (The Lord My Shepherd)  
•Jehovah Rapha (The Lord That Heals)  

•Jehovah Shammah (The Lord Is There)  
•Jehovah Tsidkenu (The Lord Our Righteousness)  

•Jehovah Mekoddishkem (The Lord Who Sanctifies You)  

•Jehovah Jireh (The Lord Will Provide)  
•Jehovah Shalom (The Lord Is Peace)
