Strategy | battle plan
Acts 1:6-8 
6 So when they had come together, they asked him, “Lord, will you at this 
time restore the kingdom to Israel?” 7 He said to them, “It is not for you to 
know times or seasons that the Father has fixed by his own authority. 
8 But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you, and 
you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem and in all Judea and Samaria, and 
to the end of the earth.” 
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Birth
Acts 2:1-6 
1 When the day of Pentecost arrived, they were all together in one place. 
2 And suddenly there came from heaven a sound like a mighty rushing 
wind, and it filled the entire house where they were sitting. 3 And divided 
tongues as of fire appeared to them and rested on each one of them. 
4 And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other 
tongues as the Spirit gave them utterance. 5 Now there were dwelling in 
Jerusalem Jews, devout men from every nation under heaven. 6 And at 
this sound the multitude came together, and they were bewildered, 
because each one was hearing them speak in his own language.”

42 And they devoted themselves to the apostles’ teaching and the 
fellowship, to the breaking of bread and the prayers. 43 And awe came 
upon every soul, and many wonders and signs were being done through 
the apostles. 44 And all who believed were together and had all things in 
common.
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Acts 4:8-12 
8 Then Peter, filled with the Holy Spirit, said to them, “Rulers of the people 
and elders, 9 if we are being examined today concerning a good deed 
done to a crippled man, by what means this man has been healed, 10 let it 
be known to all of you and to all the people of Israel that by the name of 
Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom you crucified, whom God raised from the 
dead—by him this man is standing before you well. 11 This Jesus is the 
stone that was rejected by you, the builders, which has become the 
cornerstone. 12 And there is salvation in no one else, for there is no other 
name under heaven given among men by which we must be saved.”

4 Now those who were scattered went about preaching the word. 5 Philip 
went down to the city of Samaria and proclaimed to them the Christ… 
8 So there was much joy in that city.”

1 But Saul, still breathing threats and murder against the disciples of the 
Lord…he heard a voice saying to him, “Saul, Saul, why are you 
persecuting me?” 5 And he said, “Who are you, Lord?” And he said, “I am 
Jesus, whom you are persecuting…10 Now there was a disciple at 
Damascus named Ananias. The Lord said to him in a vision, “Ananias.” 
And he said, “Here I am, Lord.” 11 And the Lord said to him, “Rise and go 
to the street called Straight, and at the house of Judas look for a man of 
Tarsus named Saul, for behold, he is praying,

Acts 10 
1 At Caesarea there was a man named Cornelius, a centurion of what was known 
as the Italian Cohort, 2 a devout man who feared God with all his household, 
gave alms generously to the people, and prayed continually to God…

9 The next day…[Peter] fell into a trance 11 and saw the heavens opened and 
something like a great sheet descending, being let down by its four corners upon 
the earth. 12 In it were all kinds of animals and reptiles and birds of the air. 13 And 
there came a voice to him: “Rise, Peter; kill and eat…What God has made clean, 
do not call common.”…And [Cornelius’ men] said, “Cornelius, a centurion, an 
upright and God-fearing man, who is well spoken of by the whole Jewish nation, 
was directed by a holy angel to send for you to come to his house and to hear 
what you have to say.” 9



Multiplication
Acts 13:1-3 
1 Now there were in the church at Antioch… the Holy Spirit said, “Set apart for 
me Barnabas and Saul for the work to which I have called them.” 3 Then after 
fasting and praying they laid their hands on them and sent them off. 

Acts 15:40-41 
40 but Paul chose Silas and departed, having been commended by the brothers 
to the grace of the Lord. 41 And he went through Syria and Cilicia, strengthening 
the churches.

Acts 18:22-23 
22 When he had landed at Caesarea…and then went down to Antioch. 23 After 
spending some time there, he departed and went from one place to the next 
through the region of Galatia and Phrygia, strengthening all the disciples. 10



Multiplication | personal spiritual life
Romans 
3:10 as it is written: “None is righteous, no, not one; 11 no one understands;  
no one seeks for God. 12 All have turned aside; together they have become 
worthless; no one does good, not even one.” 

3:21 But now the righteousness of God has been manifested apart from the law, 
although the Law and the Prophets bear witness to it— 22 the righteousness of 
God through faith in Jesus Christ for all who believe. For there is no distinction: 
23 for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, 24 and are justified by his 
grace as a gift, through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus, 25 whom God put 
forward as a propitiation by his blood, to be received by faith.
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Multiplication | personal spiritual life
Romans 
6:1 What shall we say then? Are we to continue in sin that grace may abound? 
2 By no means! How can we who died to sin still live in it? 3 Do you not know that 
all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? 
4 We were buried therefore with him by baptism into death, in order that, just as 
Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, we too might walk in 
newness of life.

Multiplication | personal spiritual life
Romans 
8:4 the righteous requirement of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not 
according to the flesh but according to the Spirit. 5 For those who live according 
to the flesh set their minds on the things of the flesh, but those who live 
according to the Spirit set their minds on the things of the Spirit. 6 For to set the 
mind on the flesh is death, but to set the mind on the Spirit is life and peace. 

8:16 The Spirit himself bears witness with our spirit that we are children of God, 
17 and if children, then heirs—heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ, provided 
we suffer with him in order that we may also be glorified with him. 18 For I 
consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worth comparing with the 
glory that is to be revealed to us. 19 For the creation waits with eager longing for 
the revealing of the sons of God.  
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Ephesians 
2:11 Therefore remember that at one time you Gentiles in the flesh, called “the 
uncircumcision” by what is called the circumcision, which is made in the flesh by 
hands— 12 remember that you were at that time separated from Christ, alienated 
from the commonwealth of Israel and strangers to the covenants of promise, 
having no hope and without God in the world. 13 But now in Christ Jesus you 
who once were far off have been brought near by the blood of Christ. 14 For he 
himself is our peace, who has made us both one and has broken down in his 
flesh the dividing wall of hostility…..3:6 This mystery is that the Gentiles are fellow 
heirs, members of the same body, and partakers of the promise in Christ Jesus 
through the gospel. 

Multiplication | Corporate spiritual life
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1 Timothy 3:1-7/Titus1:5-9/1 Peter 5 
5:1 So I exhort the elders among you, as a fellow elder and a witness of the 
sufferings of Christ, as well as a partaker in the glory that is going to be revealed: 
2 shepherd the flock of God that is among you, exercising oversight, not under 
compulsion, but willingly, as God would have you; not for shameful gain, but 
eagerly; 3 not domineering over those in your charge, but being examples to the 
flock. 4 And when the chief Shepherd appears, you will receive the unfading 
crown of glory. 5 Likewise, you who are younger, be subject to the elders. Clothe 
yourselves, all of you, with humility toward one another, for “God opposes the 
proud but gives grace to the humble.”
