Point 1: Be a role model 

 

1 Timothy 1:5 CSB  

Now the goal of our instruction is love that comes 
from a pure heart, a good conscience, and a sincere 
faith. 
 

 



 

2 Timothy 1:5 CSB 

I recall your sincere faith that first lived in your 
grandmother Lois and in your mother Eunice and 
now, I am convinced, is in you also.” 

 

Philippians 2:19-22  

Now I hope in the Lord Jesus to send Timothy to you 
soon so that I too may be encouraged by news 
about you. For I have no one else like-minded who 
will genuinely care about your interests; all seek 
their own interests, not those of Jesus Christ. But 
you know his proven character, because he has 
served with me in the gospel ministry like a son with 
a father.
