MATTHEW 27:27-44

2 Then the soldiers of the governor took Jesus into the
governor's headquarters, and they gathered the whole battalion
before him. 23 And they stripped him and put a scarlet robe on
him, 29 and twisting together a crown of thorns, they put it on his
head and put a reed in his right hand. And kneeling before him,
they mocked him, saying, “Hail, King of the Jews!” 30 And they
spit on him and took the reed and struck him on the head. =
And when they had mocked him, they stripped him of the robe
and put his own clothes on him and led him away to crucify him.



MATTHEW 27:27-44

32 As they went out, they found a man of Cyrene, Simon by
name. They compelled this man to carry his cross. 33 And when
they came to a place called Golgotha (which means Place of a
Skull), 34 they offered him wine to drink, mixed with gall, but
when he tasted it, he would not drink it. 3> And when they had
crucified him, they divided his garments among them by casting
lots. 36 Then they sat down and kept watch over him there. 37
And over his head they put the charge against him, which read,
“This is Jesus, the King of the Jews.” 38 Then two robbers were
crucified with him, one on the right and one on the left.



MATTHEW 27:27-44

39 And those who passed by derided him, wagging their heads
40 and saying, “You who would destroy the temple and rebuild it
in three days, save yourself! If you are the Son of God, come
down from the cross.” 4! So also the chief priests, with the
scribes and elders, mocked him, saying, ¢ “He saved others; he
cannot save himself. He is the King of Israel; let him come down
now from the cross, and we will believe in him. 43 He trusts in
God:; let God deliver him now, if he desires him. For he said, 1 am
the Son of God.” 4 And the robbers who were crucified with
him also reviled him in the same way.



JOHN 19:4-16

4 Pilate went out again and said to them, “See, | am bringing
him out to you that you may know that | find no guilt in him.” °
So Jesus came out, wearing the crown of thorns and the
purple robe. Pilate said to them, “Behold the man!” ® When the
chief priests and the officers saw him, they cried out, “Crucify
him, crucify him!” Pilate said to them, “Take him yourselves and
crucify him, for | find no guilt in him.” ” The Jews answered him,
“We have a law, and according to that law he ought to die
because he has made himself the Son of God.”



JOHN 19:4-16

8 When Pilate heard this statement, he was even more afraid. ®
He entered his headquarters again and said to Jesus, “Where
are you from?” But Jesus gave him no answer. © So Pilate said
to him, “You will not speak to me”? Do you not know that | have
authority to release you and authority to crucify you?” " Jesus
answered him, “You would have no authority over me at all
unless it had been given you from above. Therefore he who
delivered me over to you has the greater sin.”



JOHN 19:4-16

12 From then on Pilate sought to release him, but the Jews cried
out, “If you release this man, you are not Caesar's friend.
Everyone who makes himself a king opposes Caesar.” ¥ So
when Pilate heard these words, he brought Jesus out and sat
down on the judgment seat at a place called The Stone
Pavement, and in Aramaic Gabbatha. * Now it was the day of
Preparation of the Passover. It was about the sixth hour. He
said to the Jews, “Behold your King!”



JOHN 19:4-16

15 They cried out, “Away with him, away with him, crucify him!”
Pilate said to them, “Shall | crucify your King?” The chief priests
answered, “We have no king but Caesar.” ' So he delivered
him over to them to be crucified.



LUKE 23:27-31

27 And there followed him a great multitude of the people and
of women who were mourning and lamenting for him. 28 But
turning to them Jesus said, “Daughters of Jerusalem, do not
weep for me, but weep for yourselves and for your children. 2°
For behold, the days are coming when they will say, ‘Blessed
are the barren and the wombs that never bore and the breasts
that never nursed! 3° Then they will begin to say to the
mountains, ‘Fall on us, and to the hills, ‘Cover us.’ 3! For if they
do these things when the wood is green, what will happen
when it is dry?”
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
