22This makes Jesus the guarantor of a better covenant.
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23The former priests were many in number, because they
were prevented by death from continuing in office, %4 but he
holds his priesthood permanently, because he

continues forever. 2 Consequently, he is able to save to the
uttermostthose who draw near to God through him, since he
always lives to make intercession for them.
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2 For it was indeed fitting that we should have such a high
priest, holy, innocent, unstained, separated from sinners,

and exalted above the heavens. 2/ He has no need, like those
high priests, to offer sacrifices daily, first for his own sins and
then for those of the people, since he did this once for allwhen
he offered up himself. 2% For the law appoints men in their
weakness as high priests, but the word of the oath, which

came later than the law, appoints a Son who has been
made perfect forever.

“Where is the lamb?”
= Cain and Abel -

= Moses — Passover
= |srael’s Priests — continual sacrifices of lambs,

goats, rams, bulls...
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/And Isaac said to his father Abraham, “My father!” And he said, “Here |
am, my son.” He said, “Behold, the fire and the wood, but where is the
lamb for a burnt offering?”’8 Abraham said, “God will provide for himself
the lamb for a burnt offering, my son.” So they went both of them
together. °When they came to the place of which God had told him,
Abraham built the altar there and laid the wood in order and bound
Isaac his son and laid him on the altar, on top of the wood. '° Then
Abraham reached out his hand and took the knife to slaughter his son.
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11 But the angel of the Lord called to him from heaven and said,
“Abraham, Abraham!” And he said, “Here | am.” '?He said, “Do not lay
your hand on the boy or do anything to him, for now | know that you fear
God, seeing you have not withheld your son, your only son, from

me.” 13 And Abraham lifted up his eyes and looked, and behold, behind
him was a ram, caught in a thicket by his horns. And Abrahamwent and
took the ram and offered it up as a burnt offering instead of his son. *So
Abraham called the name of that place, “The Lord will provide”;as itis
said to this day, “On the mount of the Lord it shall be provided.”
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9The next day he saw Jesus coming toward
him, and said, “Behold, the Lamb of God,
who takes away the sin of the world!




/Cleanse out the old leaven that you may be a
new lump, as you really are unleavened. For
Christ, our Passover lamb, has been sacrificed.
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
