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MATTHEW 26:54-56 (NASB) 54“How then will the 

Scriptures be fulfilled, which say that it must 

happen this way?” 55At that time Jesus said to the 

crowds, “Have you come out with swords and clubs 

to arrest Me as you would against a robber? Every 

day I used to sit in the temple teaching, and you 

did not seize Me. 56“But all this has taken place to 

fulfill the Scriptures of the prophets.” Then all the 

disciples left Him and fled.
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MATTHEW 26:4 (NASB) and they 
plotted together to seize Jesus by 

stealth and kill Him. 

MATTHEW 26:15 (NASB) and said, 
“What are you willing to give me to 

betray Him to you?” And they weighed 
out thirty pieces of silver to him. From 
then on, he began looking for a good 

opportunity to betray Jesus. 
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MATTHEW 26:21 (NASB) As they 
were eating, He said, “Truly I say to 
you that one of you will betray Me.”

MATTHEW 26:31,34 (NASB) Then Jesus 
*said to them, “You will all fall away 
because of Me this night, for it is 
written, ‘I WILL STRIKE DOWN THE 

SHEPHERD, AND THE SHEEP OF THE FLOCK 
SHALL BE SCATTERED.’ 34Jesus said to him, 
“Truly I say to you that this very night, 
before a rooster crows, you will deny 

Me three times.” 
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MATTHEW 26:61 (NASB) …“This man 
stated, ‘I am able to destroy the temple 
of God and to rebuild it in three days.’ ” 

MATTHEW 26:67–68 (NASB) Then 
they spat in His face and beat Him with 
their fists; and others slapped Him, and 
said, “Prophesy to us, You Christ; who 

is the one who hit You?” 
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
