2. Bring Jesus into every situation. 
(2 Thessalonians 3:16) “Now may the Lord of peace himself give 
you peace at all times and in every way. The Lord be with all of 
you.” 
 
(Philippians 4:8-9) “Finally, brothers, whatever is true, whatever is 
noble, whatever is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely,
