
WELLS – Pt. 5

“Revival” =  “an instance of returning to life or consciousness.”….. “Restoration of Force, Validity, or Effect”

Gen 26: 12

12 Then Isaac sowed in that land, and ..the LORD blessed him. So the Philistines envied him. 15 Now 
the Philistines had stopped up all the wells which his father’s servants had dug in the days of 
Abraham his father, and they had filled them with earth. 16 And Abimelech said to Isaac, “Go away 
from us, for you are much mightier than we.”

17 Then Isaac departed from there and pitched his tent in the Valley of Gerar, and dwelt there. 
18 And Isaac dug again the wells of water which they had dug in the days of Abraham his father, for 
the Philistines had stopped them up after the death of Abraham. He called them by the names which 
his father had called them.

19 Also Isaac’s servants dug in the valley, and found a well of running water there. 20 But the 
herdsmen of Gerar quarreled with Isaac’s herdsmen, saying, “The water is ours.” So he called the 
name of the well Esek, because they quarreled with him. 21 Then they dug another well, and they 
quarreled over that one also. So he called its name Sitnah. 22 And he moved from there and dug 
another well, and they did not quarrel over it. So he called its name Rehoboth, because he said, “For 
now the LORD has made room for us, and we shall be fruitful in the land.”

First,  a revival well provides water that refreshes and revives spiritually thirsty people …

Second, revival wells are communal in nature.
 In Biblical times, Wells were the CENTER of Community.

Wells naturally BUILD and REFRESH Relationships.

Third, the water from a true revival well is transferable.

Fourth, - Amazing ministries that bless thousands of people all over the world, begin to form around 
revival wells.

John 4 

Therefore, ..the Lord…left Judea and departed again to Galilee. 4 But He needed to go through 
Samaria.

5 So He came to a city of Samaria which is called Sychar, near the plot of ground that Jacob gave to 
his son Joseph. 6 Now Jacob’s well was there. Jesus therefore, being wearied from His journey, sat  by 
the well. 



7 A woman of Samaria came to draw water. Jesus said to her, “Give Me a drink.” 8 For His disciples 
had gone away into the city to buy food.

9 Then the woman of Samaria said to Him, “How is it that You, being a Jew, ask a drink from me, a 
Samaritan woman?” For Jews have no dealings with Samaritans.

10 Jesus answered and said to her, “If you knew the gift of God, and who it is who says to you, 
‘Give Me a drink,’ you would have asked Him, and He would have given you living water.”

11 The woman said to Him, “Sir, You have nothing to draw with, and the well is deep. Where then 
do You get that living water? 12 Are You greater than our father Jacob, who gave us the well, and 
drank from it himself, as well as his sons and his livestock?”

13 Jesus answered and said to her, “Whoever drinks of this water will thirst again, 14 but whoever 
drinks of the water that I shall give him will never thirst. But the water that I shall give him will 
become in him a fountain of water springing up into everlasting life.”

15 The woman said to Him, “Sir, give me this water, that I may not thirst, nor come here to draw.”
16 Jesus said to her, “Go, call your husband, and come here.”
17 The woman answered and said, “I have no husband.”
Jesus said to her, “You have well said, ‘I have no husband,’ 18 for you have had five husbands, and 

the one whom you now have is not your husband; in that you spoke truly.”
19 The woman said to Him, “Sir, I perceive that You are a prophet. 20 Our fathers worshiped on this 

mountain, and you Jews say that in Jerusalem is the place where one ought to worship.”
21 Jesus said to her, “Woman, believe Me, the hour is coming when you will neither on this 

mountain, nor in Jerusalem, worship the Father. 22 You worship what you do not know; we know 
what we worship, for salvation is of the Jews. 23 But the hour is coming, and now is, when the true 
worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth; for the Father is seeking such to worship Him. 
24 God is Spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in spirit and truth.”

25 The woman said to Him, “I know that Messiah is coming” (who is called Christ). “When He 
comes, He will tell us all things.”

26 Jesus said to her, “I who speak to you am He.”

//- Inheritance is the practice of passing on property, titles, rights, and possesions to an 
heir.

1. BREAK and REMOVE  THE OLD WELL ! ! ! !

2. LEAVE THE OLD ACCESS POINT, (Old Wineskin, (expound))   DIG  A FRESH, NEW HOLE  that’s 
WIDER & DEEPER, make more ROOM for the WATER to FLOW

3 . GO DEEP ENOUGH to get through ALL the LAYERS of DIVERSITY, they ALL play their OWN 
SPECIAL PART to MAKE SURE that the WATER is FILTERED PROPERLY, PURIFIED, and the PROPER 
NUTRIENTS are ADDED

***** GOD MUST USE a VARIETY of PEOPLE to ENSURE the PURITY and POTENCY of the WATER that 
FLOWS through our SPIRITUAL WELLS
