Start talking. Find a conversation starter for your group.  

• Do you tend to be more creative or more logical?  
What is the greatest strength and weakness of that? 

• What’s the first thing that comes to your mind when 
you hear the expression “It’s Time.” 

Start thinking. Ask a question to get your group 
thinking.  

• Pastor Lane said in the message when the Holy Spirit 
showed up, racism sexism and ageism were all out the 
window.  Why do those things tend to creep back into 
the church if the Holy Spirit throws them out? 

• Pastor Lane outlined three keys to revival: wait and 
pray, get hungry, and consecrate yourself.  If it’s really 
that easy, why don’t we live in a state of constant 
revival? 

Start sharing. Choose a question to create openness. 

• What has God been speaking to you about lately?  Is it 
time for something specific to change in your life? 

• What do you think “Revival is sustained by Spiritual 
Disciplines” means? How do our daily spiritual habits 
effect the outpouring of the Holy Spirit? 

• How do we consecrate ourselves to God? Is it hard to 
do or easy to do?  Why? 

Start praying. Be bold and pray with power.  

Father, thank you for the Baptism of the Holy Spirit! 
Help us to live and move in the power of the Holy Spirit 
as we begin to believe you for more. God give us a 
vision, give us dreams, raise up the next generation to 
prophecy and make the gospel known to all people.  
Amen 

Start doing. Commit to a step and live it out this week. 

• Make the decision to practice daily spiritual disciplines. 
Plan it, prioritize it, calendar it… don’t just talk about 
doing it, do it! 

• Ask the Holy Spirit to reveal and remove any hint of 
racism, sexism, or ageism from your heart.   

• Begin praying for revival to sweep across our nation, 
starting in you.
