1. Gratitude keeps your identity secure.

2. Gratitude anchors you in blessing.

3. Gratitude fuels your purpose. 



“Yes, you will be enriched in every way so that you can

We don’t stop sowing just because we’re waiting for 
more. Gratitude multiplies what God gave.


4. Jesus, the I AM, secured our provision. 

“And this same God… will supply all your needs from his 
glorious riches…” 

—— Philippians 4:19 (NLT) 
Gratitude keeps you under Kingdom authority, so even 
when earthly provision falters, spiritual provision stands 
strong.
