ATMOSPHERE OF TRUTH 
(The atmosphere of the realized promises of the 
Father)

AS IMAGE BEARERS, HIS TRUTH CALLS US TO A 
LIFE OF HONOR.

We honor Him, as Jesus did, by walking out our lives in 
the realized, though often not yet beheld, promises of the 
Father.

THE PURITY OF GODS WORD IS SO PURE AND TRUE 
THAT IT DEMONSTRATES ANOTHER OF THE QUALITIES 
OF GOD:


HOLINESS 



“Do not come any closer,” the Lord warned. “Take off your 
sandals, for you are standing on holy ground. I am the 
God of your father —the God of Abraham, the God of 
Isaac, and the God of Jacob.” When Moses heard this, he 
covered his face because he was afraid to look at God. 

—Exodus 3:5-6 (NLT) To Moses 
When Abram was ninety-nine years old, the Lord 
appeared to him and said, “I am El-Shaddai—‘God 
Almighty.’ Serve me faithfully and live a blameless life. 

—Genesis 17:1 (NLT) To Abraham 
The place where the Father is at is made Holy!

When we honor the character of God in us (serve) we 
are made Holy…

We honor the IDENTITY of the Father in us and that in 
turn makes us HOLY - the key to an eternal 
RELATIONSHIP with God.

Because everything in the presence of the Father is made 
Holy, he had to burn sin away through Jesus so that we 
could be in His presence or have a relationship with Him. 
He knew we could not make ourselves Holy, so to ensure 
His desire and promise (TRUTH), he sent Jesus to kick sin 
into touch, declare us Holy (IDENTITY), and reintroduce 
the relationship between a fallen man and a holy God 
(RELATIONSHIP).

Here is how!

THE FATHER IS HOLY






“The Bible says that God is holy, holy, holy. Not that He is 
merely holy, or even holy, holy. He is holy, holy, holy. The 
Bible never says that God is love, love, love, or mercy, 
mercy, mercy, or wrath, wrath, wrath, or justice, justice, 
justice. It does say that He is holy, holy, holy, the whole 
earth is full of His glory.” 
—Scholar R. C. Sproul makes this observation from Isaiah 

6: 
Holiness Defined 
1. To be holy is to be distinct, separate, in a class by 
oneself. 
2. To be holy is to be morally pure. 
3. For God to be holy is for Him to be holy in relation to 
every aspect of His nature and character.




The fullness of God (Love, Justice, Wisdom and Power) 
when expressed in Holiness and Truth produce the 
complete expression of the image of God in us!

In His eyes, we are in a class of our own, morally pure 
through our faith in Christ and through the power of the 
Holy Spirit aligning every aspect of our character to His.

But now you must be holy in everything you do, just as 
God who chose you is holy. So you must live as God’s 
obedient children. Don’t slip back into your old ways of 
living to satisfy your own desires. You didn’t know any 
better then. For the Scriptures say, “You must be holy 
because I am holy.” 

—1 Peter 1:14-16 (NLT) 
Grant me purity of heart, so that I may honor you.

JESUS, THE WORD IS NEEDED TO DECLARE US 
RIGHTEOUS AND HOLY.

He reminds us of Jesus’ 
ability to present the combination of truth and holiness 
and how our faith by GRACE is the key to our purpose, 
identity, and relationship with HIM.
