John 1:9-13



First, we must acknowledge the TRUTH of the 
heavens, the earth, and humanity.



It is not Eastern, Western, Northern, or 
Southern; it is the truth that resonates to all 4 

corners of the earth.



This series of messages is for all people 
regardless of nationality, culture, or religion.



What divides us is not racism, politics, or religion 
it is that we have been deceived through our 
willful pride and deliberate ignorance by the 

accuser of all men.



In the end times the antichrist, on behalf of hard- 
hearted and unbelieving humanity, throw truth to 

the ground (Daniel 8:12).



Today, let the Lord begin to remove the veil of 
flesh from our eyes and let us see His truth that 

surrounds us, that has been hidden by the 
treacherous lies of that enemy.



John 1:9 The true light, which gives light to 
everyone, was coming into the world.

12 But to all who did receive him, who believed in 

his name, he gave the right to become children of 
God, 13 who were born, not of blood nor of the will 

of the flesh nor of the will of man, but of God. 



For us to understand that means we have to first 
understand God and what humanity is to Him.

Without the Bible we couldn’t understand Jesus.



Genesis 1:26 Then God said, “Let us make man in 
our image, after our likeness. And let them have 
dominion over the fish of the sea and over the 

birds of the heavens and over the livestock and 
over all the earth and over every creeping thing 

that creeps on the earth.” 



Truth: We are created in His, Yahweh’s, form and 
likeness.

1:27  So God created man in his own image,  
in the image of God he created him;  
male and female he created them. 



His form and likeness is called His divine nature.



But are we more than just a physical illustration of 
the image of God?



2 Peter 1:3 His divine power has granted to us all 
things that pertain to life and godliness, through 
the knowledge of him who called us to his own 

glory and excellence, 4 by which he has granted to 
us his precious and very great promises, so that 
through them you may become partakers of the 

divine nature, having escaped from the corruption 
that is in the world because of sinful desire.



Yes!



Hebrews 2:5 For it was not to angels that God 
subjected [gave control of] the world to come, of which 
we are speaking. 6 It has been testified somewhere,  

“What is man, that you are mindful of him,  
or the son of man, that you care for him?  

7 You made him for a little while lower than the 
angels; you have crowned him with glory and honor,  

8 putting everything in subjection under his feet.”  



Let scripture teach us about us.



Genesis 6:1 When man began to multiply on 
the face of the land and daughters were born 

to them, 2 the sons of God saw that the 
daughters of man were attractive. And they 

took as their wives any they chose.



Genesis 11:1 Now the whole earth had one language 
and the same words. 2 And as people migrated from 
the east, they found a plain in the land of Shinar and 
settled there. 3 And they said to one another, “Come, 
let us make bricks, and burn them thoroughly.” And 

they had brick for stone, and bitumen for mortar. 
4 Then they said, “Come, let us build ourselves a city 

and a tower with its top in the heavens, and let us 
make a name for ourselves, lest we be dispersed 

over the face of the whole earth.”



5 And the Lord came down to see the city and the 
tower, which the children of man had built. 6 And 
the Lord said, “Behold, they are one people, and 
they have all one language, and this is only the 
beginning of what they will do. And nothing that 
they propose to do will now be impossible for 

them.



7 Come, let us go down and there confuse their 
language, so that they may not understand one 

another’s speech.” 8 So the Lord dispersed them 
from there over the face of all the earth, and they left 
off building the city. 9 Therefore its name was called 

Babel, because there the Lord confused the 
language of all the earth. And from there the Lord 

dispersed them over the face of all the earth. 



Deuteronomy 32:7  Remember the days of old;  
consider the years of many generations;  

ask your father, and he will show you,  
your elders, and they will tell you.  

8 When the Most High gave to the nations their 
inheritance, when he divided mankind,  

he fixed the borders of the peoples  
according to the number of the sons of God.  

9 But the Lord’s portion is his people,  
Jacob his allotted heritage. 



The Lord scattered the nations by grace.  

Established the number of nations and their 
borders according to the number of Sons of 

God assigned to them.

Psalms 82 A Psalm of Asaph.  
1 God has taken his place in the divine council;  
in the midst of the gods he holds judgment:  

2 “How long will you judge unjustly  
and show partiality to the wicked? Selah  

3 Give justice to the weak and the fatherless;  
maintain the right of the afflicted and the destitute.  

4 Rescue the weak and the needy;  
deliver them from the hand of the wicked.”  



5 They have neither knowledge nor understanding,  
they walk about in darkness;  

all the foundations of the earth are shaken.  
6 I said, “You are gods,  

sons of the Most High, all of you;  
7 nevertheless, like men you shall die,  

and fall like any prince.”  
8 Arise, O God, judge the earth;  

for you shall inherit all the nations!



Psalms 89:5 Let the heavens praise your 
wonders, O Lord, your faithfulness in the 

assembly of the holy ones!  
6 For who in the skies can be compared to the 

Lord? Who among the heavenly beings is like the 
Lord, 7 a God greatly to be feared in the council 

of the holy ones, and awesome above all who are 
around him?  

8 O Lord God of hosts, who is mighty as you 
are, O Lord, with your faithfulness all around 

you?  



Job 1:6 Now there was a day when the sons of God 
came to present themselves before the Lord, and 

Satan also came among them. 



Job 38:4 “Where were you when I laid the 
foundation of the earth?  

Tell me, if you have understanding.  
5 Who determined its measurements—surely 

you know!  
Or who stretched the line upon it?  

6 On what were its bases sunk,  
or who laid its cornerstone,  

7 when the morning stars sang together  
and all the sons of God shouted for joy? 



Daniel 10:12 Then he said to me, “Fear not, Daniel, 
for from the first day that you set your heart to 

understand and humbled yourself before your God, 
your words have been heard, and I have come 

because of your words. 13 The prince of the kingdom 
of Persia withstood me twenty-one days, but 

Michael, one of the chief princes, came to help me, 
for I was left there with the kings of Persia,…



10:18 Again one having the appearance of a man 
touched me and strengthened me. 19 And he said, “O 

man greatly loved, fear not, peace be with you; be 
strong and of good courage.” And as he spoke to me, I 
was strengthened and said, “Let my lord speak, for you 
have strengthened me.” 20 Then he said, “Do you know 
why I have come to you? But now I will return to fight 

against the prince of Persia; and when I go out, behold, 
the prince of Greece will come. 21 But I will tell you 

what is inscribed in the book of truth: there is none who 
contends by my side against these except Michael, your 

prince.
