Man is a sinner living in a world corrupted by his
rebellion against God.



We have an adversary who feeds off of the
corruption and rebellion against God.



His goal is to keep this world in chaos, corruption,
greed, envy, and all the other sins of the flesh.



Humanity has existed in corruption since Adam
and Eve and even after the flood in the days of
Noah the Lord still loved man and made a
covenant to never judge the world by flood again.



Genesis 8:20 Then Noah built an altar to the LORD and took
some of every clean animal and some of every clean bird and
offered burnt offerings on the altar. 21 And when the LORD
smelled the pleasing aroma, the LORD said in his heart, "I will
never again curse the ground because of man, for the intention
of man’s heart is evil from his youth. Neither will I ever again
strike down every living creature as I have done. 22 While the
earth remains, seedtime and harvest, cold and heat, summer
and winter, day and night, shall not cease.”



Genesis 9:8 Then God said to Noah and to his
sons with him, 9 "Behold, I establish my covenant
with you and your offspring after you, 10 and
with every living creature that is with you, the
birds, the livestock, and every beast of the earth
with you, as many as came out of the ark; it is
for every beast of the earth. 11 I establish my
covenant with you, that never again shall all flesh
be cut off by the waters of the flood, and never
again shall there be a flood to destroy the earth.”



12 And God said, "This is the sign of the covenant
that I make between me and you and every living
creature that is with you, for all future
generations: 13 I have set my bow in the cloud,
and it shall be a sign of the covenant between me
and the earth.



The world continued to grow and become corrupt
with the sins of the flesh as we saw at the Tower
of Babel and the Lord seperated man by
languages and scattered them.



The Lord would make a nation of faith through
one childless idol worshipping man.



Genesis 12:1 Now the LORD said to Abram, "Go
from your country and your kindred and your
father’'s house to the land that I will show you.

2 And I will make of you a great nation, and I will
bless you and make your name great, so that you
will be a blessing. 3 I will bless those who bless
vou, and him who dishonors you I will curse, and
in you all the families of the earth shall be
blessed.”



Genesis 15:1After these things the word of the
LORD came to Abram in a vision: “"Fear not,
Abram, I am your shield; your reward shall be
very great.” 2 But Abram said, "O Lord GOD,
what will you give me, for I continue childless,
and the heir of my house is Eliezer of Damascus?”
3 And Abram said, "Behold, you have given me
no offspring, and a member of my household will
be my heir.”



4 And behold, the word of the LORD came to him:
“This man shall not be your heir; your very own
son shall be your heir.” 5 And he brought him
outside and said, "Look toward heaven, and
number the stars, if you are able to number
them.” Then he said to him, "So shall your
offspring be.” 6 And he believed the LORD, and
he counted it to him as righteousness.



12 As the sun was going down, a deep sleep fell on
Abram. And behold, dreadful and great darkness fell
upon him. 13 Then the LORD said to Abram, "Know
for certain that your offspring will be sojourners in a
land that is not theirs and will be servants there, and
they will be afflicted for four hundred years. 14 But I

will bring judgment on the nation that they serve,

and afterward they shall come out with great
possessions. 15 As for you, you shall go to your
fathers in peace; you shall be buried in a good old
age. 16 And they shall come back here in the fourth
generation, for the iniquity of the Amorites is not yet
complete.”



17 When the sun had gone down and it was dark,
behold, a smoking fire pot and a flaming torch
passed between these pieces. 18 On that day the
LORD made a covenant with Abram, saying, "To
your offspring I give this land, from the river of
Egypt to the great river, the river Euphrates,
19 the land of the Kenites, the Kenizzites, the
Kadmonites, 20 the Hittites, the Perizzites, the
Rephaim, 21 the Amorites, the Canaanites, the
Girgashites and the Jebusites.”



The Lord’s nation grew as slaves in bondage of
the the strongest empire in the world - Egypt.



The Lord brought out His people through Moses
whom He had raised up.



He revealed Himself to them and provided for them
but over the course of their history they rebelled
and rejected the Lord time and time again
becoming more and more like the world.



Would man continue to reject the Lord and repeat
this endless cycle of sin?



Galatians 4:1 But when the fullness of time had
come, God sent forth his Son, born of woman,
born under the law, 5 to redeem those who were
under the law, so that we might receive adoption
as sons. 6 And because you are sons, God has
sent the Spirit of his Son into our hearts, crying,
“Abba! Father!”™ 7 So you are no longer a slave,
but a son, and if a son, then an heir through God.



1 Corinthians 15:20 But in fact Christ has been raised
from the dead, the firstfruits of those who have fallen
asleep. 21 For as by a man came death, by a man
has come also the resurrection of the dead. 22 For as
in Adam all die, so also in Christ shall all be made
alive. 23 But each in his own order: Christ the
firstfruits, then at his coming those who belong to
Christ. 24 Then comes the end, when he delivers the
kingdom to God the Father after destroying every
rule and every authority and power. 25 For he must
reign until he has put all his enemies under his feet.
26 The last enemy to be destroyed is death.



Matthew 16:13 Now when Jesus came into the
district of Caesarea Philippi, he asked his
disciples, "Who do people say that the Son of Man
1IS?” 14 And they said, "Some say John the
Baptist, others say Elijah, and others Jeremiah or
one of the prophets.” 15 He said to them, "But
who do you say that I am?” 16 Simon Peter
replied, “You are the Christ, the Son of the living
God.”



17 And Jesus answered him, "Blessed are you,
Simon Bar-Jonah! For flesh and blood has not
revealed this to you, but my Father who is in
heaven. 18 And I tell you, you are Peter, and on
this rock I will build my church, and the gates of
hell shall not prevail against it. 19 I will give you
the keys of the kingdom of heaven, and whatever
vou bind on earth shall be bound in heaven, and
whatever you loose on earth shall be loosed in
heaven.”



Revelation 12:7 Now war arose in heaven,
Michael and his angels fighting against the
dragon. And the dragon and his angels fought
back, 8 but he was defeated, and there was no
longer any place for them in heaven. 9 And the
great dragon was thrown down, that ancient
serpent, who is called the devil and Satan, the
deceiver of the whole world—he was thrown down
to the earth, and his angels were thrown down
with him.



10 And I heard a loud voice in heaven, saying,
"Now the salvation and the power and the kingdom
of our God and the authority of his Christ have
come, for the accuser of our brothers has been
thrown down, who accuses them day and night
before our God. 11 And they have conquered him
by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their
testimony, for they loved not their lives even unto
death. 12 Therefore, rejoice, O heavens and you
who dwell in them! But woe to you, O earth and
sea, for the devil has come down to you in great
wrath, because he knows that his time is short!”
