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John has been given the vision of the 42 months of 
the 7 Trumpet Judgments 



Rev. 11:15 Then the seventh angel blew his 
trumpet, and there were loud voices in heaven, 
saying, “The kingdom of the world has become 

the kingdom of our Lord and of his Christ, and he 
shall reign forever and ever.” 16 And the twenty-

four elders who sit on their thrones before God fell 
on their faces and worshiped God, 17 saying,



“We give thanks to you, Lord God Almighty,  
who is and who was, for you have taken your great 

power and begun to reign.  
18  The nations raged, but your wrath came,  

and the time for the dead to be judged,  
and for rewarding your servants, the prophets 
and saints, and those who fear your name,  

both small and great, and for destroying the 
destroyers of the earth.”  



19 Then God’s temple in heaven was opened, 
and the ark of his covenant was seen within his 

temple. There were flashes of lightning, 
rumblings, peals of thunder, an earthquake, and 

heavy hail.

Revelation chapters 12-14



In chapters 12-14 John sees 5 visions that span 
from Genesis to Revelation. 



Vision 1 - 12:1-6

The Messiah Jesus was born from the 
nation of Israel in the Tribe of Judah. 

Satan tried to kill Jesus several times but He was 
protected and ascended to the right hand of the 

Father.

Israel was scattered into other lands where the 
enemy could not destroy them as a people.



Vision 2 - 12:7-17

When Jesus took His place at the right hand of 
the Father, Michael the Archangel and the 

Lord’s angels threw out the Dragon and His 
angels  from Heaven to earth.



12: 10-11 “Now the salvation and the power and 
the kingdom of our God and the authority of his 

Christ have come, for the accuser of our 
brothers has been thrown down, who accuses 

them day and night before our God. 11 And they 
have conquered him by the blood of the Lamb 

and by the word of their testimony, for they loved 
not their lives even unto death.



The enemy tried over and over to eliminate the 
Jews with the spirit of antisemitism (spirit of the 
antichrist) but the Dragon could not because he 

was stopped at every turn. 



When the Dragon could not prevail against the 
Jews he turned his focus to the Church



Vision 3 -13:1-10

The Beast (The antichrist)

For 42 months he will wage war against God and 
His people.

The Dragon gives all his power to the Beast.



13:9 If anyone has an ear, let him hear:  
10  If anyone is to be taken captive,  

to captivity he goes; if anyone is to be slain 
with the sword, with the sword must he be 
slain. Here is a call for the endurance and 

faith of the saints. 



Vision 4 - 13:11-18

The Second Beast (The False Prophet)

Establishes the spiritual authority and the 
system of worship for the antichrist.

Extremists persecuting anyone who does not 
worship the beast.





In chapters 12-13 we have seen the Dragon, 
Beast, False Prophet forcefully building their 
kingdom on the earth, marking their people 
with the name of the Beast and eradicating 

those who do not worship him.



Vision 5 - 14:1-13

Resurrected Jesus empowering Church who 
were singing the song of the Gospel.

Risen Lamb with the 144,000 praising and 
worshipping Him.



Revelation 14:1 Then I looked, and behold, on 
Mount Zion stood the Lamb, and with him 144,000 
who had his name and his Father’s name written 

on their foreheads. 2 And I heard a voice from 
heaven like the roar of many waters and like the 
sound of loud thunder. The voice I heard was like 

the sound of harpists playing on their harps, 
3 and they were singing a new song before the 
throne and before the four living creatures and 

before the elders.



No one could learn that song except the 144,000 
who had been redeemed from the earth. 4 It is 

these who have not defiled themselves with 
women, for they are virgins. It is these who 

follow the Lamb wherever he goes. These have 
been redeemed from mankind as firstfruits for 
God and the Lamb, 5 and in their mouth no lie 

was found, for they are blameless.

1 Peter 3:1 Blessed be the God and Father of our 
Lord Jesus Christ! According to his great mercy, 

he has caused us to be born again to a living 
hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ 

from the dead, 4 to an inheritance that is 
imperishable, undefiled, and unfading, kept in 

heaven for you, 5 who by God’s power are being 
guarded through faith for a salvation ready to be 

revealed in the last time.



6 In this you rejoice, though now for a little while, if 
necessary, you have been grieved by various trials, 

7 so that the tested genuineness of your faith—more 
precious than gold that perishes though it is tested 
by fire—may be found to result in praise and glory 

and honor at the revelation of Jesus Christ. 8 Though 
you have not seen him, you love him. Though you do 
not now see him, you believe in him and rejoice with 

joy that is inexpressible and filled with glory, 
9 obtaining the outcome of your faith, the salvation 

of your souls. 



10 Concerning this salvation, the prophets who 
prophesied about the grace that was to be yours 
searched and inquired carefully, 11 inquiring what 

person or time the Spirit of Christ in them was 
indicating when he predicted the sufferings of 
Christ and the subsequent glories. 12 It was 
revealed to them that they were serving not 

themselves but you, in the things that have now 
been announced to you through those who 

preached the good news to you by the Holy Spirit 
sent from heaven, things into which angels long to 

look. 



13 Therefore, preparing your minds for action, and 
being sober-minded, set your hope fully on the 

grace that will be brought to you at the revelation 
of Jesus Christ. 14 As obedient children, do not be 

conformed to the passions of your former 
ignorance, 15 but as he who called you is holy, you 

also be holy in all your conduct, 16 since it is 
written, “You shall be holy, for I am holy.” 



17 And if you call on him as Father who judges 
impartially according to each one’s deeds, conduct 

yourselves with fear throughout the time of your 
exile, 18 knowing that you were ransomed from the 
futile ways inherited from your forefathers, not with 
perishable things such as silver or gold, 19 but with 

the precious blood of Christ, like that of a lamb 
without blemish or spot. 



20 He was foreknown before the foundation of the 
world but was made manifest in the last times for 
the sake of you 21 who through him are believers 
in God, who raised him from the dead and gave 

him glory, so that your faith and hope are in God.  
22 Having purified your souls by your obedience to 

the truth for a sincere brotherly love, love one 
another earnestly from a pure heart, 23 since you 
have been born again, not of perishable seed but 

of imperishable, through the living and abiding 
word of God; 



24 for “All flesh is like grass  
and all its glory like the flower of grass.  

The grass withers, and the flower falls,  
25  but the word of the Lord remains forever.”  

And this word is the good news that was 
preached to you.
