First Reading: Jonah 3:1-5, 10

The book of Jonah is a comedy starring a reluctant prophet who
is given a one-sentence message: Nineveh will be destroyed in
forty days. Much to Jonah’s dismay, the people of Nineveh re-
pent. The point of the story is to get the reader to wrestle with the
question “On whom should God have mercy?”

'The word of the LORD came to Jonah a second
time, saying, 2“Get up, go to Nineveh, that great city,
and proclaim to it the message that I tell you.” 3So
Jonah set out and went to Nineveh, according to the
word of the LORD. Now Nineveh was an exceedingly
large city, a three days’ walk across.
