MISSION IN FOCUS: Michiyo Ishida, ReachGlobal, Japan 

I am so grateful to be one of LC3’s sending missionaries through the Lacey Campus. 
Though I am “new” to LC3, the Lacey Campus (formerly GBC) has supported me for the 
past ten years. I am Japanese and work with ReachGlobal (EFCA) the Tokyo City Team. 
Our team is planting small churches in the greater Waseda area of Tokyo. It is our desire 
to develop, empower, and release disciple-makers.

Japan is a beautiful, rich country with sophisticated culture, technology, and education. 
But we are spiritually very poor! Out of the population of 120 million, less than 1% 
know Christ. Japan is the second-largest unreached people group in the world!

But God is bigger than any darkness! He is a way-maker! The night before 
Resurrection Day (2023), Tamayo was saved while we were on the phone and was 
baptized three months later. I had known her for twenty years and invited her to 
every church event. Your prayers can move mountains!

•	 For God to open the spiritual eyes of the Japanese people to see Jesus as the ONE true Savior and 

treasure above all else.
•	 For every person our team encounters to be saved, developed, empowered, and released as disciple-

makers.
•	 For Japanese followers of Jesus to find God’s design and purpose, to cherish and use this to build His 

kingdom effectively, and to dream big in a homogeneous culture that often hinders being unique and 
different for the Kingdom.

+ Love People. Many of us are looking for 
ways to engage and if that's you, I want to 
encourage you that you don't have to go far 

to be on mission: we can step out of the front door - together. Often, 
people think they don't know Jesus enough to serve Him, but the 
joy is that we grow in Him WHILE serving.
