Passion Center’s partnership with LC3 has born amazing fruit as God continues to open doors for the 
Gospel in Malawi. One example is the planting of Hope Community Church just seven months ago! 
Located in the largest Muslim city in Mawali (72% Muslim), this is a strategic opportuntiy. The Yao 
Muslim tribe - an unreached people group - are a majority here. We’ve dreamed about sharing the 
Gospel with these people!  

The land has been purchased, a community well is now in place, and construction has begun for a 
permanent church building. We are now trusting the Lord for resources to complete it. Please join us 
in praising God for this blessing and great opportunity!
