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MISSION IN FOCUS Tyler & Jessica Mallet, SIMUSA

In mid February we traveled to SIM headquarters in Charlotte for a
meaningful debrief with the SIMUSA Niger missionaries. It was arich
time of sharing, laughter, and tears, and likely the last time that entire
group will be together. Our SIMAIR team also gathered the weekend
before, which was a gift—especially reconnecting with a couple of our
retired pilots, and visiting with the family of our kidnapped pilot (missing |
since mid-October 2025). Seeing his wife use this difficult season to ’
glorify God has been very encouraging.

The transition after furlough has been tough. We were preparing to return to Niger when everything shut
down, leaving no chance for goodbyes. Though | briefly returned to handle hangar and aircraft needs, the
emotional weight has been significant.

We are now in Montana with Jessica’s mom, exploring possible future ministry opportunities in Kenya,
Spokane, or Alaska.
