If you are not receiving the Lord’s Supper
today but desire a blessing, approach the Pastor with your arms crossed over your
heart. The individual cups located in the center of each tray contain non-alcoholic
wine for those having that medical need. Individually packaged gluten-free
communion wafers are available. Please ask the Communion Assistant if you have
this dietary need.
