As
Lutherans, we believe in the real bodily presence of Christ in the Sacrament, not
merely in a figurative or symbolic sense. This means that Jesus’ body and blood
are actually present in the bread and wine received in Holy Communion. In this
meal our faith is strengthened and forgiveness is assured.

“The Story Continues” in 2026 - We are excited to announce that Emmanuel
has officially launched a planning process designed to seek the Lord’s direction
for a renewed congregational vision. Led by our ministry staff, Elders, Church
Council, and a Vision Team representing different groups within our church
family, in the coming months, we will be listening to the congregation, analyzing
pertinent data about our community, and discerning a concise vision for the
future of the ministry we share.
