AS WE GATHER

In this weekend's Gospel reading, Jesus shares one of His purposes. He says He's
come to fulfill the Law, not get rid of it. Ultimately, this is a wonderful thing for
believers in Jesus. His work accomplishes what ours can't. But to do this, Jesus
makes it clear that the Law demands a righteousness greater than that of the
most righteous people of that day, the scribes and Pharisees. Humbled by the
reality that no one can measure up, the free gift of Jesus' righteousness
becomes the understanding and motivation for us to worship and live for God’s
glory and not our own - to be the salt and light Jesus declares us to be!
