For a long time I have held my peace; I have kept still and restrained myself;  
now I will cry out like a woman in labor; I will gasp and pant. 15I will lay waste 
mountains and hills, and dry up all their vegetation; I will turn the rivers into islands, 
and dry up the pools. 16And I will lead the blind in a way that they do not know,  
in paths that they have not known I will guide them. I will turn the darkness before 
them into light, the rough places into level ground. These are the things I do, and I 
do not forsake them. 17They are turned back and utterly put to shame, who trust in 
carved idols, who say to metal images, “You are our gods.”

13They brought to the Pharisees the man who had formerly been 
blind.  14Now it was a Sabbath day when Jesus made the mud and opened his 
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eyes.  15So the Pharisees again asked him how he had received his sight. And he said 
to them, “He put mud on my eyes, and I washed, and I see.”  16Some of the Pharisees 
said, “This man is not from God, for he does not keep the Sabbath.” But others said, 
“How can a man who is a sinner do such signs?” And there was a division among 
them.  17So they said again to the blind man, “What do you say about him, since he 
has opened your eyes?” He said, “He is a prophet.” 34 They answered him, “You were 
born in utter sin, and would you teach us?” And they cast him out. 35 Jesus heard 
that they had cast him out, and having found him he said, “Do you believe in the 
Son of Man?”  36 He answered, “And who is he, sir, that I may believe in him?”  37 Jesus 
said to him, “You have seen him, and it is he who is speaking to you.”  38 He said, 
“Lord, I believe,” and he worshiped him.  39 Jesus said, “For judgment I came into this 
world, that those who do not see may see, and those who see may become blind.”

THE DISTRIBUTION OF HOLY COMMUNION (Served by stations)  
When Jesus said, “This is My Body…This is My Blood,” He really meant it.  As 
Lutherans, we believe in the real bodily presence of Christ in the Sacrament, not 
merely in a figurative or symbolic sense.  This means that Jesus’ body and blood are 
actually present in the bread and wine received in Holy Communion.  In this meal 
our faith is strengthened and forgiveness is assured.  This gift is an act of God’s 
love, which we don’t deserve, cannot explain, and don’t even fully understand.  We 
humbly believe it.  It is a request of our congregation that anyone who wishes to 
commune with us would share this faith.  If you are not receiving the Lord’s Supper 
today but desire a blessing, approach the Pastor with your arms crossed over your 
heart.  The individual cups located in the center of each tray contain non -alcoholic 
wine for those having that medical need. Individually packaged gluten - free 
communion wafers are available.  Please ask the Communion Assistant if you have 
this dietary need.
