Playground Prayers – Part 2

ON TV/OUTLINE: “…Lord, teach us to pray.” Luke 11:1b

ON TV/OUTLINE: “7 And when you pray, do not keep on babbling like pagans, for they think they will be heard 
because of their many words. 8 Do not be like them, for your Father knows what you need before you ask him.” 
Matthew 6:7-8

ON TV/OUTLINE: “But when you pray, go into your room, close the door, and pray to your Father, who is 
unseen.  Then your Father, who sees what is done in secret, will reward you.”  Matthew 6:6

ON TV/OUTLINE: “This, then, is how you should pray: ‘Our Father in heaven…” Matthew 6:9a

ON TV/OUTLINE: “Cast your worries on him because he cares for you.” 1 Peter 5:7 

ON TV/OUTLINE: “This, then, is how you should pray: ‘Our Father in heaven, hallowed by your name.” 
Matthew 6:9

ON TV/OUTLINE: “…your kingdom come, your will be done on earth as it is in heaven.”  Matthew 6:10

ON TV: Do you want to experience deep faith? 

ON TV: Align our wills with God's will. It is to surrender our will, not impose it.

ON TV/OUTLINE: “Give us today...” Matthew 6:11a

ON TV: Provision, Pardon, Protection

ON TV/OUTLINE: “Give us today our daily bread.” Matthew 6:11

ON TV/OUTLINE: “…and in the morning you will be filled with bread.  Then you will know that I am the Lord 
your God.” Exodus 16:12b

ON TV/OUTLINE: “8 Keep falsehood and lies far from me; give me neither poverty nor riches but give me only 
my daily bread. 9 Otherwise, I may have too much, and disown you and say, ‘Who is the Lord?’ Or I may become 
poor and steal, and so dishonor the name of my God.” Proverbs 30:8-9

ON TV: We declare our dependence on God.

ON TV/OUTLINE: “Forgive us our debts, as we also have forgiven our debtors.”  Matthew 6:12

ON TV/OUTLINE: “Be kind and compassionate to one another, forgiving each other, just as in Christ God 
forgave you.” Ephesians 4:32

ON TV: We don’t forgive because other people deserve to be forgiven, we forgive because we’ve been 
forgiven.

ON TV: Am I withholding from someone the very thing I expect God to grant to me…forgiveness?

ON TV: The invitation to forgive is part of a posture of surrender.

ON TV/OUTLINE: “By this, all people will know that you’re my disciples, if you love one another.” John 13:35

ON TV/OUTLINE: “14 For if you forgive other people when they sin against you, your Heavenly Father will 
also forgive you. 15 But if you do not forgive others their sins, your Father will not forgive your sins.” 
Matthew 6:14-15



ON TV: What do you call someone who expects other people to do something they’re not willing to do 
for themselves?

ON TV: Hypocrite

ON TV/OUTLINE: “Blessed are the pure in heart, for they will see God. “Matthew 5:8

ON TV: Is there anyone you have refused to forgive?

ON TV: Does prayer work?

ON TV: Religion

ON TV: When I focus on the work that God is yet to complete in me, I am for less concerned with the 
work he has yet to complete in you.

ON TV/OUTLINE: “You hypocrite, first take the plank out of your own eye, and then you will see clearly to 
remove the speck from your brother’s eye.”  Matthew 7:5

ON TV/OUTLINE: “…God have mercy on me, a sinner.”  Luke 18:13b

ON TV/OUTLINE: “9 Then, this, is how you should pray: ‘Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name, 10 
your kingdom come, your will be done on earth as it is in heaven. 11 Give us our daily bread. 12 Forgive us our 
debts, as we have forgiven our debtors. 13 And lead us not into temptation…” Matthew 6:9-13a
