ON TV: What must a person believe in order to be a faithful Christ Follower?

ON TV: In your zeal to rid yourself of something unwanted or harmful, don’t inadvertently or 
accidentally rid yourself of something valuable and important.

ON TV: Non-essentials become essential.

ON TV: And the reasons we know sometimes that these things aren’t essential and are not the basics of 
our Christian faith, is because when you hold them up against what Jesus prioritized and what Jesus 
did not prioritize, it becomes clear:  that’s not essential to Christianity.

ON TV/OUTLINE: “34 So now I am giving you a new commandment: Love each other. Just as I have loved you,
you should love each other. 35 Your love for one another will prove to the world that you are my disciples.”  
John 13:34-35

ON TV/OUTLINE: “43 You have heard the law that says, ‘Love your neighbor and hate your enemy.’ 44 But I 
say: Love your enemies! Pray for those who persecute you! Matthew 5:43-44

ON TV: A faith tradition or a church that can’t be questioned, can’t be trusted.
