
   Celebration in Heaven. 

1)      The Marriage Supper is a supper of glorious praise. 

Revelation 19:1 After this I heard what sounded like the roar of a great multitude in heaven 
shouting: “Hallelujah! Salvation and glory and power belong to our God, (NIV) 

1 Peter 2:9 But you are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, His own special 
people, that you may proclaim the praises of Him who called you out of darkness into His 
marvelous light; (NKJ) 

1 Corinthians 6:19-20 Or do you not know that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit who is in 
you, whom you have from God, and you are not your own? 20 For you were bought at a price; 
therefore glorify God in your body[a] and in your spirit, which are God’s. (NKJ) 

Psalms 34:3 Oh, magnify the Lord with me, And let us exalt His name together. (NKJ) 

Revelation 19:2-3 for true and just are his judgments. He has condemned the great prostitute who 
corrupted the earth by her adulteries. He has avenged on her the blood of his servants.” 3 And again 
they shouted: “Hallelujah! The smoke from her goes up for ever and ever.” (NIV) 

Philippians 2:9-11 Therefore God also has highly exalted Him and given Him the name which is 
above every name, 10 that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those in heaven, and of 
those on earth, and of those under the earth, 11 and that every tongue should confess that Jesus 
Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

Psalms 107:32 Let them exalt him in the assembly of the people and praise him in the council of 
the elders. (NIV) 

Revelation 19:5-6 Then a voice came from the throne, saying: “Praise our God, 
  all you his servants, you who fear him, both great and small!” 6 Then I heard what sounded like a 
great multitude, like the roar of rushing waters and like loud peals of thunder, shouting: 
“Hallelujah! For our Lord God Almighty reigns. (NIV) 

2)      The Marriage Supper will focus upon the Lamb Himself, the Lord Jesus Christ. 

Revelation 19:7 Let us be glad and rejoice and give Him glory, for the marriage of the Lamb has 
come, and His wife has made herself ready.” (NKJ) 

Luke 9:23 Then He said to them all, “If anyone desires to come after Me, let him deny himself, and 
take up his cross daily,[a] and follow Me. (NKJ) 

3)      The Marriage Supper will have a pure and prepared bride.

4)      The Marriage Supper will be a blessed and glorious event, the most glorious event 
ever held in history. 

Revelation 19:9-10 Then he said to me, “Write: ‘Blessed are those who are called to the marriage 
supper of the Lamb!’” And he said to me, “These are the true sayings of God.” 10 And I fell at his feet 
to worship him. But he said to me, “See that you do not do that! I am your fellow servant, and of your 
brethren who have the testimony of Jesus. Worship God! For the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of 
prophecy.” (NKJ) 

 Revelation 21:7 He who overcomes shall inherit all things,[a] and I will be his God and he shall be 
My son. (NKJ) 

 Matthew 4:10 Then Jesus said to him, “Away with you,[a] Satan! For it is written, ‘You shall worship 
the Lord your God, and Him only you shall serve.’”
