Identifying Anger (Ed Welch) 
1. Covert Anger 
2. Cold Anger 
3. Hot Anger 

Confronting My Anger 
1. Locate: Where/how is anger manifested in my 

life? 
2. Evaluate:  

a. Present consequences (relationships, 
life, soul, etc.) 

b. Future Consequences 
3. Understand:  

a. Why am I angry? 
b. What do I really want? (comfort, 

affirmation, pleasure, etc.) 
4. Confront: How does Jesus’s love and 

acceptance of me, demonstrated by his death 
on the cross and resurrection, free me to love 
and reconcile? 

Fight Lust Radically 

Fight lust radically in at least 3 areas: 

1. Time 

2. Access 

3. Desire
