I. Walk by the Spirit (vv. 15-18, 33, 41)

the Father the promise of the Holy Spirit, he has poured out this that you 
yourselves are seeing and hearing. 
 
Ephesians 5:18 | And do not get drunk with wine, for that is debauchery, but be 
filled with the Spirit, 
 
John 15:26-27 | 26 “But when the Helper comes, whom I will send to you from 
the Father, the Spirit of truth, who proceeds from the Father, he will bear 
witness about me. 27 And you also will bear witness, because you have been 
with me from the beginning.

Acts 2:32 | This Jesus God raised up, and of that we all are witnesses. 
 
Acts 2:36 | Let all the house of Israel therefore know for certain that God has 
made him both Lord and Christ, this Jesus whom you crucified. 



III. Marvel at God’s Plan (vv. 16-36, 39) 
 

Numbers 11:29 | But Moses said to him, “Are you jealous for my sake? Would 
that all the Lord’s people were prophets, that the Lord would put his Spirit on 
them!” 
 
Acts 2:23 | this Jesus, delivered up according to the definite plan and 
foreknowledge of God, you crucified and killed by the hands of lawless men. 
 
Acts 2:39 | For the promise is for you and for your children and for all who are 
far off, everyone whom the Lord our God calls to himself.” 
 
Ephesians 1:11 | In him we have obtained an inheritance, having been 
predestined according to the purpose of him who works all things according to
