▪ Islam	–	1.5	billion	adherents

▪ Chris9anity	–	2.2	billion	adherents

because	of	God’s	love	for	mankind	He	pursued	

us	

But	when	the	kindness	and	love	of	God	our	Savior	appeared,	he	saved	us,	not	
because	of	righteous	things	we	had	done,	but	because	of	his	mercy.	He	saved	

us	through	the	washing	of	rebirth	and	renewal	by	the	Holy	Spirit	
Titus	3:4-5	

o We	are	saved	not	by	what	we	do	but	by	what	He	has	done
