Luke 9 — What Now?

Seven Parts of the Christian Life
(1) Evangelism: Go, Show & Tell

% Show God's Reality and Tell about Jesus.

(2) Hospitality: Welcome, Talk, Heal, and Feed.
+» Even when its inconvenient.

%+ Impossible? Just start with simple obedience.

(3) Faith: Believe When its Unpopular

¢ Trust God's revelation, not human opinion.

(4) Discipleship: Follow When lts Hard
< Embrace Self-Denial & Persecution daily
> To find true life.

(5) Spiritual Experiences: See Jesus' Glory More Clearly
%+ Get away from “normal’ life and wake up to true reality.

» Morning devotions. Sunday worship. Retreats.

(6) Spiritual Warfare: Resist the Enemy
% You are in a spiritual war. So, don't be surprised by attacks.

(7) Humility: Lower Yourself to Serve Others.
% In God's Kingdom, the Way Up is Down.
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Ice Breaker
(1) Share how you are doing and pray for each other. Do you remember
something you took for “Show & Tell” in kindergarten?

Digging Deeper & Living Out
(2) Read Luke 9:1-2 and Point 1. Why does Jesus pair showing God's
power through prayer with telling people about God's Kingdom?

(3) Read Luke 9:10-17 and Point 2. Hospitality is often not thought of as
a key part of the Christian life. Why is it important and intimidating?

(4) Read Luke 9:18-21 and Point 3. Most people view Jesus as a great
religious leader. Why is that not good enough?
o “Messiah” was misunderstood by Jews to mean a political
savior. What are some misunderstood Christian words?

(5) Read Luke 9:22-27 and Point 4. For you personally, what does it mean
to deny yourself and carry your cross daily? Why do you do it?

(6) Read Luke 9:28-36 and Point 5. Why are spiritual, “mountaintop”
experiences with Jesus helpful? Why are they temporary?

(7) Read Luke 9:37-43 and Point 6. What is the problem with ignoring or
forgetting that we are in a spiritual war?

(8) Read Luke 9:44-50 and Point 7. Why are humility and a willingness
to welcome lowly people so important to Jesus?
