DISCUSSION QUESTIONS  
1. Review the Message. Looking back at your notes and upon reflecting on this weekend’s message, what 
was your one takeaway from Sunday?  

2. Jesus was deeply passionate about protecting true worship. 

●​ What things in our modern lives can slowly turn worship into routine, performance, or distraction instead 
of genuine devotion to God? 

3. Jesus overturned tables that were keeping people from encountering God rightly. 

●​ What “tables” might Jesus want to overturn in your own life right now — habits, priorities, attitudes, 
distractions, or compromises? 

4. The disciples remembered: “Zeal for Your house will consume Me.” 

●​ What does healthy spiritual passion look like in everyday life for a follower of Jesus?​
How is that different from simply being religious or busy? 

5. The temple had become centered on convenience and profit instead of prayer and surrender. 

●​ In what ways can Christians today drift toward consuming faith instead of living surrendered lives?​
What practical step could help you pursue deeper authenticity with Jesus this week.
