
WEEK 4 | TRANSFORMED ENCOUNTER 
Date: May 3, 2026  
Verses: John 2:1-10 

SERIES INSIGHT 

 

 

Transformed Encounter is a journey through the Gospel of John revealing that every true encounter with 
Jesus brings both revelation and transformation—He doesn’t just meet people where they are, He changes who 
they become. This series calls us not just to study Jesus, but to encounter Him personally—so our identity, 
allegiance, and daily living are reshaped by His presence.  

ICEBREAKER  
● If you had a boat what would you name it? 
● Give a recommendation to the group (Anything you’ve been loving- a restaurant, band, hobby, etc.) 

DISCUSSION QUESTIONS  
1. Review the Message. Looking back at your notes and upon reflecting on this weekend’s message, what 
was your one takeaway from Sunday?  
2. Where has “the wine run out” in your life right now? (Emotionally, spiritually, relationally, or in your 
purpose) 

●​ What area feels empty, dry, or like you’re just going through the motions? 
●​ How have you been responding to that lack—hiding it, fixing it, or bringing it to Jesus? 

Life Application: Identify one specific area of lack this week—and intentionally bring it to Jesus in prayer instead 
of managing it alone. 

3. What is Jesus asking you to do that doesn’t fully make sense yet? (Like filling jars with water when the 
need is wine) 

●​ Why do you think obedience often comes before understanding? 
●​ What tends to hold you back from acting on what you sense God is prompting? 

Life Application: Take one clear step of obedience this week—even if it feels small or unclear. 

4. Are you trusting Jesus’ timing, or trying to rush the outcome? (“My hour has not yet come”) 

●​ Where do you feel tension between your urgency and God’s pace? 
●​ How do you typically react when God doesn’t move as quickly as you want? 

Life Application: Practice surrender in one area by releasing control of the timeline—and choosing trust over 
pressure. 

5. What would it look like for you to live: “Do whatever He tells you”? (Mary’s defining statement of faith) 

●​ What does full obedience actually look like in your daily life right now? 
●​ Who around you might be impacted if you lived with that kind of trust? 

Life Application: Write down one thing you believe Jesus is telling you—and follow through on it this week.
