Introduction

Romans 16:3-4 NASB
3Greet Prisca and Aquila, my fellow workers in 
Christ Jesus, 4who for my life risked their own 
necks, to whom not only do I give thanks.
 
Acts 18:1-28 NASB
After these things he left Athens and went to 
Corinth. 2And he found a Jew named Aquila, a 
native of Pontus, having recently come from 
Italy with his wife Priscilla, because Claudius 
had commanded all the Jews to leave Rome. 
He came to them, 3and because he was of the 
same trade, he stayed with them and they were 
working, or by trade they were tent-makers. 
4And he was reasoning in the synagogue 
every Sabbath and trying to persuade Jews 
and Greeks. 11And he settled there a year and 
six months, teaching the word of God among 
them.

They welcomed Paul.

18Paul, having remained many days longer, took 
leave of the brethren and put out to sea for 
Syria, and with him were Priscilla and Aquila. 
In Cenchrea as he had his hair cut, for he was 
keeping a vow. 19They came to Ephesus, and he 
left them there. Now he himself entered the 
synagogue and reasoned with the Jews. 20When 
they asked him  to stay for a longer time, he 
did not consent, 21but taking leave of them and 
saying, "I will return to you again if God wills," he 
set sail from Ephesus.

They walked with Paul

24Now a Jew named Apollos, an Alexandrian 
by birth, and eloquent man, came to Ephesus; 
and he was mighty in the Scriptures. 25This man 
had been instructed in the way of the Lord; and 
being fervent in spirit, he was speaking



notesand teaching accurately the things concerning 
Jesus, being acquainted only with the baptism 
of John; 26and he began to speak out boldly in 
the synagogue. But when Priscilla and Aquila 
heard him, they took him aside and explained to 
him the way of God more accuately. 27And when 
he wanted to go across to Achaia, the brethren 
encouraged him and wrote to the disciples to 
welcome him; and when he had arrived, he 
greatly helped those who had believed through 
grace, 28for he powerfully refuted the Jews in 
public, demonstrating by the Scriptures that 
Jesus was the Christ.

They continued ministering after Paul.

Four characteristics of Priscilla and Aquila:
1. Hospitable.
2. Missional Marriage.
3. Adaptable.
4. Christ Centered.

Read Aloud: Acts 18: 1-28

1. In what ways did Priscilla and Aquila practice hospitality? How can hospitality become 
a tool for ministry today?

2. What do you notice about the partnership between Priscilla and Aquila in ministry and 
marriage? How can married couples pursue a more “missional marriage” rather than 
simply a comfortable life together?

3. Priscilla and Aquila moved from Rome to Corinth to Ephesus. What does their 
adaptability teach us about following God during seasons of change? Why is flexibility 
important in being useful for God’s mission?

4. What impresses you about the way Priscilla and Aquila handled Apollos? Who has 
helped explain “the way of God more accurately” to you in your spiritual life? What does 
this passage teach us about influence behind the scenes?
