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INTRODUCTION

God will use all kinds of circumstances and situations in your life to
point you Him, because choosing to follow Him is the most importance
decision you will ever make in your life; now what you will do for a
living, not who you will marry, but rather what will you do about
eternity? One day, you're going to die. That’s true for all of us. But there
is hope in life after death, and that hope comes from the Lord. That’s
why He sent Jesus, to give us that hope and to point us to Himself so
that we might spend eternity in fellowship with our Heavenly Father.

KEY POINTS

1. God Heals and Does So on His Timetable and in His Way
There are many instances in Scripture where the Lord miraculously
healed people. However, some people don’t think God heals people like
that anymore. Don’t ever let anyone tell you that God doesn’t still heal
people, because He does. Healing is part of His character. He may
choose to heal miraculously, or He may choose to heal through
medicine. He may choose to give a doctor wisdom and insight to
diagnose a situation that could cured. But regardless of the method, God
is the one who does the healing, and He does so in His way and in His
time.

2. God Has a Plan for a Better Day for You

We're closer today to the second coming of Jesus than we were last
week, and that’s something to be excited about! Jesus wants you to live
this life to the full in a way that honors and glorifies Him, but He also
wants us to realize that this life is not all there is. No wonder Paul wrote,
“No eye has seen nor ear heard what God has in store for those who love
him.”

3. God Gives You a Free Will
Many of us don’t realize that God gives us a free will, but He does. He’s
not going to make you turn from your sin and place your faith in Christ.
He will give you a desire, a tug in your heart. He will make you aware of
your separation from Him because of your sin. He will reveal to you the
brokenness of your relationship with Him, or the overall lack of that
relationship, but He’s not going to make you come to Christ. He gives us
the right will to do what He wants us to do, but He’s not going to make
you respond to His will. That’s up to you. With that in mind, though,
here are a few steps we all would be better off if we took with the free
will we’ve been given:

- Give our life to Christ

- Receive baptism

- Join a church

- Join a small group

- Share our faith

- Give to the Lord
