Show and Tell (Part 3) 
John 6:1-13

INTRODUCTION

No one has ever seen God. His is an invisible God, but the one and 
only Son who is Himself God and is in the closest relationship 
with the Father has made Him known. This means, even if we 
can’t see God with our eyes, we can know a lot about Him by the 
way He is described in Scripture. There is so much to learn about 
the Lord’s character, and we’re going to take a look at two specific 
aspects of that character in this week’s message.  
  

KEY POINTS 

1. God can take your little and multiply it. 
Think about the story of Jesus feeding the five thousand. The way 
He could take a little sack lunch and use it to feed thousands of 
people is a pure miracle, and He could perform a miracle of the 
same nature in your life today. This is a teaching to help us 
understand that God can take your little and use it more than you 
could ever imagine. So never discount what little you have to offer 
the Lord. Never discount the little influence you think you have. 
Never discount the little struggles you are going through that God 
can use. You have no idea of the ripple effect the investment of 
your life can have.  

2. God is not limited to the natural laws of the universe. 
God is not limited to the natural laws of the universe. Do you 
know why? Because He is God. God uses the natural laws, but He 
is not obligated to use them. He made them, but sometimes He 
chooses to operate outside the natural laws that He set in motion. 
This is where miracles come in. For instance, when Jesus walked 
on the water, He did so to show His glory, His power, and His 
Lordship. He did so in order to give the Father ultimate glory. And 
He did so in order to prove that nothing is impossible with Him.
