Show and Tell (Part 5) 
John 1:18

INTRODUCTION

When it comes to knowing how God works, knowing what God 
desires of our lives, and seeing what He’s doing in the lives in the 
others, sometimes we are confused as to which direction He’s 
moving. When we are feeling this confusion, we must take another 
look at John 1:18. That last phrase, “has made him known,” is 
what leads us to where we’ve been camping out for the last several 
weeks. It’s the descriptive phrase in the Koine Greek language that 
says, “to draw out in a narrative.” This verse is saying that the 
works of Jesus, the words of Jesus, and the life of Jesus are 
revealing to us who God is, what God thinks, how He wants us to 
relate to Him, and how He responds to us. And it is that phrase we 
are going to continue looking at in this message so we can better 
understand God’s character. 

KEY POINTS 

1. God allows people to remain blind to Him.  
It is a sobering principle that God would allow someone to remain 
blind to Him. It is really confusing to some of us, but we can also 
relate to that feeling because many of us were blind to God for 
some time before we finally saw the light and acknowledged our 
need for Christ and surrendered our lives to Him.  

Given the facts about Jesus, why would some people carry their 
sin on their backs? We wonder why someone would turn their 
back and refuse to respond to Christ and receive Him. But what 
we must understand is that God is not going to force your eyes 
open. And even if your eyes are open, He’s not going to force you 
to respond. He may lead you to water like the proverbial horse, 
but He will not make you drink. 

2. God is the God of second chances.  
We should all be thanking the Lord that He has given us so many 
second chances. He is always faithful. He keeps coming after you, 
day after day, never giving up. Why? Because He loves you, and 
He cares about you. Furthermore, there is nothing you have ever 
done or ever will do that will discount you from God’s love or 
God’s ability to use your life for His glory. With this truth in mind, 
we don’t have discouraged when we make mistakes because God 
is the God of second chances.
