Main Idea: 
 
 The naturalistic worldview that is so prevalent in our culture collides squarely with 
the Bible, seeking to subtract the supernatural from its pages.  Faithful Christians, 
however, must embrace all of God’s Word and refuse to make any concessions that treat 
any part of the Bible as folklore or myth.  This is applicable to angels, who are found 
repeatedly in the Scriptures.  Angels are real, and our Lord desires that we learn about 
them.
