The Test 

 

Main Idea 

 

 When God tested Abraham by commanding him to offer his son Isaac as a sacrifice, 

the patriarch acted in obedience, passing the test.  God intervened and kept Abraham 

from slaying Isaac, and provided a ram for the offering.  In response, Abraham named the 

place “the LORD will provide.”

1. At times God tests the obedience and devotion of His children, sometimes 

suddenly and/or severely. 

 

 

 

 

 

2. Faithful, mature believers respond to testing by obeying the word of God, trusting 

Him in all circumstances – even if/when that means surrendering for His purpose
