The Church was Built to Move Forward



EPHESIANS | EFEXAUS 4:11-16
11-It was he who “gave gifts to people”; he appointed
some to be apostles, others to be prophets, others to
be evangelists, others to be pastors and teachers.

12-He did this to prepare all God's people for the work
of Christian service, in order to build up the body of
Christ.
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13-And so we shall all come together to that oneness
in our faith and in our knowledge of the Son of God;
we shall become mature people, reaching to the very
height of Christ's full stature.

14-Then we shall no longer be children, carried by the
waves and blown about by every shifting wind of the
teaching of deceitful people, who lead others into
error by the tricks they invent.
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15-Instead, by speaking the truth in a spirit of
love, we must grow up in every way to Christ,
who is the head. 

16-Under his control all the different parts of the
body fit together, and the whole body is held
together by every joint with which it is provided.
So when each separate part works as it should,
the whole body grows and builds itself up
through love.

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15-Peb tsis txhob ua li ntawd, peb yuavtsum haislus
tseeb vim peb muaj kev hlub, peb yuavtsum lojhlob
txhua fab rau ntawm Khetos, tus uas yog lub
taubhau.

16-Nws yog tus uas kav tagnrho lub cev tej tes taw
thiab tej siab-ntsws. Txhua yam thiaj los sibtxuas
uake, thiab tagnrho lub cev thiaj muaj tej ya txha
thiab leeg los tuav. Yogli ntawd, thaum txhua yam
ntawm lub cev nyias ua nyias tes haujlwm thiab
sibhlub sibpab, ces lub cev yuav lojhlob khovkho.
