What You Need:

Paper; and colored pencils, markers, or 
colored pens

What You Do:

Write down this month’s memory verse, 
1 John 4:10.
 
Say, “John’s purpose in writing 1 John was 
to explain how much God loves us . . . and 
to help us understand how Jesus made 
a way for us to have a relationship with 
God now and forever.”
 
If your child has spent time memorizing 
1 John 4:10 this month, give them a 
chance to say it out loud for you. Then, 
let your child doodle (color, illustrate, 
decorate) around the verse on the paper 
while you continue through the Bible 
story questions.
 
When your child is finished, display the 
verse somewhere your family can see it 
every day.
