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Romans 5:17-6:2 
Grace abounds  

 
When we study this particular section of Romans at first 
glance it seems as if the focus is the fact that sin entered 
the world through one man. 
 
We clearly see that because of Adams sin that every 
human that has ever lived has been and will continue to 
be affected by sin. 
 
And while that it is important for us to understand, the 
main point Paul is trying to make is that God’s grace far 
outweighs man’s sin. 
 
Remember Paul is speaking from experience. 
 
He experienced the grace of God first hand when Jesus 
himself approached him on the road to Damascus. 
 
Paul is well aware of the sins he was guilty of prior to his 
conversion as well as the sins he still committed. 
 
1st timothy 1:15 
This is a faithful saying and worthy of all acceptance, 
that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners, 
of whom I am chief. 
 
Notice that he speaks in present tense, not in past tense. 
 
He knows he is still sinful and when he speaks of God’s 
grace he knows and understands that grace is ongoing. 
 
So, when he speaks of the gracious gift he is speaking as a 
man full of gratitude to a loving God that saved him from 
himself. 
 
He knew that God’s grace outweighed his sin because he 
had seen it in action in his own life. 
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Which is exactly how Paul starts out chapter 5. 
 
Romans 5:1 
Therefore, having been justified by faith, [a]we 
have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ,  
 
We have to remember we have been saved by grace 
through faith. 
 
Grace and faith go hand in hand. 
 
In Gods infinite grace he called you unto himself by giving 
you the free gift of faith that you would believe in his son. 
 
In Romans 5 verses 15-17 
 
Paul refers to this gracious gift 5 times. 
 
He references this so many times because this truly is the 
focus of what he is writing. 
 
You could get caught up in Adam and how his sin was 
passed down to every human that has ever lived but that’s 
not the point. 
 
The point is the grace of God poured out on his children. 
 
This gracious gift he is referring to is salvation. 
 
The point of this entire chapter is the salvation of Gods 
people. 
 
In one act God the father put on display his infinite mercy 
as well as his perfect just, judgment. 
 
When Jesus died on the cross. 
 
His mercy was displayed because through the sacrifice of 
his perfect sinless son the ransom was paid for all who 
would ever believe. 
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He also satisfied the judgment necessary to atone for sin. 
 
Both of which point to his infinite grace. 
 
Ephesians 1:7 
7 In Him we have redemption through His blood, the 
forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of His 
grace  
 
The only way you can be spared from the wrath to come is 
to be redeemed by the blood of Christ. 
 
The day of judgement is inevitable. 
 
It is going to happen and unless you are covered by the 
shed blood of Jesus you will face the wrath of God. 
 
For the unredeemed many think that sin is their biggest 
problem but that’s not true. 
 
God is their biggest problem. 
 
Maybe you’re new to Christianity or maybe you haven’t 
made up your mind yet. 
 
Maybe you’re like me when I was returning to Christ after 
running for many years. 
 
I became hyper focused on my sin. 
 
I would tell myself things like “I’m going to quit drinking” 
 
“I’m going to quit smoking” 
 
“I’m going to stop using profanity” 
 
All off a sudden I’m only focusing on my sin. 
 
I was being legalistic in my approach.

This was around the time I first met Pastor Bo which 
would’ve been close to 14 years ago now. 
 
And I told him that I desperately wanted to stop doing 
these things that I knew were sinful. 
 
And he told me something that changed my life, and I’ll 
never forget it. 
 
He said “stop focusing on the sin in your life and start 
focusing on Jesus.” 
 
“If you fix your eyes on Jesus and follow him, HE will 
remove these things from your life.” 
 
And you know what…. 
 
He did. 
 
One by one the struggles that I had, became less and less. 
 
Slowly God began to chisel away at the things that were 
killing me. 
 
I stand before you a very different man than I was 14 
years ago, 10 years ago, 5 years ago… even 1 year ago. 
 
Because that process that was started all those years 
ago is ongoing. 
 
It’s called sanctification. 
 
When God graciously opens your eyes and gives you the 
free gift of faith, at the moment of salvation two 
wonderful things take place. 
 
First is justification, we are no longer condemned to an 
eternity in hell. 
 
This is instant and complete at the moment of salvation. 
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The other thing that happens is the start of your 
sanctification. 
 
Sanctification unlike justification is not immediate nor is 
it complete, it is an ongoing process that will continue in 
all of us and will not be completed this side of death. 
 
And some of you are probably wondering what in the 
world does this have to do with romans 5... 
 
And I would say everything, because what we will see 
today is God’s grace outweighing the sin of man. 
 
That’s the whole point that Paul is making. 
 
Which brings us to the text for today. 
 
Let’s read romans 5:15-17 just to recap where we left off 
last week. 
 
Romans 5:15 
15 But the free gift is not like the [e]offense. For if by the 
one man’s offense many died, much more the grace of 
God and the gift by the grace of the one Man, Jesus 
Christ, abounded to many.  
 
Paul is saying the Grace of God is greater than sin. 
 
It must be greater than sin. 
 
The gift God gave was his son and his grace which 
provides us with the opportunity of salvation. 
 
The gift of Grace Jesus gave was his life which provided 
the necessary sacrifice for sin. 
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Romans 5:16 
16 And the gift is not like that which came through the 
one who sinned. For the judgment which came from 
one offense resulted in condemnation, but the free 
gift which came from many [f]offenses resulted in 
justification.  
 
Again Paul references the gift. 
 
The gift is salvation according to the grace of God. 
 
Paul is contrasting Adam and Christ. 
 
He is contrasting sin and grace. 
 
The greater of the two being the Grace of God and the 
justification provided by Christ. 
 
Romans 5:17 
17 For if by the one man’s [g]offense death reigned 
through the one, much more those who receive 
abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness 
will reign in life through the One, Jesus Christ.) 
 
Verse17 ends a single thought that started back in verse 
13. 
 
If you were to go all the way back to verse 12 you will see 
that verses 13-17 are an explanation of what he says in 
verse 12. 
 
What we see in verse 17 is a reiteration that the gifts of 
grace and righteousness are greater than the sin that 
causes death and even greater than death itself. 
 
As Christians we need not fear death. 
 
It has been defeated and overcome by our savior. 
 
That doesn’t mean that we won’t die, it means that death is 
truly the beginning of life for the Christian. 
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This entire section is contrasting Adam and Christ, sin and 
grace, disobedience and obedience…. Life and death. 
 
We can clearly see that all of these negatives are 
outweighed by their positive contrasting counterparts. 
 
Christ is greater than Adam. 
 
Grace is greater than sin. 
 
Obedience is greater disobedience. 
 
Life in Christ is greater than death. 
 
God is greater than Satan. 
 
Romans 5:18 
18 Therefore, as through [h]one man’s offense judgment 
came to all men, resulting in condemnation, even so 
through one[i] Man’s righteous act the free gift came to 
all men, resulting in justification of life.  
 
God hates sin so much that it took only one sin to condemn 
the entire human race and separate them from him. 
 
God is omnipresent which means he is everywhere all the 
time. 
 
The separation is in the fact that in our fallen, sinful, pre-
salvation state we at war with God. 
 
We are separated from him because of our sin and can 
only come into his presence when HE pours grace out over 
us and reveals the truth to us. 
 
In that moment we are as Peter was when he realized 
Jesus was the son of God. 
 
We fall to our knees, we confess our sins and exalt him as 
lord.

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Revelation 4:8 
And the four living creatures, each one of them having 
six wings, are full of eyes around and within, and day 
and night they do not cease to say, “HOLY, HOLY, 
HOLY is THE LORD GOD, THE ALMIGHTY, WHO WAS AND 
WHO IS AND WHO IS TO COME.” 
 
Holy holy holy! 
 
Holy means to be separated from sin, so God is three times 
separated from sin. 
 
There is a chasm that exist between the lost and God and 
the bridge between that great chasm is Jesus. 
 
We can only be justified through Christ we only have 
access to the father through the son. 
 
Romans 5:18 a 
18 Therefore, as through [h]one man’s offense judgment 
came to all men, resulting in condemnation, 
 
the Greek word for condemnation is katakrima 
 
it literally means the penalty following condemnation. 
 
Which is as I’m sure you’d agree with, different than 
condemnation itself. 
 
Condemnation is when a murderer is sentenced to death. 
 
Lethal injection is the penalty of that condemnation. 
 
Because of Adams sin judgement fell on all of mankind 
and that judgement results in death. 
 
The wages of sin is death. 
 
Death is what we spend our entire life earning. 
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And we all get what we have earned. 
 
And all of this sounds so dark and depressing, but 
remember this entire section is about contrasting 
elements. 
 
So, let’s look at the second half of this verse. 
 
Which is wonderfully encouraging for the child of God. 
 
Romans 5:18 b 
even so through one[i] Man’s righteous act the free gift 
came to all men, resulting in justification of life.  
 
We see that free gift show up again. 
 
Another contrasting element. 
 
Death is earned but salvation and eternal life are a free 
gift from God. 
 
It cannot under any circumstances be earned. 
 
This is another example of why our sin and even our good 
works should never be our focus. 
 
Our focus must always be Christ. 
 
We must have the same attitude as John the Baptist. 
 
John 3:30 
30 He must increase, but I must decrease.  
 
Is that how you view life? 
 
Seeking to exalt the one whom saved you? 
 
Praying daily for others not to see you but to see Christ in 
you?

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Jesus may not be physically walking this earth at the 
moment but the kingdom of God is here, it’s in this room, it’s 
inside every one of us that is a child of God. 
 
All because of that wonderful and priceless but yet still 
free gift given to us by our creator. 
 
By our heavenly father. 
 
Verse 18 says “by the one man’s righteous act the free 
gift came to all men.” 
 
This does not mean that everyone is going to heaven. 
 
This verse has been taken so far out of context that 
basically an entire false religion has been created. 
 
It’s called universalism. 
 
Which says that all roads lead to heaven. 
 
Just so we all understand. 
 
Jesus’s death on the cross only covers the sins of those 
that believe. 
 
If his death covered the sins of all people then everyone 
would be saved, even those without faith or repentance. 
 
Which is most certainly not the case. 
 
When we say that Jesus died for everyone that’s not a 
true statement. 
 
He died for all that would believe and repent. 
 
Justification for sins only comes to those have faith. 
 
Faith only comes from God. 
 
It is not because of us or anything we’ve done. 
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It is a gift just like salvation is a gift. 
 
A gift is free, that’s the very essence of a gift. 
 
If it required anything preemptively or in return it would 
no longer be gift. 
 
Romans 5:18 b 
even so through one[i] Man’s righteous act the free gift 
came to all men, resulting in justification of life.  
 
Verse 18 ends by saying resulting in justification of life. 
 
We’ve discussed it before but we have a lot of new faces 
since we started romans so I want to make sure everyone 
understands what that word justification means. 
 
It comes from the Greek word Diakos. 
 
It means to be declared innocent. 
 
It loses something in translation. 
 
This is a onetime legal declaration with continuing 
results. 
 
It is not an ongoing process. 
 
Justification is instant and complete at moment of 
salvation. 
 
Romans 5:19 
19 For as by one man’s disobedience many were made 
sinners, so also by one Man’s obedience many will be 
made righteous. 
 
Here we have more contrasting elements. 
 
Obedience and disobedience. 
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Adams disobedience began prior to him even eating the 
fruit, as he stood by and watched his wife eat it. 
 
His one act of disobedience resulted in what would be 
millennia’s worth of death and destruction. 
 
But Jesus’s entire earthly life was lived out of obedience 
to the father all the way up until his death on the cross. 
 
And this is truly what life comes down to for the 
Christian. 
 
Obedience and disobedience. 
 
Those are really the only two choices we have. 
 
Are we going to obey God or are we going to rebel and 
disobey him. 
 
Our human nature is rebellious.  
 
Our flesh is rebellious and to live captive to the flesh 
results in death. 
 
Romans 8:13 
for if you are living according to the flesh, you must die, 
but if by the Spirit you are putting to death the practices 
of the body, you will live. 
 
We must be constantly putting the deeds of our flesh to 
death. 
 
Can we do that on our own? 
 
Not under any circumstances can we do it on our own. 
 
Our fleshly desires can only be put to death by the spirit. 
 
Notice he says putting to death and not just put to death. 
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This tells that putting to death the things of the flesh is 
an ongoing never-ending process. 
 
It is part of the process of sanctification. 
 
Which brings us back to obedience. 
 
Again, being obedient is not a means of salvation. 
 
It is a result of justification. 
 
Which means it is a byproduct of faith and repentance. 
 
It is the greatest form of worship as well as how we show 
our love for our savior. 
 
John 14:15 
“If you love Me, you will keep My commandments. 
 
One of the easiest ways to tell if you truly love Jesus is to 
look at your life and see if you are obeying his commands. 
 
Are you living according to his word? 
 
Are you pursuing a deeper more meaningful relationship 
with him? 
 
Are you doing what he has called you to do? 
 
Some of the most depressed and miserable people I’ve ever 
known were Christians that were living in disobedience. 
 
So if you find yourself fighting those feelings of anxiety 
and depression look at your life and make sure that you 
aren’t living outside of what God has called you to do. 
 
Please don’t think I’m picking on anyone; I speak from 
personal experience myself. 
 
I have lived in disobedience and it was the most miserable 
time of my life. 
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The good news is that you can choose to walk away from 
it. 
 
Obedience is a choice. 
 
Adam chose to disobey God, just like every time we sin, we 
make a choice to disobey. 
 
Romans 5:20 
20 Now [o]the Law came in so that the transgression 
would increase, but where sin increased, grace 
abounded all the more,  
 
Another contrasting element, the increase of sin verses 
abounding grace. 
 
Gods written law did not exist until it was given to moses. 
 
But that doesn’t mean there was not a law against sin. 
 
We saw God punish Cain for killing his brother even 
though the commandment not to murder wouldn’t be given 
for 2000 years. 
 
So what is Paul telling us? 
 
Despite the fact the law had not yet been written down it 
had been given to men. 
 
And how is that? 
 
Romans 2:14,15 
14 For when Gentiles who do not have [k]the 
Law naturally do the things of the Law, these, not 
having [l]the Law, are a law to themselves, 15 in that they 
demonstrate the work of the Law written in their 
hearts, their conscience bearing witness and their 
thoughts alternately accusing or else defending them,  
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Gods law was written in the hearts of men from the 
beginning. 
 
Humans innately know right from wrong. 
 
But when the law was given sin was completely exposed 
leaving no excuse. 
 
The purpose of the law was not to generate more sin but 
to expose sin. 
 
And in that process, there was certainly more sin. 
 
Because there’s always those people that want to go 
against the grain. 
 
That want to be rebellious and do everything they’re told 
not to do. 
 
So the law not only finally and fully exposed sin, it drove 
evil rebellious people to sin. 
 
Giving them a list of things that God detested gave them 
opportunity to rebel in a way that they never had before. 
 
But no matter how awfully sinful mankind became God’s 
grace was infinitely greater. 
 
This is a testament to Gods unfathomable love for his 
children. 
 
Everyone in this room has been affected by sin in some 
from or fashion. 
 
We have been affected by our own sin as well as the sin of 
other people. 
 
We witness evil on a daily basis. 
 
We are inundated with the amount of crime in the world 
every time we pick up our phones or turn the television on. 
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There is no shortage of hatred, violence or perversion. 
 
And as awful as these things are they ultimately glorify 
God…. 
 
Whoa! 
 
Wait a minute pastor, you’re saying that sin and evil bring 
glory to God. 
 
Yes, but not in the way you’re thinking. 
 
Because of all of these horrible things we are able to see 
the grace and mercy of God put on full display. 
 
If the world wasn’t so full of evil, we would never be 
able to see how gracious God truly is. 
 
That doesn’t mean that we revel or partake in evil but 
rather we appreciate the goodness of God in the sense 
that he provided us rescue from that evil. 
 
Romans 8:28 
28 And we know that for those who love God [j]all things 
work together for good, for those who are called 
according to His purpose.  
 
God uses everything in our life for good. 
 
The wonderful things he blesses us with are so that we 
may enjoy this life and give thanks to him. 
 
The difficult things we face are to help shape and mold us 
to be more like Christ. 
 
And he uses our sin to expose our true nature and guide us 
to him as we desperately seek forgiveness and 
justification. 
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As we just read in Romans 5:20 
 
“Where sin increased grace abounded all the more” 
 
Romans 5:20 
20 Now [o]the Law came in so that the transgression 
would increase, but where sin increased, grace 
abounded all the more,  
 
Sin and condemnation for sin were in the world long 
before the law and so was the way of escape from sin and 
condemnation. 
 
God gave the law to Moses as a pattern for righteousness 
but not as means to attain righteousness. 
 
The law does not and has never had the power to produce 
righteousness, but for the child of God that desires to do 
His will it is a guide to righteous living as it exposes our 
sin. 
 
Romans 5:21 
21 so that, as sin reigned in death, even so grace would 
reign through righteousness to eternal life through 
Jesus Christ our Lord. 
 
Paul ends chapter five with one final contrast. 
 
Death and life. 
 
And I think this was very intentional. 
 
Human beings are born with an undeniable sense of self 
preservation. 
 
This is our flesh fighting against the fact that we have all 
been made aware of death. 
 
Death is inevitable, there is no age limit, there is no 
escape. 
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Since the beginning of time men have been trying to figure 
out ways to defeat death. 
 
Failing to acknowledge the one who has overcome death. 
 
Jesus died so that we may be justified before a holy 
righteous God, fully and completely forgiven of our sins. 
 
His resurrection was confirmation that the father found 
him a worthy propitiation and accepted his sacrifice. 
 
His resurrection was also to give hope to his followers 
confirming that he had power over death. 
 
As children of God we don’t live like the rest of the 
world, in hopes that there will be some scientific 
breakthrough that will prolong our life or even defeat 
death. 
 
We live knowing that our savior has already defeated 
death. 
 
We live with a confident hope and joy knowing that we 
have already been promised eternal life. 
 
Romans 5:21 
21 so that, as sin reigned in death, even so grace would 
reign through righteousness to eternal life through 
Jesus Christ our Lord. 
 
Paul says grace would reign through righteousness… 
 
We only have access to eternal life if we are righteous. 
 
We cannot under any circumstances be righteous on our 
own accord. 
 
We can only be declared righteous if we have faith in 
Christ. 
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We can only have faith in Christ if God graciously gives it 
to us. 
 
So, God’s grace is him giving us the free gift of faith. 
 
Which in turn brings us to Jesus. 
 
And through Jesus we have eternal life. 
 
We speak of eternity often but it is a concept that is 
extremely difficult for us to truly grasp. 
 
Eternity is infinite.  
 
Let me ask you a math question… 
 
If you were to subtract 10,000 from infinity what would 
you have left? 
 
Infinity! 
 
So, when the song amazing grace says: 
 
“When we’ve been there 10,000 years bright shining as the 
sun, we’ve no less days to sing Gods praise than when we 
first begun” 
 
That is a completely accurate statement. 
 
The last half of chapter 5 that we just covered is 
speaking of how immeasurable God’s grace is. 
 
Which caused many of Paul’s critics to accuse him of 
antinomianism. 
 
Which is the belief that Christians are not bound by God's 
moral law, as they are freed from it by divine grace 
through faith in Christ.  
 
The term comes from the Greek words’ anti ("against") and 
nomos ("law").

While God's law is fulfilled in Christ, antinomianism is a 
misinterpretation of grace, which can lead to the belief 
that sin does not matter or that Christians can live as 
they please without consequence. (dangerous) 
 
Which any mature Christian knows is absolute nonsense. 
 
So Paul has to combat those accusations which is exactly 
what he does in chapter 6 of Romans. 
 
Romans 6:1 
What shall we say then? Are we to continue in sin so 
that grace may increase?  
 
Paul’s argument was never that our sin should not 
concern us or that we should not turn away from it. 
 
Hebrews 12:14 
Pursue peace with all people, and holiness, without 
which no one will see the Lord. 
 
We will never be holy in this flesh but we should strive 
for holiness. 
 
A desire to be holy is born out of obedience to Christ. 
 
Grace is not a license to sin, but God’s grace is sufficient 
to cover even the vilest of sins. 
 
In no way, shape or form is Paul promoting sin, he’s not 
even saying that sin doesn’t have consequences. 
 
All sin has consequences. 
 
For the Christian those consequences are only temporal. 
 
Which means our sin has no eternal consequences. 
 
For the non-believer their sin has both temporal as well 
as eternal consequences. 
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This is one of the reasons people reject the truth. 
 
They feel like just because they’ve sinned doesn’t mean 
that they “deserve” hell. 
 
Well, the truth is that all have sinned and fall short of 
the glory of God. 
 
And none of us wants what we deserve. 
 
Because we all deserve hell. 
 
We are all guilty, we all took part in the sin that made 
Jesus have to go to the cross. 
 
That’s why Christians have such gratitude. 
 
Because we are well aware of how messed up we are and 
we are so grateful that God saw fit to rescue us. 
 
You see awareness and conviction of sin are both 
indicators of repentance. 
 
So if you are a child of God and you are aware and 
convicted of your sin how can choose to continue in it? 
 
Romans 6:1,2 
What shall we say then? Are we to continue in sin so 
that grace may increase?  2 May it never be! How shall we 
who died to sin still live in it? 
 
The answer is you can’t! 
 
And that’s something that separates the true Christian 
from those that just simply believe. 
 
When sin is revealed in the Christians life they deal with 
it. 
 
And yes it is a war that wages in our life every single day. 
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God gave us his word to guide us to himself, he also gave 
us his word to guide us into holy living. 
 
The bible isn’t a handbook to life. 
 
You can live with Christian principles and not be a 
Christian. 
 
The bible is the inspired word of God.  
 
The word of God is powerful and profound and 
undeniably pure. 
 
But if you read it as a how-to-guide to life then you’ve got 
it all wrong. 
 
The bible is so that you can hear the voice of God, it is how 
he speaks to us. 
 
It is how he encourages us and strengthens us. 
 
It is the source of wisdom and inspiration for the child of 
God. 
 
Don’t minimize it, utilize it! 
 
1st Peter 2:9 
But you are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a 
holy nation, His own special people, that you may 
proclaim the praises of Him who called you out of 
darkness into His marvelous light; 
 
Prior to salvation we lived in darkness. 
 
We couldn’t see our sin for what it truly was. 
 
But in Gods infinite grace he called your name. 
 
He brought you into the light so you could be made aware 
of the sin in your life. 
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he made you aware of the sin in your life so that you go to 
war with it. 
 
So that by the spirit you could be putting it to death every 
single day. 
 
Jesus is the light of the world that illuminates sin. 
 
As his followers we have the Holy Spirit that lives inside 
of us revealing our personal sin. 
 
But what we can’t do is run from our sin, try to hide our 
sin, minimize our sin or try to justify it. 
 
We must face it boldly knowing that there is nothing we 
will face that Jesus hasn’t overcome. 
 
Hebrews 4:15,16 
15 For we do not have a high priest who cannot 
sympathize with our weaknesses, but One who has 
been tempted in all things like we are, yet without 
sin.16 Therefore let us draw near with confidence to the 
throne of grace, so that we may receive mercy and find 
grace to help in time of need. 
 
Jesus was tempted in all things and overcame them, being 
truly God and truly man. 
 
How did he do that? 
 
Where did he draw his strength from in his humanity? 
 
From God the father! 
 
That’s why he spent so much time in prayer. 
 
If you expect to be able to fight the battles of your sin, 
you must be spending time in the word and you must be 
spending time in prayer. 
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God has already promised you strength but it comes only 
from studying his word, storing it in your heart and 
submitting to him in prayer. 
 
Temptation is Guaranteed but so is the ability to overcome 
it. 
 
We have to stop blaming our sin on the enemy. 
 
Stop giving Satan and the demons so much credit. 
 
We are perfectly capable of sinning on our own without 
being influenced by the enemy. 
 
We are but flesh and we are under the law of sin while we 
are in this flesh. 
 
And we often forget the fact that our brain is flesh. 
 
So very often our own mind betrays us and draws us into 
sin. 
 
But God provides us with a way out every time. 
 
The decision to utilize that escape route falls on us. 
 
1st Corinthians 10:13 
No temptation has overtaken you 
except something common to mankind; and God is 
faithful, so He will not allow you to be tempted beyond 
what you are able, but with the temptation will provide 
the way of escape also, so that you will be able to 
endure it. 
 
I think that one of the greatest ways we can escape it is by 
utilizing our brothers and sisters in Christ. 
 
God has blessed us with a wonderful loving group of 
people here so that we may encourage each other. 
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Support each other as well as hold each other 
accountable. 
 
Be wise, use the resources God has given you. 
 
I’ll tell you guys a brief story to provide us with a little 
levity before we leave. 
 
There was a man trapped in his house during a flood. 
 
The rain was coming down and the water began to rise. 
 
A small boat came by and offered him a ride. 
 
His response…  
 
I’m ok I’ve prayed and God is going to save me. 
 
Well, the water continues to rise to the point he has to 
get on the roof of his house. 
 
Another boat comes by and offers him help. 
 
His response was the same as the first time. 
 
I’ve prayed and God is going to save me. 
 
The water continues to rise to the point he is on the peak 
of the roof. 
 
A helicopter comes by and drops a ladder, the rescue 
workers tried their best to coax him onto the ladder. 
 
His response is still the same. 
 
I’ve prayed and God is going to save me. 
 
Well, the waters rise and the man ends up drowning. 
 
He gets to heaven and looks at God and says “I prayed so 
hard I thought you were going to save me?” 
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God replies… “I sent two boats and helicopter, what more 
did you want?” 
 
God is always providing us a way out sometimes it’s just 
not what we want. 
 
This doesn’t mean there won’t be trials or storms. 
 
What it does mean is that when those times come God 
provides you with the necessary resources to deal with 
them. 
 
He doesn’t spare us the fire but promises to walk through 
it with us. 
 
I’d like to finish to today with a few thoughts. 
 
God’s grace is infinitely greater than our sin. 
 
God’s love for his children is infinitely greater than the 
worlds hatred of us. 
 
Our justification through Christ is instant and complete 
at the moment of salvation. 
 
Our sanctification is a process that begins at the moment 
of salvation but won’t be complete until we enter into 
eternal glory with Jesus. 
 
I encourage everyone in here to use the resources God 
has provided you with, within this body of believers. 
 
You are all so loved. 
 
The elders and leadership of this church desire to 
disciple you, we desire to lead you well. 
 
And we want nothing more than to see every single 
person in this room hear the words… 
 
“well done my good and faithful servant”
