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Genesis 12 
Blind Faith  

 
Pastor Bo ended last week with what would be the first 
mention of one of the most notable men of the Bible… 
 
Abraham! 
 
Although his name is Abram at this point which means 
father of many. 
 
Tonight, we will see God call him out of the darkness. 
 
We will see a wonderful example of how God works in 
lives of those that he has called by name. 
 
Interestingly enough Abram was living very close to the 
location of the tower of Babel. 
 
We know from the genealogy that it would’ve been 6 
generations after the dispersion of the nations before 
Abraham would be called by God. 
 
We saw last week that Terah (Abram’s father) left Ur 
which was located slightly west of Babel and went with 
Abram and his brother along with their wives and his 
nephew lot to Haran. 
 
We can assume they named this place Haran after Abrams 
brother Haran that died while still in Ur. 
 
We know that Terah was an idol worshiper, so we can 
conclude that Abram would’ve had a very pagan 
upbringing. 
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Joshua 24:1-3 
Then Joshua gathered all the tribes of Israel to 
Shechem and called for the elders of Israel and for 
their heads and their judges and their officers; and they 
presented themselves before God. 2 And Joshua said to 
all the people, “Thus says Yahweh, the God of Israel, 
‘From ancient times your fathers lived beyond 
the [a]River, namely, Terah, the father of Abraham and 
the father of Nahor, and they served other gods. 3 Then I 
took your father Abraham from beyond the [b]River and 
led him through all the land of Canaan and multiplied 
his seed and gave him Isaac.  
 
Joshua makes it a point to same namely Terah. 
 
Now we could breeze over this fact and think ok, so what 
if Abram’s father was an idol worshiper. 
 
We know Abram wasn’t…. 
 
Well, he was until God revealed the truth to him. 
 
In verse 2 of Joshua 24 we are told “and they served 
other Gods.” 
 
This is a beautiful example of the fact that no one is ever 
out of Gods reach. 
 
If you belong to him, he will draw you unto himself. 
 
This is why we don’t give up on our lost friends and family 
members. 
 
We should be constantly praying for God to open their 
eyes to truth. 
 
Another interesting fact about Abraham is that his life 
covers 14 chapters in genesis.

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He is tied with Joseph for the person whose life covers 
the most chapters in genesis. 
 
The only person that comes close is Jacob. 
 
Jacob covers 11 and Noah and Adam both are covered in 4 
chapters. 
 
This tells us that Abraham is a very significant person in 
scripture. 
 
His name is mentioned 294 times in the bible. 
 
So needless to say, his story is important. 
 
As I would say every other person mentioned in scripture 
is important. 
 
There is something that is common theme among the 
fathers of the faith. 
 
They all made mistakes. 
 
As we study, we will see some massive failures on his part 
as well as great faith. 
 
Which just goes to show even men of great faith, that are 
considered righteous in the eyes of God because of their 
faith, are human, they are flawed, they make mistakes. 
 
Which is encouraging to know that as we strive to be more 
like Christ, we will have failures ourself. 
 
And our failures don’t diminish the grace of God but 
rather magnify it! 
 
Don’t let your failures define you, don’t let your sin 
define you. 
 
Let Jesus define you! 
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You are a child of God and that should be the only thing  
that defines you. 
 
Genesis 12:1 
And Yahweh said to Abram, 
“[a]Go forth from your land, 
And from your kin 
And from your father’s house, 
To the land which I will show you; 
 
The very first thing we see is that God calls Abram to 
sacrifice. 
 
Which will be the first of many. 
 
He asks Abram first to leave his land, then to leave his 
people and finally to leave his family. 
 
And with this God does not tell him where he is going. 
 
John Calvin comments that in effect God says “I command 
you go forth with eyes closed, and forbid you to inquire 
where I am about to lead you, until, having renounced 
your country, you shall be given yourself wholly to me” 
 
This would be the first of many times Abrams faith would 
be tested. 
 
And why does God do that? 
 
Why does he test our faith? 
 
Faith that he has given us? 
 
He knows we have faith because he is the very source of 
that faith… 
 
The testing of our faith is never to prove to God our faith 
but rather to prove to ourselves. 
 
He doesn’t need proof of something he has given us.

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But us, on the other hand we need to see our faith in 
action in order to understand it and appreciate it. 
 
In our own lives what we see, is when our faith is tested it 
is always to prepare us for what lies ahead. 
 
For Abram what would be the greatest test of his faith? 
 
When he is called to sacrifice his son! 
 
So all of these tests that lead up to that moment were to 
prepare him. 
 
To show him he was capable of doing what God asked of 
him as well as showing him that God would always come 
through for him. 
 
So, God Called Abram out of his land, away from 
everything he knew and was familiar with, to show him 
that he would provide him with everything he needed 
including his faith. 
 
And while we need not prove our faith to God, we must 
still exercise obedience to what he has called us to. 
 
Obedience helps solidify our faith as well as shows our 
love for our savior. 
 
Genesis 12:2 
2 And I will make you a great nation, 
And I will bless you, 
And make your name great; 
And so [b]you shall be a blessing; 
 
This must’ve come as somewhat of a shock to Abram. 
 
By this time men were fathering children in their thirties, 
not all of them seeing as how Terah Abram’s father had 
his children when he was seventy.

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But the majority of people were now having children in 
their thirties. 
 
And Abram was 75 at this point. 
 
So to hear the lord say that he was going to be a great 
nation went against everything they knew to be true. 
 
And the promise was not simply that he would have a child 
but that he would be a great nation. 
 
The Hebrew word used here for nation is GOY which is 
often used in the Old Testament to describe the gentile 
nations of the world. 
 
Today the Hebrew word for gentiles is still Goy (singular) 
 
Goyim (plural)  
 
Abram’s offspring would be goy among the goyim  
 
Or a nation among nations. 
 
A powerful political entity with a land, a language and a 
government! 
 
And there is still more! 
 
Gods promise to make Abrams name great, ironically 
enough was what the builders of the tower of Babel 
wanted…. 
 
Genesis 11:4 
4 And they said, “Come, let us build for ourselves a city, 
and a tower whose top will reach into heaven, and let 
us make for ourselves a name, lest we be scattered over 
the face of the whole earth.” 
 
“And let us make a name for ourselves.” 
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What they sought in prideful arrogance would be given to 
Abram because his faithful submission and obedience. 
 
Kings would come from Abram and Sarai. 
 
A millennia later king David would come from the lineage 
of Abram. 
 
And of course, would come the king of kings and the lord 
of lords. 
 
Our king and savior Jesus! 
 
Genesis 12:3 
3 And I will bless those who bless you, 
And the one who [c]curses you I will [d]curse. 
And in you all the families of the earth will be blessed.” 
 
We clearly see this play out. 
 
We see Abimelech and Melchizedek both be blessed for 
honoring Abram. 
 
We see the Canaanites who persecuted Israel are no 
more. 
 
I would say it is a dangerous thing to despise children of 
God. 
 
But verse 3 ends with a beautiful truth. 
 
All the families of the earth will be blessed. 
 
That would ultimately be fulfilled through Jesus.

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Galatians 3:6-9 
6 Just as Abraham believed God and it was counted to him 
as righteousness, 7 so know that those who are of faith, 
those are sons of Abraham. 8 And the Scripture, 
foreseeing that God [i]would justify the [j]Gentiles by 
faith, proclaimed the gospel beforehand to 
Abraham, saying, “All the nations will be blessed in 
you.” 9 So then those who are of faith are blessed 
with [k]Abraham, the believer. 
 
As believers we fall into the category of those families 
that were blessed because of Abraham. 
 
Genesis 12:4,5 
4 So Abram went forth as Yahweh had spoken to him; 
and Lot went with him. Now Abram was seventy-five 
years old when he departed from Haran. 5 So Abram took 
Sarai his wife and Lot his brother’s son, and all 
their possessions which they had accumulated, 
and the [e]persons which they had acquired in Haran, and 
they departed to go forth to the land of Canaan; thus 
they came to the land of Canaan.  
 
Haran would be what is the southern portion of modern 
day turkey, and Canaan woold be where Israel is. 
 
The distance between the two is about 400 miles. 
 
Which is about how far it is from Foley Al. to 
Chattanooga Tennessee. 
 
This would’ve taken months or even longer. 
 
That’s quite the trek, it’s not like they were going from 
foley to Robertsdale. 
 
Not only that but when they left Haran they didn’t know 
where they were going or how far they were going to 
travel.

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Nevertheless, Abram trusted the lord and did what he 
was told to do. 
 
In verse 5 it also says they took with them “ the [e]persons 
which they had acquired in Haran” 
 
Does anyone know what this means? 
 
Many think that it means slaves,  but it actually 
translates as “souls they had won” 
 
This is in line with traditional rabbinical teachings. 
 
So most likely the text is referring to people that Abram 
had been witnessing to telling them about the story of his 
faith in the Lord. 
 
Genesis 12:6-9 
 6 And Abram passed through the land as far as the site 
of Shechem, to the [f]oak of Moreh. Now the 
Canaanite was then in the land. 7 Then Yahweh appeared 
to Abram and said, “To your seed I will give this land.” So 
he built an altar there to Yahweh who had appeared to 
him.8 Then he proceeded from there to the mountain on 
the east of Bethel, and he pitched his tent with Bethel 
on the west and Ai on the east; and there he built an 
altar to Yahweh and called upon the name of 
Yahweh. 9 And Abram journeyed on, continuing 
toward the [g]Negev. 
 
Abraham’s journey is a wonderful depiction of what 
authentic faith looks like. 
 
A life of faith demands that we be pilgrims in this world. 
 
We walk by faith not by sight.  
 
That’s exactly what Abram is doing as he journeys 
through this new and unknown land. 
 
He’s walking strictly by faith, being guided by the Lord.

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The same expectation has been placed on all of God’s 
children. 
 
To be led by him and not walk according to this world. 
 
This mentality should permeate every single aspect of our 
life. 
 
Where we work, the people we hang out with, the church 
we attend, the financial decisions we make… 
 
Everything should be guided by our faith in the lord. 
 
True faith believes the bare word of God 
 
True faith steps out on God’s word alone. 
 
True faith follows wherever Gods word directs. 
 
True faith builds altars and worships wherever it goes. 
 
True faith proclaims the name of the lord. 
 
Ture faith knows that He very well may call us to 
something difficult or uncomfortable. 
 
That’s why we have accounts such as Abrams. 
 
To show us that God will call us into the unknown 
sometimes. 
 
But it also shows us when he does call us into the 
unknown that he will provide us with everything we need, 
including the necessary faith. 
 
God always provided Abraham with everything he needed. 
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Hebrews 11:8-10 
8 By faith Abraham, when he was called, obeyed [j]by 
going out to a place which he was to receive for an 
inheritance; and he went out, not knowing where he was 
going. 9 By faith he sojourned in the land of promise, as 
in a foreign land, dwelling in tents with Isaac and 
Jacob, fellow heirs of the same promise, 10 for he was 
looking for the city which has foundations, whose 
architect and builder is God.  
 
Abrams clear vision of Gods call and what the future 
held detached him from this world, just as it should 
always detach God’s people from grounding their lives 
too deeply in the present. 
 
We have to be very careful not to fall in love with the 
world and the things of this world. 
 
Everything around us tells us to hunker down, save 
everything, do whatever necessary to protect ourselves 
and our possessions. 
 
Our natural desires are for comforts. 
 
Our culture celebrates great homes, fancy cars, and 
material wealth. 
 
But the word of God says quite the opposite. 
 
Colossians 3:1-4 
Therefore, if you have been raised up with Christ, keep 
seeking the things above, where Christ is, seated at the 
right hand of God. 2 [a]Set your mind on the things above, 
not on the things that are on earth. 3 For you died and 
your life has been hidden with Christ in God. 4 When 
Christ, who is our life, is manifested, then you also will 
be manifested with Him in glory. 
 
As Abram travelled the promised land from end to end he 
symbolically took possession of it for his descendants.

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Lingering at holy places and building alters. 
 
His first stop was Shechem. 
 
Which is in the geographical center of the promised land. 
 
In genesis 12:6 we see that the Canaanite was in the land.   
 
Their presence was an indicator that opposition was 
always going to be a reality as Abram continued to live a 
life of faith. 
 
A Godly life must always be lived out in the middle of 
misunderstanding, temptation and even persecution. 
 
In verse 6 we also see the mention of the oak of Moreh. 
 
Moreh means teacher or oracle giver… 
 
The great tree of Morah was where the Canaanites 
gathered to hear the oracles that soothsayers received 
from listening to the rustling of the leaves… 
 
All of these practices are still present today. 
 
From crystals to constellations people will look 
everywhere they can except the word of God. 
 
They would rather trust a rock than the one that created 
the rock. 
 
They would prefer to trust the stars instead of the one 
that created the stars. 
 
So we clearly see that in the very heart of the promised 
land that idolatry was alive and well. 
 
Abram travelled so far away from home only to enter into 
another place that was wrought with the same issues. 
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But also here in the heartland Abram experienced a 
theophany when the lord appeared to him and said… “to 
your offspring I will give this land” 
 
Abram the faithful pilgrim would become Abram the 
faithful builder, but he built not a tower nor a city, he 
built an alter to the Lord. 
 
And just like Noah he would offer a sacrifice to the lord. 
 
Abram would build altars in Bethel, Hebron and mount 
Moriah. 
 
And how beautiful is it that the only architecture that 
remained from Abram’s life were altars. 
 
The things he built to honor the Lord. 
 
As Christians our desire should be just that. 
 
That the things we leave behind are the things we did to 
honor Christ. 
 
We live in a world that measures success according to 
material wealth. 
 
When in reality success for a Christian is the difference 
we make for the kingdom. 
 
Genesis 12:10 
10 Now there was a famine in the land; so Abram went 
down to Egypt to sojourn there, for the famine 
was severe in the land.  
 
This would be the second test of Abrams faith… 
 
The first was of course when he was called to leave his 
home, his people and his family. 
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Now upon following the direction of the Lord, going 
where God had told him to go he encounters famine and 
we are told that is was a severe famine. 
 
So we see Abram being met with a challenge after 
stepping out in faith. 
 
Does this sound familiar to anyone in here? 
 
How many people in here when they started to go to 
church or started seeking the truth were met with 
challenges? 
 
In know I was and still am! 
 
I remember when we first started the church back up it 
seemed like every Sunday or Wednesday, we would have a 
flat tire or a dead battery. 
 
Something I often tell people prior to baptism is that they 
need to understand what it truly means. 
 
Not only what it represents but also the fact that when 
you make that public proclamation of faith the enemy is 
going to come after you. 
 
I don’t tell people this to scare them but I want them to 
understand the reality of the situation. 
 
When you come to Christ the level of spiritual warfare in 
your life increases. 
 
Ephesians 6:10-12 
10 Finally, be strong in the Lord and in the might of His 
strength. 11 Put on the full armor of God, so that you 
will be able to stand firm against the schemes of the 
devil. 12 For our struggle is not against [e]flesh and 
blood, but against the rulers, against the authorities, 
against the world forces of this darkness, against 
the spiritual forces of wickedness in the 
heavenly places.

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Satan wants you to fail, he wants you to feel defeated 
and hopeless. 
 
He wants you to think life used to be so much easier 
before I became a Christian. 
 
All of these are tests of your faith. 
 
God allows these tests to help grow your faith. 
 
He allows these things to show you that no matter what 
he is there with you. 
 
He allows these things to draw you near to himself. 
 
He also gives us accounts of those that have gone before 
us and the difficulties they endured to give us hope and to 
show us that he didn’t leave them and he’s not going to 
leave us. 
 
Abram after doing what God told him to do entered into a 
land that experiencing SEVERE famine. 
 
We have absolutely no concept of this. 
 
This is something that is totally foreign to us. 
 
A famine is caused by a severe shortage of food, usually 
because of severe drought, or disease. 
 
It was very often a judgment from God for pagan nations 
or when his own people were disobedient. 
 
It drove people from their homes to foreign places in 
search of water and food. 
 
Death was prevalent in people as well as animals. 
 
So, God brought Abram out of his home into this 
situation…. 
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And we are no different, we can’t be surprised when we 
are called out of what is comfortable in to the unknown. 
 
We are expected to walk by faith just as Abram. 
 
When he headed to Egypt, he wasn’t abandoning what God 
had told him to do. 
 
If that was the case he would’ve returned home. 
 
It seems as if this was to be a brief sojourn until the 
famine had ended. 
 
Going to Egypt was the natural thing to do.  
 
People from Canaan and especially Negev often went to 
Egypt during difficult times because the Nile always 
guaranteed food. 
 
Just because this is was what felt natural and this is 
what everyone else was doing doesn’t mean it was what 
God wanted him to do. 
 
There is no mention of him seeking direction from God in 
this matter. 
 
It seems as if this is what others in that area were doing so 
he followed suit. 
 
And as is usually the case when we just go along with the 
crowd, we see Abram experience his first recorded 
failure. 
 
I don’t think this was intentional sin. 
 
I don’t think he went against something God had told him. 
 
I think he didn’t seek Gods will. 
 
GOD had brought him this far but for some reason he did 
what he thought he should do instead of asking God. 
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Genesis 12:11-13 
11 And it happened as he drew near to entering Egypt, 
that he said to Sarai his wife, “Now behold, I know that 
you are a woman beautiful in appearance; 12 and it will 
be when the Egyptians see you, that they will say, ‘This is 
his wife’; and they will kill me, but they will let you 
live. 13 Please say that you are my sister so that it may go 
well with me because of you, and that [h]I may live on 
account of you.” 
 
Abram a father of the faith, a man who was credited 
righteousness because of his faith was scared. 
 
He forgot God, he doubted God. 
 
Or maybe he thought God needed some help, and in order 
to ensure the promises made to him were kept he devised 
this plan so he wouldn’t be murdered… 
 
Either way this was a sinful act, not only was it sinful, but 
he does the exact same thing later on. 
 
A wonderful little reminder that God needs not our 
assistance to accomplish his will. 
 
He doesn’t need or require our help. 
 
He does however require our faith and obedience. 
 
God’s will is going to be accomplished. 
 
The question you must ask yourself is “do I want to be part 
of it or a hinderance to it”? 
 
We have no idea what would’ve happened had Abram not 
gone to Egypt. 
 
Just like when we step outside of Gods will what would’ve 
happened had we been obedient instead.

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So we can’t get caught up in the what ifs. 
 
We look at what is and ask what do we need to do in order 
to realign ourselves with what God wants for us. 
 
Genesis 12:14-16 
14 Now it happened when Abram came into Egypt, that the 
Egyptians [i]saw that the woman was very 
beautiful. 15 And Pharaoh’s officials saw her and 
praised her to Pharaoh; and the woman was taken into 
Pharaoh’s house.16 Therefore he treated Abram well 
because of her; and sheep and oxen and donkeys and 
male and female servants and female donkeys and 
camels [j]came into his possession. 
 
We clearly see what looks like Abram being rewarded for 
his sin. 
 
The Pharoah gave him an abundance of wealth for what 
he thought was his sister. 
 
So it seems as if Abram came out on top, but as I said we 
don’t know what would’ve happened had he not gone to 
Egypt. 
 
We clearly see Abram doubted God’s ability to spare his 
life. 
 
If not, he would not have created the elaborate lie in 
order to protect himself. 
 
I also wonder how Sarai felt about all of this… 
 
Doesn’t seem as if she is given any choice in the matter. 
 
She must’ve been a very beautiful woman. 
 
Because what Abram thought was going to happen is 
exactly what happened. 
 
So how do we know that all of this displeased the lord?

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It seems as if Abram made out pretty well in the whole 
deal. 
 
He didn’t get murdered and the Pharoah gave him a ton of 
stuff! 
 
Well the next few verses make it abundantly clear GOD 
was displeased. 
 
Genesis 12:17-20 
17 But Yahweh struck Pharaoh and his house with great 
plagues because of Sarai, Abram’s wife. 18 Then Pharaoh 
called Abram and said, “What is this you have done to 
me? Why did you not tell me that she was your 
wife?19 Why did you say, ‘She is my sister,’ so that I took 
her for myself as a wife? So now, [k]here is your wife, 
take her and go.” 20 So Pharaoh commanded his men 
concerning him; and they [l]sent him away with his wife 
and all that belonged to him. 
 
This is a prime example that our sin can negatively effect 
other people. 
 
Pharoah had no idea that Sarai was Abram’s wife. 
 
He didn’t do anything wrong intentionally. 
 
He even paid Abram for what he thought was his sister. 
 
Which was customary in that time. 
 
But God didn’t punish Abram, he punished Pharoah and his 
household with great plagues. 
 
Poor guy huh? 
 
God’s intervention was focused on Pharoah in order to 
protect Sarai. 
 
He intervened where Abram had failed to protect his wife.

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Now I’m sure no men in here have ever sold their wife to a 
pagan king to save their own necks, but this is a prime 
example that God takes marriage seriously and as men we 
are expected to protect our wives. 
 
The harmony between man and wife is an expectation. 
 
This doesn’t mean that we always get along but we have 
had commands placed on us and our respective roles in 
the relationship that God takes very seriously. 
 
Ephesians 5:33 
33 Nevertheless, each individual among you also is 
to love his own wife even as himself, and the wife 
must see to it that she [o]respects her husband. 
 
We see Abram concerned for himself and not for his wife 
but Sarai does what he asks of her. 
 
Did you know that God takes the love and respect we 
show for wives very seriously. 
 
1st peter 3:6,7  
6 just as Sarah obeyed Abraham, calling him lord. You 
have become her children if you do good, [a]not fearing 
any intimidation. 
7 You husbands in the same way, live with your wives in an 
understanding way, as with a weaker vessel, since she is 
a woman; and show her honor as a fellow heir of the 
grace of life, so that your prayers will not be hindered. 
 
Men as the Spiritual leaders of our homes the burden 
falls on us to resolve conflict. 
 
The burden falls on us to lead our family in prayer. 
 
The burden falls on us to love our wives and treat them 
as the wonderful beautiful creation they are. 
 
Remember she is daughter of the king.

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The most important thing you can ever do for your 
children is to let them see you live a godly life. 
 
The second most important thing you can do for them is to 
love their mother well. 
 
To love her as Jesus loves the church. 
 
What that does is it teaches your little boys how to treat 
their wives when they grow up and it teaches your little 
girls how they should expect to be treated. 
 
Don’t you dare normalize disrespecting and mistreating 
each other in front of your children because they will 
repeat what you teach them. 
 
And I know no one is perfect, so when you do make a 
mistake confess it to your wife in front of your children 
and ask for forgiveness. 
 
Confess to your children you were wrong and ask for 
their forgiveness.
