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Romans 10:14-21 
The day of salvation  

 
From the very first verse of chapter 10 we can quickly 
see what the focus of the entire chapter is… 
 
Romans 10:1 
Brothers, my heart’s desire and my prayer to God for 
them is for their salvation. 
 
I chose the Legacy Standard translation because it is 
closest to the original Greek. 
 
While this version doesn’t say Israel or Israelites we 
know from chapter 9 that Paul is referring to the nation 
of Israel. 
 
The reason I love the legacy standard version is because 
it uses the word salvation. 
 
Most translations say that they might be saved, which is 
the same thing. 
 
But the Greek word used is: sōtērian which is where we get 
the word soteriology which is a fancy word for the 
doctrine of salvation. 
 
Chapter 10 is about salvation! 
 
Specifically, that Israel needs salvation, but ultimately 
they have rejected it. 
 
Paul is going to lay it out as simply as he possibly can, 
which as we all know isn’t his normal M.O. 
 
But before we dig into the text, I have a question… 
 
Is the way to salvation different for the nation of Israel 
than it is for us? 
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NO! 
 
Salvation is the same for everyone. 
 
So while Paul is specifically speaking about the nation of 
Israel it doesn’t mean that we can’t read it and 
understand it as the way salvation works for everyone. 
 
Last week Pastor Bo taught verses 1-13 and in those 
verses, we learned that Israel was guilty of trying to 
work for their salvation. 
 
They were too focused on the law and had lost sight of 
the one who gave the Law. 
 
Which would be their ultimate downfall. 
 
Paul is pleading a Gospel that is so simple, yet they 
rejected it. 
 
Most of your bibles have a little title over each chapter. 
 
And some of them for the first 13 verses of chapter 10 
the title is “Israel needs the gospel…” 
 
Those little titles are not in the original translations but 
they can offer insight into the content of the text. 
 
And while Paul is writing specifically about the Israelites 
in this section I would say “everyone needs the gospel” 
 
Today we are getting a wonderful look at the process 
Paul describes that takes place which leads to salvation. 
 
We are going to see that while the nation of Israel 
rejected their messiah, (the very one that came to bring 
them salvation), God offered that same salvation to a 
people that were not a nation. 
 
To a people that he said were not seeking him and did not 
ask for him. 
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This tells us that Israel was seeking God but it was by 
their own means, not the way God provided them. 
 
It is also another beautiful example of the fact that God 
finds us, and manifests himself in our lives when haven’t 
asked for him. 
 
So, with all that in mind we are going to back up just a 
little bit to verse 10 to help offer some context for what 
we will be studying today. 
 
Romans 10:10 
10 for with the heart a person believes, [c]leading to 
righteousness, and with the mouth he 
confesses, [d]leading to salvation.11 For the Scripture 
says, “Whoever believes upon Him will not be put to 
shame.” 
 
We must trust with our hearts that Jesus is the Messiah. 
 
And that can only happen if God gives you a new heart, a 
heart that is tender towards the things necessary for 
salvation. 
 
We confess with our mouth… 
 
We often overlook the fact that confession is twofold. 
 
We confess that Jesus is lord, that comes from the faith 
that is given to us by God. 
 
Faith and confession lead to the confession of our sins 
and repentance. 
 
So, we confess Jesus as lord as well as confess our sins. 
 
These things lead to salvation. 
 
Salvation by grace through faith has always been the 
plan, and that plan never excluded the gentiles.

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Romans 10:11 
11 For the Scripture says, “Whoever believes upon Him 
will not be put to shame.” 
 
Paul quotes  
 
Isaiah 28:16 
16 Therefore thus says Lord Yahweh, 
“Behold, I am laying in Zion a stone, a tested stone, 
A costly cornerstone for the foundation, [m]firmly 
placed. 
He who believes in it will not be [n]disturbed. 
 
Why does Paul continue to refer back to the Old 
Testament? 
 
A few reasons, one being that this is what the Jewish 
people knew was the word of God. 
 
He also uses it to show the readers that Gods plan for 
salvation has always been the same. 
 
The common thread that runs throughout the entire bible 
is Jesus. 
 
The cornerstone that God placed in Jerusalem was Jesus. 
 
The one that you must trust in, in order to be saved. 
 
Romans 10:12 
12 For there is no distinction between Jew and Greek, for 
the same Lord is Lord of all, abounding in riches for all 
who call on Him, 
 
Just in case anyone was not clear Paul offers an 
explanation that cannot be taken any other way than 
what he says. 
 
These words can’t be twisted to mean anything other than 
exactly what they say.

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The same Lord is Lord of all, I think this also means that 
there is only one true God. 
 
And what are the abounding riches for all that call upon 
him? 
 
Romans 10:13 
13 for “Whoever calls on the name of the Lord will be 
saved.” 
 
The use of the word “for” to start this next verse tells us 
he is referring to what he had just said. 
 
And the riches that we get when we call upon the name of 
the lord are the riches of salvation. 
 
The most precious gift ever. 
 
Matthew 13:44 
44 “The kingdom of heaven is like a treasure hidden in the 
field, which a man found and hid again; and from joy over 
it he goes and sells all that he has and buys that field. 
 
Have you discovered that treasure? 
 
The one thing that you would quickly and freely give up 
everything else for? 
 
If not, Paul has given you one sentence that tells you 
exactly how to acquire those riches… 
 
Call upon the name of the Lord! 
 
And this isn’t just some arbitrary request to any deity. 
 
This is the acknowledgement that Jesus Christ is Lord and 
He is the only way to inherit the kingdom of heaven. 
 
If you believe in your heart and confess with your mouth 
that He is Lord you will be saved! 
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Which brings us to the text for today. 
 
Romans 10:14,15a 
14 How then will they call on Him in whom they have not 
believed? How will they believe in Him whom they have 
not heard? And how will they hear without a 
preacher? 15 And how will they preach unless they are 
sent? 
 
It is very interesting how Paul structures this section. 
 
It is in reverse order by which salvation takes place, so 
we have to look at it from the end to see the beginning. 
 
How will they preach unless they are sent? 
 
Does this mean preachers are the catalyst by which 
people are saved? 
 
Of course not, the revealing of the word of God is what 
initiates that process. 
 
But we have to remember we are looking back to a time in 
history before the New Testament had been completed. 
 
So, in order for people to hear the word of God it must be 
delivered by a preacher or a messenger of God. 
 
In order for man to go out, he had to be sent by God 
himself. 
 
All of the Apostles were selected by God the Father, he 
selected them and brought them to Jesus and the leaders 
of the church that came after them were selected by the 
apostles (Through the power of the Holy Spirit). 
 
So, a preacher in that time would have been a man that 
had been sent by God himself.  
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You may be thinking well what about the Old Testament 
they could read that for themselves right? 
 
Well, it is believed that only about 10% of people could 
read during this time. 
 
Not to mention that there were very few copies of the 
entire Old Testament. 
 
Those copies would only have been found in the temple. 
 
The synagogues may have had a few different books but 
even those would have been read aloud. 
 
So, in that time frame; to hear the word of God, they 
absolutely needed a preacher. 
 
Things are little different today are they not? 
 
There are estimated to be between 5-7 billion bibles in 
circulation. 
 
The Old Testament in over 750 languages and the New 
Testament in over 3,000 languages. 
 
With an estimated 8 billion people on the planet, we have 
almost enough for every person. 
 
While the majority of people can now read that doesn’t 
mean they don’t need a preacher to explain the word of 
God. 
 
This doesn’t take away from the fact that we still need to 
be reading our bibles on our own. 
 
When we spend time in God’s word it changes our life, and 
undoubtedly when we spend enough time in his word, we 
will come across things that need explanation and that is 
another reason pastors are so important.  
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So, the first step is, preachers are sent by God to 
proclaim the saving Gospel. 
 
Those preachers proclaim the truth of the word of God 
and people hear, and the through the power of God’s 
word people’s eyes are opened to truth. 
 
In that process of hearing Gods word, He calls people 
unto Himself through his son Jesus Christ. 
 
When that happens, they believe what God has said. 
 
Then the final step takes place, they call upon the name 
of the Lord Jesus. 
 
So, to sum it up… 
 
Preachers are sent, the word is heard, people believe, 
they call upon the name of the lord and then they are 
saved.  
 
Now that brings us to the second half of verse 15 
 
Romans 10:15b 
Just as it is written, “How beautiful are the feet of 
those who proclaim good news of good things!” 
 
Believe it or not I found this to be the most fascinating 
part of this entire section of scripture. 
 
I read chapter 10 countless times and my attention just 
kept getting drawn back to this verse. 
 
First Paul says “as it is written” 
 
So, we need see to where that is  
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Isaiah 52:3-7 
3 For thus says Yahweh, “You were sold for nothing, and 
you will be redeemed without money.” 4 For thus says 
Lord Yahweh, “My people went down at the first into 
Egypt to sojourn there; then the Assyrian oppressed 
them without cause. 5 So now, what do I have here,” 
declares Yahweh, “since My people have been taken 
away for nothing?” Yahweh declares, “Those who rule 
over them howl, and My name is continually blasphemed 
all day long. 6 Therefore My people shall know My name; 
therefore in that day I am the one who is speaking, ‘Here 
I am.’”  I want you guys to hang on to that “here I am” 
statement, because it shows up again later. 
 
7 How lovely on the mountains 
Are the feet of him who proclaims good news, 
Who [a]announces [b]peace 
And proclaims good news of good things, 
Who [c]announces salvation, 
And says to Zion, “Your God [d]reigns!” 
 
When Isaiah writes, he is speaking specifically of the time 
come in the future in which Israel will return to the Lord 
and will worship Christ. 
 
This will take place in the millennial kingdom when Jesus 
physically reigns from Jerusalem as King of the world. 
 
This will be the first time in history that a true theocracy 
exists. 
 
Which is a pure form of government overseen and carried 
out by God himself. 
 
When Paul makes the statement “How beautiful are the 
feet of those who proclaim good news of good things!” 
 
He expands on what Isaiah has said to include the 
proclamation of the gospel or good news of God from the 
time of Jesus forward.

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(side note)  
During the 7 years of tribulation there will be 288,000 
beautiful feet attached to the 144,000 Jewish evangelist 
who will be proclaiming the gospel during the most 
difficult time in history.  
 
But in all of this my attention was drawn to the statement 
“how beautiful are the feet” 
 
And here’s why… 
 
We have to put this context. 
 
During Isaiah’s time and the time of Paul feet were 
considered to most filthy part of the body. 
And that was for a good reason, the majority of people 
walked everywhere they went. 
 
Roads were generally dirt or gravel. 
 
The primary mode of transportation would’ve been 
horses, donkeys and camels. 
 
Now we all know how those types of animals operate. 
 
When it comes time for them to use the bathroom, they 
don’t go find the closest bush or tree… 
 
They go wherever they are at that moment. 
 
This means that very often roads were littered with 
animal waste. 
 
So, we have people walking, no socks, open shoes in these 
conditions. 
 
That’s pretty gross. 
 
Despite all that, these two great men of God say 
something so strange considering what we just discussed.  
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Doesn’t make sense to me? 
 
How beautiful are the feet of those who bring the 
gospel… 
 
Why would they say it this way? 
 
Why not say how beautiful is the message or the 
messenger? 
 
I think they were driving home the point of just how 
wonderful the gospel of God is! 
 
It is the most beautiful and wonderful thing in the entire 
world. 
 
So beautiful and wonderful that it far outweighed the 
dirty feet. 
 
This powerful truth made even the dirtiest feet in the 
world beautiful because the message that those feet 
brought was perfect and holy. 
 
Because it was the most important message ever to be 
delivered. 
 
Something else that caught my attention about this 
statement immediately took me to the night before Jesus 
was crucified. 
 
John 13:3-5 
3 Jesus, knowing that the Father had given all things 
into His hands, and that He had come forth from God and 
was going back to God, 4 *got up from supper, and *laid 
aside His garments; and taking a towel, He tied it around 
Himself. 5 Then He *poured water into the washbasin, and 
began to wash the disciples’ feet and to wipe them with 
the towel which He had tied around Himself.  
 
As I think about what Paul and Isaiah had said I can’t help 
but think about this moment. 
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Jesus just hours away from the cross chose to wash the 
feet of his disciples including Judas. 
 
He was preparing them for something that they couldn’t 
comprehend. 
 
He washed the feet of the very men that would bring the 
Gospel to the world. 
 
Now that’s powerful, that shows us the heart of our king. 
 
Knowing that he would be betrayed and abandoned by 
these men. 
 
He still prepared them for what lie ahead in a way that 
they wouldn’t understand until much later. 
 
Romans 10:16 
16 But they have not all obeyed the gospel. For Isaiah 
says, “Lord, who has believed our report?” 
 
The first half of this verse tells us that there is a 
command that accompanies the gracious news of the 
gospel. 
 
Which we know is to believe and repent. 
 
So, we have the second half. 
 
Which says “For Isaiah says, “Lord, who has believed our 
report?” 
 
Anytime we see a reference to the Old Testament it is 
important that we go to that section. 
 
That is what provides us with the context necessary to 
understand what Paul is trying to say. 
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Isaiah 53:1-5 
Who has believed our report? 
And to whom has the arm of the Lord been revealed? 
2 For He shall grow up before Him as a tender plant, 
And as a root out of dry ground. 
He has no [a]form or [b]comeliness; 
And when we see Him, 
There is no [c]beauty that we should desire Him. 
3 He is despised and [d]rejected by men, 
A Man of [e]sorrows and acquainted with [f]grief. 
And we hid, as it were, our faces from Him; 
He was despised, and we did not esteem Him. 
4 Surely He has borne our [g]griefs 
And carried our [h]sorrows; 
Yet we [i]esteemed Him stricken, 
[j]Smitten by God, and afflicted. 
5 But He was wounded[k] for our transgressions, 
He was [l]bruised for our iniquities; 
The chastisement for our peace was upon Him, 
And by His stripes[m] we are healed. 
 
Verse 5 is the good news which the nation of Israel 
rejected. 
 
Paul knew exactly what Isaiah 53 meant. 
 
The messiah that would bear the sins of the world so that 
through him salvation was made possible. 
 
Romans 10:17 
17 So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the 
word of God. 
 
The free gift of faith comes through hearing the word of 
God. 
 
It is through the power of God’s word working in harmony 
with the father, son and holy spirit that people are saved. 
 
The Bible isn’t just some book, it is the only book in the 
world that was written by God himself.

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He has protected it and preserved it throughout millennia 
so that we may come to know him. 
 
I hear the same arguments all the time. 
 
It’s been translated too many times. 
 
The bible is fallible because it was written by man. 
 
How do we know that God actually wrote the bible? 
 
Well for starters its compiled of 66 books written by 
over 40 different men, on three different continents over 
the course of 1500 years and there is not a single 
contradiction. 
 
Only God could pull that off. 
 
Not to mention the precision of which it has been 
preserved. 
 
What we have today is the result of men of God that 
meticulously translated it into thousands of different 
languages. 
 
One thing we do run into is that some things don’t 
perfectly translate from one langue to another so the 
men that were translating it did the best they could. 
 
That’s why we always go back and look at the Greek so we 
can see which translation best captures what was 
originally written. 
 
I will also add, none of these translation issues change 
the message. 
 
Which is what is most important. 
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The preservation of the gospel message has been the 
primary focus of everyone that has ever translated the 
bible. 
 
Paul continues in verse 18 expressing his frustration with 
Israel and their rejection of the truth. 
 
He will quote Moses, Isaiah and even King David 9 times in 
chapter 10. 
 
Ands why does he do this? 
 
He is using what they know and believe as the word of God 
to show them that they are in error. 
 
Their rejection of Jesus is a rejection of the Messiah 
foretold in the Old Testament. 
 
By rejecting Jesus they have rejected the very Gospel of 
God. 
 
Romans 10:18 
18 But I say, have they not heard? Yes indeed: 
“Their sound has gone out to all the earth, 
And their words to the ends of the world.” 
 
Paul is saying they have no excuse, they can’t say we didn’t 
know because no one ever told us. 
 
He is referencing what King David said in Psalm 19 
 
Psalm19:1-4 
The heavens declare the glory of God; 
And the firmament[a] shows [b]His handiwork. 
2 Day unto day utters speech, 
And night unto night reveals knowledge. 
3 There is no speech nor language 
Where their voice is not heard. 
4 Their [c]line has gone out through all the earth, 
And their words to the end of the world. 
In them He has set a [d]tabernacle for the sun,

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The universe is constantly and consistently proclaiming 
the existence of God and his loving kindness towards us. 
 
Because of this, general revelation cannot convert 
sinners but it does make them accountable for their sins. 
 
Which Paul covers in detail in Romans chapter 1  
 
Salvation ultimately comes only through special 
revelation… 
 
Which is what Paul was talking about earlier. 
 
That special revelation comes from hearing the word of 
God as the spirit of God reveals it to us individually. 
 
Romans 10:19 
19 But I say, did Israel not know? First Moses says: 
“I will provoke you to jealousy by those who are not a 
nation, I will move you to anger by a foolish nation.” 
 
It’s as if Paul himself is in utter disbelief that the rest of 
the Jewish people can’t clearly see what is going on. 
 
It’s like he’s saying, “how can you guys not see this?” 
 
Moses himself warned Israel during his time that this 
would happen and it did! 
 
Can you not learn from the mistakes made by our 
ancestors! 
 
Deuteronomy 32:19-21 
“And when the Lord saw it, He spurned them, 
Because of the provocation of His sons and His 
daughters. 
20 And He said: ‘I will hide My face from them, 
I will see what their end will be, 
For they are a perverse generation, 
Children in whom is no faith. 
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21 They have provoked Me to jealousy by what is not God; 
They have moved Me to anger by their [f]foolish idols. 
But I will provoke them to jealousy by those who are not 
a nation; 
I will move them to anger by a foolish nation. 
 
God had protected and provided for the nation of Israel 
when they came out of Egypt. 
 
And instead of being humble and grateful they became 
proud and arrogant. 
 
They again fell into idol worship; they adopted the false 
gods of the people from the areas they were in. 
 
All the while rejecting the one true God that had paved 
the way for them. 
 
And might I add he was constantly warning them against 
the very things they fell victim to. 
 
He would bring judgment and punishment against them;  
 
They would turn back to him for a while and then fall 
victim to the same old sins. 
 
God is patient but his patience does have a limit. 
 
He will warn us just like he did the nation of Israel. 
 
He will discipline us just like he did them. 
 
But there comes a point when he delivers you over to your 
sin, and you will face the wrath of abandonment. 
 
Which means he will no longer protect you from yourself 
and your sins. 
 
When you are turned over one of two things will happen.

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You will become so miserable that you will repent and 
seek to be reconciled to God. 
 
Or you will reap what you have sown. 
 
The wages of sin is death, if you do not repent you will 
self-destruct. 
 
This is just another example of the fact that without the 
intervention of God in our lives we no hope whatsoever. 
 
Romans 10:19 
19 But I say, did Israel not know? First Moses says: 
“I will provoke you to jealousy by those who are not a 
nation, I will move you to anger by a foolish nation.” 
 
Paul uses this section from Deuteronomy because the 
exact same principle applied to the nation of Israel during 
this time. 
 
They again were rejecting God and his message.  
 
So the Lord would use a people that were not a nation to 
bring them jealousy. 
 
That would be the gentiles. 
 
Luke 21:24 
24and they will fall by the edge of the sword, and will be 
led captive into all the nations, and Jerusalem will be 
trampled underfoot by the Gentiles until the times of 
the Gentiles are fulfilled. 
 
The time of Gentiles that Jesus is referring to started 
during Israels captivity by Babylon in 586 b.c. and will 
continue until the end of the tribulation. 
 
Just think about all of the persecution that the Jewish 
people have encountered during that time frame. 
 
The temple destroyed multiple times. 
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In 70 ad the temple was destroyed and the Jewish people 
scattered throughout the world until 1948 when they 
became a nation again. 
 
To this very day Israel is still under constant attack. 
 
We can look back through history and see that exactly 
what Paul wrote under the inspiration of the holy spirit 
was 100% accurate. 
 
Which rings true of all scripture, as we continue to see 
in: 
 
Romans 10:20 
20 But Isaiah is very bold and says: 
“I was found by those who did not seek Me; 
I was made manifest to those who did not ask for Me.” 
 
What Paul is quoting comes from  
 
Isaiah 65:1 
“I was sought by those who did not ask for Me; 
I was found by those who did not seek Me. 
I said, ‘Here I am, here I am,’ 
To a nation that was not called by My name. 
 
Israel may have sought the Lord but it was superficial, it 
was all ceremony and show. 
 
This verse speaks volumes to just how loving God is. 
 
This doesn’t mean that these people just so happen to 
stumble across God by accident. 
 
It shows us that he revealed himself to them. 
 
He called out to them saying HERE I AM! 
 
This is just another verse that screams to the fact He is 
the one that initiates our relationship with him. 
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When you here the phrase “here I am” what pops into your 
head? 
 
I immediately thought of a small child playing hide and 
seek.  
 
As we pretend not to be able to see their little feet 
beneath the curtain shouting to them “where are you” 
 
They pop out full of excitement and shout “here I am 
daddy” 
 
Only when God says this it means something very 
different. 
 
Imagine yourself as the child, you have no father, no one 
to protect you or provide you with the things you need 
that are necessary for survival. 
 
You are alone and lost but you aren’t searching for a 
father because you’ve never had one. 
 
You are searching for anything and everything you can 
think of that may fill that void. 
 
As you search you become battered and bruised by life, 
hopelessly wandering like a ship lost at sea. 
 
Then one day you hear the voice of a loving father 
shouting to you “here I AM, here I AM” 
 
You didn’t know until you heard those words but he was 
exactly what you needed. 
 
He was there to rescue you, he was there to save you. 
 
He was there to invite you into his family. 
 
The church for too long has gotten the idea of invitation 
backwards… 
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This verse clearly shows that. 
 
This is the invitation from God to people that weren’t 
looking for him, for a people that were not a nation. 
 
This is Gods invitation to salvation. 
 
God reveals himself to each one of us on a very individual 
and personal level. 
 
But make no mistake he is one that chose Israel to be his 
people. 
 
He chose them and gave them his law, he entrusted that 
law to moses to impart on the nation of Isael. 
 
He is the one that said in: 
 
Exodus 6:7 
Then I will take you for My people, and I will be your 
God; and you shall know that I am Yahweh your God, who 
brought you out from under the hard labors of the 
Egyptians. 
 
And just like he chose Israel to be his people he chooses 
everyone that salvation is offered to. 
 
Paul ends chapter 10 with one more verse form Isaiah… 
 
Romans 10:21 
21 But to Israel he says: 
“All day long I have stretched out My hands 
To a disobedient and contrary people.” 
 
this ending speaks to the fact that the nation of Israel as 
whole rejected God and his plan for them. 
 
Now in chapter 11 of romans we will see that God did 
spare a remnant of Israel. 
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Paul himself proclaiming that in word and action, seeing 
as he himself was an Israelite. 
 
This outstretching of God’s hands was him extending 
grace towards a rebellious people. 
 
This wasn’t speaking of outstretched hands of judgment 
although their continual rejection of Gods gracious 
outstretched hands would ultimately result in his hands 
being stretched out in judgement. 
 
If you want to see God’s condemnation of the nation of 
Israel after the outstretching of his hands towards them 
I urge to go read Isaiah chapter 65. 
 
Now we have covered a lot in just six short verses so I 
want to sum it all up so that we don’t lose the point Paul 
is trying to make. 
 
We saw in verse 13 that whoever calls upon the name of 
the lord will be saved. 
 
So Paul goes into detail explaining what happens prior to 
us calling on the name of the Lord. 
 
Then he speaks specifically of Israels rejection of the 
Gospel message of Jesus. 
 
He goes on to quote moses and Isaiah to offer support 
from the Old Testament to the truth he is conveying to his 
readers. 
 
Ending with an undeniable proclamation that despite 
Gods patience and kindness towards Israel they still 
turned from him and rejected salvation. 
 
But what does this all mean for us? 
 
I started this morning with a question that I’d like to 
circle back to…. 
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Is salvation different for the nation of Israel than it is 
for everyone else? 
 
And the answer is a resounding no. 
 
So when Paul lays out the process by which salvation 
takes place it works the same for us today. 
 
The preacher has been sent, you are here today listening 
to a sermon proclaiming the saving gospel of Jesus Christ. 
 
Believe in Jesus and repent of your sins. 
 
So now the ball is in your court… 
 
Do you believe? 
 
Are you ready and willing to declare Jesus Christ as Lord 
and King? 
 
If so then the time has come to call upon the name of the 
Lord. 
 
Cry out to God. 
 
Confess your sins, confess Jesus as Lord. 
 
Let go of your past failures and mistakes. 
 
Be sensitive to holy spirit and the work that must be done 
in your heart. 
 
When you allow the spirit of God to take over your life 
everything changes. 
 
You begin to see your sin as God sees your sin. 
 
You become very aware of the fact that those sins you 
used to enjoy are actually killing you. 
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2nd Corinthians 6:2 
2 For He says: 
“In an acceptable time I have heard you, 
And in the day of salvation I have helped you.” 
Behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day 
of salvation. 
 
Many of you in this room have experienced this life 
changing event. 
 
But there are some in here who have fought it, run from it, 
and denied it. 
 
And to those I say… 
 
Today is the day of Salvation.
