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Romans 2:12-16 
No Excuses  

 
 
Last week Pastor Bo taught us about hypocrisy and the 
dangers that come with it. 
 
The greatest danger being the condemnation you bring 
upon yourself. 
 
Because if you condemn someone else for something that 
you yourself are guilty of, you have proven that you know 
it is wrong yet you still chose to engage in it. 
 
Therefore, you have brought judgment on yourself. 
 
Romans 2:3,4 
 3 And do you think this, O man, you who judge those 
practicing such things, and doing the same, that you will 
escape the judgment of God? 4 Or do you despise the 
riches of His goodness, forbearance, 
and longsuffering, not knowing that the goodness of 
God leads you to repentance?  
 
Imagine for a moment that you are drowning; you’ve been 
tossed back and forth in the waves and are completely 
exhausted. 
 
Then a hand reaches down to save you and instead of 
grabbing the hand you slap it away. 
 
That’s what verse 4 is describing. 
 
God is so patient with us, he is rich in goodness and grace 
and that goodness should drive us to repentance.  
 
But when we don’t repent, we are rejecting the very hand 
of God that is reaching down to save us. 
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You may be thinking well no one would ever do that, who 
would reject being saved… 
 
And my response is… the majority of humans have rejected 
him and will continue to reject being saved. 
 
They will also continue to live hypocritically bringing 
even harsher punishment upon themselves. 
 
Paul makes it very clear that the greater condemnation is 
for those that have heard the truth and reject it. 
 
Romans 2:5 
 5 But in accordance with your hardness and 
your [a]impenitent heart you are [b]treasuring up for 
yourself wrath in the day of wrath and revelation of 
the righteous judgment of God,  
 
As Christians we are called to store up treasures where? 
 
In heaven! 
 
Where rust and moths cannot destroy them. 
 
But have you ever thought that the non-believer is also 
storing up treasure? 
 
This treasure also cannot be destroyed by rust or moths, 
it is the wrath of God. 
 
Well, how is the wrath of God a treasure??? 
 
The Greek word for treasure means wealth, or deposit. 
 
We know in our English language that wealth means a 
surplus or abundance. 
 
This same principle can be applied to the wrath of God 
that non-believers are storing for themselves. 
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They are storing up for themselves the abundant eternal 
wrath of God. 
 
Romans 2:6 
 6 who “will render to each one according to his deeds”:   
 
In verse 6 we see clearly the concept of you reap what 
you sow. 
 
If you are a good steward of the resources God has given 
you then generally speaking you will reap a good harvest. 
 
But on the other hand, if you are lazy and squander what 
you’ve been entrusted with, you will reap little to no 
harvest. 
 
Romans 2:7 
7 eternal life to those who by patient continuance in 
doing good seek for glory, honor, and immortality;  
 
Notice Paul doesn’t say “those who seek to do good” 
 
We must read slowly and carefully so as not to 
misconstrue the scripture. 
 
If you are a child of God, you will patiently continue in 
doing good. 
 
This patience is a fruit of the spirit, it is a byproduct of 
salvation not a means to attain salvation. 
 
As Christians we seek to glorify God, we seek to honor him 
and we seek eternal life through Christ Jesus our Lord. 
 
 Romans 2:8,9 
8 but to those who are self-seeking and do not obey the 
truth, but obey unrighteousness—indignation and 
wrath, 9 tribulation and anguish, on every soul of man 
who does evil, of the Jew first and also of the [c]Greek; 
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Who or what you are obedient to, determines your 
eternity. 
 
If you obey yourself and your desires you are storing up 
for yourself wrath. 
 
Then in verse 9 we see something we haven’t seen yet; Paul 
differentiates between the Jew and the Greek… 
 
He says the Jew first… 
 
This means that God will deal with the unbelieving Jews 
first and then he will deal with the unregenerate 
gentiles. 
 
Does this mean that he will take it easier on the Jewish 
people that have rejected Jesus? 
 
Not in the least, in fact anyone that has heard the truth 
but  has rejected it will have a far greater punishment 
whether they are Jew or gentile. 
 
Romans 2:10  
10 but glory, honor, and peace to everyone who works 
what is good, to the Jew first and also to the Greek.  
 
Twice in this passage we see the phrase “the Jew first 
then the Greek” 
 
And notice Paul first refers to those that are condemned. 
 
Jews were used to thinking of themselves first. 
 
God did indeed choose the nation of Israel to be his elect 
nation. 
 
Amos 3:2 
“You only have I known of all the families of the earth; 
Therefore I will punish you for all your iniquities.” 
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Since they were chosen to be the first in salvation 
opportunity, this means that they are also first in 
judgement. 
 
Romans 2:11 
11 For there is no partiality with God.  
 
Gosh Paul, I thought you just said that the Jewish people 
will be judged first, now you’re saying that there is no 
partiality with God. 
 
Let’s clear this up, just because there is a differentiation 
between people doesn’t mean that there is bias or 
partiality. 
 
The word Partiality in the Greek literally means “to 
receive a face” 
 
Or to give consideration to a person just because of who 
he is. 
 
This is why the “lady of justice” statue seen in many 
courthouses is wearing a blindfold. 
 
To symbolize that when it comes to justice it doesn’t 
matter who you are. 
 
The Jewish people thought simply because they were 
Jewish that they were protected. 
 
They were counting on their ancestry and their heritage 
for salvation, they were relying on their works and their 
religion to save them. 
 
All the while growing cold and distant to the loving 
father that extended such grace and patience towards 
them. 
 
And may I say that the world is still full of these people. 
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I go to church every Sunday and Wednesday, I only listen 
to Christian music, I don’t smoke or drink, I follow all the 
rules God! 
 
Isn’t that good for something? 
 
Yes, it is, greater condemnation. 
 
If you’re focused on following a list of rules you’ve 
completely missed the point. 
 
You must be fixated on Jesus Christ; you must be fully 
devoted to following him and serving him. 
 
So many people I fear desire to know about God but don’t 
really want to know him. 
 
Are you here because you want to know more about God 
or do you truly want to know him. 
 
Do you desire a relationship with your creator. 
 
Do you long to stand in his presence and see his glorious 
face. 
 
Do you anxiously await the day he embraces you and tells 
you that he loves you. 
 
What we have to remember is that God already knows us, 
better than we even know ourselves. 
 
There’s nothing that you’re going to bring to the table 
that he doesn’t already know about. 
 
So, stop hiding behind religion and cry out to the one that 
can actually save you. 
 
In Chapter 1 of Romans, we learned that man is without 
excuse when it comes to the existence of God. 
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We learned that creation itself proclaims not only the 
existence of God but also his goodness. 
 
Today we will learn that it doesn’t stop with creation. 
 
Everything inside of us also proclaims the existence and 
the glory of God. 
 
There is no excuse whatsoever to deny who God is and who 
Christ is, other than the fact that people are in fear of 
the judgment that comes along with that admission. 
 
Paul even starts out chapter 2 with the statement 
“therefore you are without excuse” 
 
Now lets get into the lesson… 
 
Romans 2:12-16 
12 For as many as have sinned without law will also 
perish without law, and as many as have sinned in the 
law will be judged by the law 13 (for not the hearers of 
the law are just in the sight of God, but the doers of the 
law will be justified; 14 for when Gentiles, who do not 
have the law, by nature do the things in the law, these, 
although not having the law, are a law to 
themselves, 15 who show the work of the law written in 
their hearts, their conscience also bearing witness, and 
between themselves their thoughts accusing or else 
excusing them) 16 in the day when God will judge the 
secrets of men by Jesus Christ, according to my gospel. 
 
Romans 2:12 
12 For as many as have sinned without law will also 
perish without law, and as many as have sinned in the 
law will be judged by the law  
 
What is the significance of this statement? 
 
Why did Paul put this in here? 
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Whether you are a Jew or a Gentile, just because you have 
chosen not to engage in the demoralizing sins listed in the 
previous chapter doesn’t make you exempt from judgment. 
 
In fact, you will be judged more harshly. 
 
God’s impartiality as described in verse 11 testifies to the 
fact that God is not biased based on your heritage. 
 
This doesn’t mean that he does not take into account 
varying spiritual light that people have. 
 
He differentiates between 2 distinct groups of sinners. 
 
Those who have not had the opportunity to hear Gods law 
and those who have. 
 
This doesn’t mean that gentiles have no awareness of God 
or a sense of right and wrong. 
 
Paul established that very clearly in chapter 1 and will 
reiterate it in the next few verses. 
 
Gentiles who have sinned without the law will therefore 
perish without the law… 
 
Meaning they will be judged according to their limited 
knowledge of God. 
 
This includes the vast majority of humanity of all time. 
 
Even with increased ability and avenues of sharing the 
gospel, most people in the world have never heard a 
clear and concise teaching from the word of God. 
 
Let alone been able to grasp clearly the knowledge of its 
saving truths. 
 
The church does a decent job at evangelizing but fails 
miserably at discipleship. 
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People need to be discipled; people need strong men and 
women of faith to pour in to them and guide them. 
 
It’s like giving a 16-year-old an owner’s manual and the 
keys to a car but never teaching them how to drive it. 
 
They will wreck the car, just like someone that is handed 
a bible and given a 20-minute gospel presentation will 
have very little chance at success. 
 
Somewhere over the past century the majority of 
churches have become solely evangelistic. 
 
Flashy performances, hyped up energetic sermons with no 
depth. 
 
It is not up to us to save people but it is up to us to make 
disciples. 
 
To teach the entire word, to go so much deeper than just 
evangelism and truly equip the saints to do what we’ve 
been called to. 
 
Paul says in verse 12 that they will perish without the 
law… 
 
The Greek word for perish is APOLLUMI, which alludes to 
destruction. 
 
Basically, it means that something has been ruined and is 
no longer usable for its intended purpose. 
 
This is the same term Jesus uses in Matthew 10:28 when he 
speaks of those that are thrown into hell. 
 
This is something that world takes extreme offense to. 
 
Not only that people that reject Christ will go to hell 
but also the very existence of Hell. 
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You can choose not to believe in Hell just like can choose 
not to believe in God… it doesn’t make either of them any 
less real. 
 
The lost gentile will perish just as the lost Jew. 
 
But as Paul has expressed their eternal suffering will be 
less than that of the Jews, who have had the 
immeasurable advantage of possessing God’s law. 
 
Jesus makes this point abundantly clear in Luke 12 
 
Luke 12:42-48 
42 And the Lord said, “Who then is that faithful and wise 
steward, whom his master will make ruler over his 
household, to give them their portion of food[h]in due 
season? 43 Blessed is that servant whom his master will 
find so doing when he comes. 44 Truly, I say to you that he 
will make him ruler over all that he has. 45 But if that 
servant says in his heart, ‘My master is delaying his 
coming,’ and begins to beat the male and female 
servants, and to eat and drink and be drunk, 46 the 
master of that servant will come on a day when he is not 
looking for him, and at an hour when he is not aware, 
and will cut him in two and appoint him his portion with 
the unbelievers. 47 And that servant who knew his 
master’s will, and did not prepare himself or do 
according to his will, shall be beaten with 
many stripes. 48 But he who did not know, yet committed 
things deserving of stripes, shall be beaten with few. 
For everyone to whom much is given, from him much will 
be required; and to whom much has been committed, of 
him they will ask the more. 
 
The law was given to the Jews so they could share it with 
the world, but they didn’t. 
 
They became selfish and prideful.

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Instead of being grateful to God for his grace and love 
towards them, they elevated themselves above the rest of 
the world. 
 
They let the Law become their God and therefore 
completely negated their blessing. 
 
They thought they were saved by the law but since they 
chose the law over God, they brought greater 
condemnation upon themselves. 
 
They knew that Abraham was accounted righteous 
because of his faith. 
 
But instead of seeking God themselves and asking God to 
give them the faith of Abraham, they figure they’d just 
ride on into heaven on Abraham’s faith. 
 
WHO you know only matters if that WHO is Jesus Christ. 
 
Romans 2:13 
13 (for not the hearers of the law are just in the sight of 
God, but the doers of the law will be justified; 
 
Here we go again… is Paul promoting a works based 
religious system? 
 
Absolutely not! 
 
This is another warning against religion. 
 
Religion cannot save you.  
 
James warns against this  
 
James 1:21-24 
21 Therefore lay aside all filthiness and [d]overflow of 
wickedness, and receive with meekness the implanted 
word, which is able to save your souls. 
 
James says receive with meekness the implanted word…

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Meekness is also translated as humility. 
 
In order for us to truly receive Gods word and apply it to 
our lives we must approach him in humble submission. 
 
It says the implanted word is able to save our souls but 
only if we receive it in humility. 
 
Because a proud heart can never receive Gods word the 
way it is intended. 
 
James 1:22 
22 But be doers of the word, and not hearers only, 
deceiving yourselves.  
 
Here we have something very similar almost verbatim to 
what Paul says in verse 13. 
 
Jesus says in Matthew 7 whoever hears these words of 
mine and does them is like a wise man who built his house 
on the rock. 
 
Follow through is important. 
 
Yes, we come to Jesus as we are but as we are reading 
today there is a call for us to change. 
 
There is a call to obedience. 
 
There is a call to strive towards righteousness. 
 
James1:23,24 
23 For if anyone is a hearer of the word and not a doer, 
he is like a man observing his natural face in a 
mirror; 24 for he observes himself, goes away, and 
immediately forgets what kind of man he was.  
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In other words, the person that is satisfied with 
superficially knowing God’s word is living in spiritual 
illusion. 
 
Thinking he is saved when in reality he is not. 
 
By looking in a mirror, he judges himself by himself, 
rather than judging himself by the word of God. 
 
Which he knows much about but doesn’t believe it or 
accept it. 
 
His disobedience proves he does not believe it or accept it. 
 
The more he hears the word of God without obeying it the 
more he piles up for himself on the day of judgement. 
 
Paul ends romans 2:13 by saying “the doers of the law 
will be justified.” 
 
This word justified is of the utmost importance. 
 
This word is used some 30 times in the book of romans. 
 
It comes from the Greek word for righteous and means to 
be declared righteous. 
 
It means to be pardoned from the guilt of sin. 
 
It means that the righteousness of Christ is imputed to the 
redeemed child of God. 
 
God declares sinners righteous solely on account of 
Jesus’s sacrificial death. 
 
We are justified before the Father through the Son. 
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Romans 2:14,15 
14 for when Gentiles, who do not have the law, by nature 
do the things in the law, these, although not having the 
law, are a law to themselves, 15 who show the work of 
the law written in their hearts, their conscience also 
bearing witness, and between themselves their thoughts 
accusing or else excusing them)  
 
There is a moral code that is engrained in people. 
 
There have been many pagan societies throughout history 
that knew theft and murder were wrong. 
 
But who told them it was wrong? 
 
How did they get that information? 
 
Did someone just decide that murder was bad and start 
enforcing a no murder policy? 
 
We know it is wrong because the law has been written in 
our hearts. 
 
Paul uses the same word we use today, he says their 
conscience bears witness. 
 
As I think about our conscience I think about pain. 
 
Pain has such a negative connotation. 
 
We never want to experience pain but it is inevitable. 
 
Every person that ever lives will experience some form of 
pain. 
 
And while we don’t like it and do our best to avoid it, pain 
is necessary and believe it or not pain is gift from God. 
 
And I know most of you are probably thinking ok the 
pastor has lost his mind, but hear me out. 
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Pain has a very important purpose, and that purpose is to 
let us know that something is wrong. 
 
When we hurt ourself the pain tells us that something is 
wrong. 
 
Think about appendicitis, the pain you experience tells you 
that something is very wrong and you need to get to the 
hospital immediately. 
 
And what happens if you ignore the pain and don’t go to 
the hospital. 
 
The appendix ruptures and you die. 
 
Well, just like physical pain warns us that something is 
wrong, the pain our conscience causes us to feel is a 
warning as well. 
 
That guilt we feel is a warning, it is a call to repentance. 
 
And if we ignore it will lead to our destruction. 
 
How you react to your conscience will tell you who you 
truly are. 
 
It reveals the state of your heart. 
 
So, do you ignore it, do you run from it, do you try to numb 
it with anything you can? 
 
Do you try to distract yourself from it so you don’t have 
to deal with it? 
 
There are only two ways you can make the guilt go away… 
 
The first is confess your sins, cry out to God and ask him 
to forgive you and release you from the guilt that you 
carry. 
 
Fully surrender to him in every area of your life. 
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The other way is to continue to ignore it and it will be 
seared with a hot iron. 
 
One way leads to righteousness and the other to an 
eternity of suffering. 
 
And I know there are many sitting here today that are 
thinking “I have confessed my sins, I have repented, I have 
asked for forgiveness, but I still feel guilty” 
 
Here’s what I have to say to that. 
 
Sometimes it just takes working through those things with 
a trusted godly friend. 
 
Often what we tend to do is ask God for forgiveness but 
we refuse to forgive ourselves. 
  
If you’re here today and wondering, how can I forgive 
myself for the awful things I’ve done.  
 
This is my encouragement to you. 
 
Hebrews 12:1,2 
Therefore we also, since we are surrounded by so great 
a cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside every weight, and 
the sin which so easily ensnares us, and let us run with 
endurance the race that is set before us, 2 looking unto 
Jesus, the [a]author and [b]finisher of our faith, who for 
the joy that was set before Him endured the cross, 
despising the shame, and has sat down at the right hand 
of the throne of God. 
 
Notice the writer of Hebrews says every weight AND sin. 
 
Meaning he has differentiated between the sin and the 
weight. 
 
The weight that holds us back the most is our past.

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If God, the holy, perfect creator of the universe and 
everything in it, can forgive you then its time to forgive 
yourself. 
 
You can’t be focused on Jesus if you’re living in the past. 
 
So, if you’ve been waiting for someone to tell you it’s ok to 
forgive yourself and move on then here it is… 
 
It’s ok, no matter what it is you can let it go and move 
forward into the life of freedom that Jesus wants you to 
have. 
 
If the son sets you free you shall be free indeed! 
 
Romans 2:14,15 
14 for when Gentiles, who do not have the law, by nature 
do the things in the law, these, although not having the 
law, are a law to themselves, 15 who show the work of 
the law written in their hearts, their conscience also 
bearing witness, and between themselves their thoughts 
accusing or else excusing them)  
 
I think we can agree that the vast majority of people are 
on the outside of the prisons. 
 
The majority of people follow the laws that have been 
established by our government. 
 
Does this mean that people are good for the most part? 
 
Not from a spiritual standpoint, but from a moral 
standpoint yes. 
 
Does that have any bearing on their eternity, not in the 
least. 
 
So then what does it mean? 
 
It means that there is no excuse. 
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The law that has been written on our hearts is another 
reason that we are without excuse when it comes to 
knowing God. 
 
Paul has laid out 4 reasons why people are without 
excuse. 
 
First is Creation, as we’ve covered in detail, creation 
itself proclaims who God is.  
 
The only way to look at the created universe and all of 
our surroundings and not believe in God is to choose be 
ignorant. 

 
The second reason we are without excuse is our behavior,  
Paul says who show the work of the law written in their 
hearts. 
 
well, how do they show it? 
 
By their outward actions, their behavior, the way they 
conduct themselves on a day-to-day basis. 
 
Throughout history there have been many unbelievers 
who have been honest in business, respected their 
parents, been faithful to their spouse, cared for their 
children, and have been generous to those in need.  
 
God’s standard of justice has been reflected in many 
secular judicial systems. 
 
As well as many pagan philosophies that closely parallel 
those in scripture. 
 
The fact that this takes place, the fact that people did 
good things, proves that they had the knowledge of God 
written on their hearts. 
 
So, if those people never come to trust in the one true 
God, their good deeds will actually stand as a witness 
against them on the day of judgement. 
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Imagine your good conduct being what convicted you on 
the day of judgement. 
 
God saying to you “you obviously knew how to behave and 
how to conduct yourself in a way that was morally 
acceptable, but you rejected me, the one that gave that 
moral compass.” 
 
Instead of letting that moral compass lead you to God you 
allowed it to become a sense of pride and therefore it 
became your object of worship… 
 
The 3rd reason man is without excuse is because of his 
conscience. 
 
The thing about the conscience is that it has varying 
degrees of sensitivity depending on whether or not you 
obey it or resist it. 
 
The more you obey your conscience and seek to walk in 
obedience with God the more strongly it will convict you 
of your sin. 
 
But if you choose to ignore it eventually it will become 
void and useless. 
 
God is very patient in this area, but if you ignore it long 
enough, if you ignore God long enough, he will turn you 
over to your sin and allow it to run its course. 
 
At that point you will experience the wrath of 
abandonment. 
 
Your conscience will be seared and it will die, the guilt 
will quickly turn into a growing desire for more sin and 
when that happens your destruction is inevitable. 
 
The fourth reason we are without excuse is because of 
our thoughts. 
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Paul ends verse 15 with this statement… “and between 
themselves their thoughts accusing or else 
excusing them)” 
 
This is obviously closely related to the conscience but it 
is different than the conscience. 
 
Our thoughts are often guided by our conscience. 
 
There are many nonbelievers that are police officers 
that feel called to protect the helpless. 
 
There are many nonbelievers that are paramedics that 
feel called to help those that are in need. 
 
The same goes for doctors and medical professionals. 
 
So what drives them to do these things? 
 
The law of God that has been written in their hearts tells 
them that were created to help and serve others. 
 
They are guided to do things by their thoughts of what is 
good. 
 
Even the most godless people will become outraged at the 
murder of an innocent defenseless child. 
 
Pagans are able to discern right from wrong without 
having to be told. 
 
And for these 4 reasons there will be no person that can 
stand before God on the day of judgement and say “but 
God I didn’t know” 
 
There will be no excuses. 
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 Acts 17:26-31 
 26 And He has made from one [j]blood every nation of men 
to dwell on all the face of the earth, and has 
determined their preappointed times and the boundaries 
of their dwellings, 27 so that they should seek the Lord, 
in the hope that they might grope for Him and find 
Him, though He is not far from each one of us; 28 for in 
Him we live and move and have our being, as also some of 
your own poets have said, ‘For we are also His 
offspring.’ 29 Therefore, since we are the offspring of 
God, we ought not to think that the Divine Nature is like 
gold or silver or stone, something shaped by art and 
man’s devising. 30 Truly, these times of ignorance God 
overlooked, but now commands all men everywhere to 
repent, 31 because He has appointed a day on which He 
will judge the world in righteousness by the Man whom 
He has ordained. He has given assurance of this to all 
by raising Him from the dead.” 
 
Verse 27 says “27 so that they should seek the Lord, in the 
hope that they might grope for Him and find Him, though 
He is not far from each one of us;” 
 
The phrase “that they might grope from him and find him 
alludes to someone that is blind or in the dark.” 
 
Someone that is trying to feel their way to safety. 
 
It also says that he is not far from us. 
 
God has left man with no excuse. 
 
The issue is that most people aren’t looking for him. 
 
They are groping for the desire of their heart; they are 
pursuing the flesh and not Christ. 
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 22 

Romans 2:12-16 
12 For as many as have sinned without law will also 
perish without law, and as many as have sinned in the 
law will be judged by the law 13 (for not the hearers of 
the law are just in the sight of God, but the doers of the 
law will be justified; 14 for when Gentiles, who do not 
have the law, by nature do the things in the law, these, 
although not having the law, are a law to 
themselves, 15 who show the work of the law written in 
their hearts, their conscience also bearing witness, and 
between themselves their thoughts accusing or else 
excusing them) 16 in the day when God will judge the 
secrets of men by Jesus Christ, according to my gospel. 
 
 
I wanted to re-read this because it is actually just one 
sentence. 
 
Verse 16 tells us what is going to happen as a result of 
the previous verses. 
 
People will be judged and their secrets will be exposed. 
 
And before I go any further, I think everyone should ask 
themselves how that makes them feel? 
 
Are you worried about that day? 
 
Or have you already confessed your secrets and been set 
free from them. 
 
 It’s important we understand that there are two 
judgments. 
 
The judgement seat of Christ which is for believers. 
 
We will be rewarded for the things that we’ve done for 
the kingdom. 
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2nd Corinthians 5:10 
For we must all appear before the judgment seat of 
Christ, that each one may receive the things done in the 
body, according to what he has done, whether good or 
bad. 
 
Believers will not be judged for our sins, that took place 
at the cross. 
 
But our motives behind why we did what we did will be 
exposed. 
 
Anything that we did that was good but done in selfish 
ambition or out of pride will not be rewarded. 
 
That is why it is so important that we are constantly 
searching our hearts. 
 
We must always be asking God to reveal our true motives 
and to align our hearts and minds with is will. 
 
Romans 12:1,2 
I beseech[a] you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of 
God, that you present your bodies a living sacrifice, 
holy, acceptable to God, which is your [b]reasonable 
service. 2 And do not be conformed to this world, but be 
transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you 
may prove what is that good and acceptable and perfect 
will of God. 
 
All of us will have to go through this, we will all have 
things that we’ve done for the wrong reasons. 
 
But on the other hand, there is a beautiful promise for all 
the things that we’ve done to honor our savior. 
 
Revelation 22:12 
12 “And behold, I am coming quickly, and My 
reward is with Me, to give to every one according to his 
work.

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That is promise from Jesus himself! 
 
So, that is the judgement seat of Christ. 
 
There is another judgement though. 
 
That is the great white throne judgement and that is for 
all non-believers. 
 
Revelation 20:11-15 
11 Then I saw a great white throne and Him who sat on it, 
from whose face the earth and the heaven fled 
away. And there was found no place for them. 12 And I 
saw the dead, small and great, standing 
before [c]God, and books were opened. And another book 
was opened, which is the Book of Life. And the dead were 
judged according to their works, by the things which 
were written in the books. 13 The sea gave up the dead 
who were in it, and Death and Hades delivered up the 
dead who were in them. And they were judged, each one 
according to his works. 14 Then Death and Hades were 
cast into the lake of fire. This is the 
second [d]death. 15 And anyone not found written in the 
Book of Life was cast into the lake of fire. 
 
This moment has already been written. 
 
It is going to happen. 
 
And if you are here today and you have heard the truth of 
God’s word and reject it, these will be the very words 
that condemn you on the day of judgment. 
 
And I don’t say that lightly, I say it with a sincere concern 
for your eternity. 
 
You are without excuse. 
 
If you haven’t fully submitted to God then today could be 
that day.
