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Romans 1:18-27 
The Wrath of Abandonment 

 
As we dig deeper into the book of Romans we will have to 
deal with difficult topics. 
 
We will have to deal with topics that most churches 
avoid. 
 
Things that society has deemed politically incorrect. 
 
When you teach the bible exegetically you are forced to 
deal with these issues. 
 
And quite honestly, I’m grateful for it. 
 
I’m grateful that we tackle the difficult things. 
 
I’m grateful that we face them head on and don’t run from 
them. 
 
We let the word of God dictate what the topic of each 
lesson will be. 
 
And today will be a topic that addresses the very thing 
that is killing everyone and everything…. 
 
Sin. 
 
And the result of unrepentant sin which is the wrath of 
God being poured out on the unrighteous. 
 
I know some of you are probably starting to wonder why 
in the world did we choose Romans to study… 
 
And the answer is actually very simple. 
 
We need to be prepared to answer the difficult questions 
when they arise. 
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We need to be able to give an account for why we believe 
what we believe. 
 
We need to be able to stand boldly and unashamed of the 
gospel of Jesus Christ. 
 
And today may seem like it’s all doom and gloom but it’s 
not! 
 
As believers we don’t have to fear the wrath of God and 
that’s the good news! 
 
Today’s message is a warning to those that reject the 
truth. 
 
The truth that is the undeniable evidence of Gods 
existence. 
 
If you’re here today and you have doubts, maybe you’re 
having a hard time understanding this whole Jesus thing. 
 
Or maybe you don’t believe at all.  
 
Here’s my question to you…  
 
what if you’re wrong? … 
 
What if there is a God? 
 
What if Jesus is who he says he is? 
 
What if he is the only way? 
 
My hope is that by the end of today’s sermon your doubts 
will have melted away into a desire to know the one true 
God. 
 
As we dissect these verses in Romans today, I will not be 
giving my personal opinion. 
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I will be reading the word of God and explaining it to the 
best of my ability. 
 
Today we will discuss in depth one of the types of the 
wrath of God and what that means. 
 
First, we need to know the different types of wrath. 
  
Which can be divided into 5 categories. 
 

1. Eternal wrath which is hell 
2. Eschatological wrath also known as the day of the 

Lord. 
3. Cataclysmic wrath such as the flood and the 

destruction of Sodom and Gomorrah. 
4. Consequential wrath or the concept of you reap 

what you sow. 
5. The wrath of abandonment  

 
Today we will see the wrath of abandonment. 
 
Which is when God turns people over to their sin and the 
consequences of that sin. 
 
Romans 1:18 
18 For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against 
all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, 
who [d]suppress the truth in unrighteousness, 
 
Verse 18 starts with the word “for” 
 
This tells us that Paul is referring to what he had just 
said prior to this verse.

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Romans 1:16,17 
16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel [c]of Christ, for it is 
the power of God to salvation for everyone who 
believes, for the Jew first and also for the 
Greek. 17 For in it the righteousness of God is revealed 
from faith to faith; as it is written, “The just shall live 
by faith.” 
 
We’ve discussed the word righteous many times over and 
what it means. 
 
The Greek word for righteous is dikaios  which means 
innocent or Holy. 
 
So to be unrighteous would be to live in unholy rebellion 
against God. 
 
Entangled in sin with no desire to overcome it. 
 
Satisfied in a life driven by your own selfish desires, 
without any thought of God or the consequences of your 
actions. 
 
But in order for us to truly understand what Paul is 
saying we must first understand righteousness and how 
we can become righteous. 
 
In Romans 3:10 Paul quotes a psalm. 
 
Romans 3:10 
10 As it is written: 
“There is none righteous, no, not one; 
 
But wait a second Paul, you just said that Gods wrath will 
be poured out on the unrighteous and now you’re saying 
that no one is righteous… 
 
Is Paul contradicting himself?

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Absolutely not, and that’s why it’s so important that we 
read entire sections of scripture and not just pick choose 
one verse here and there. 
 
We will dig into chapter 3 when we get there but I think 
it’s of the utmost importance that we understand what 
Paul is telling us. 
 
Romans 3:21-24 
21 But now the righteousness of God apart from the law 
is revealed, being witnessed by the Law and the 
Prophets, 22 even the righteousness of God, through 
faith in Jesus Christ, to all [f]and on all who believe. 
For there is no difference; 23 for all have sinned and 
fall short of the glory of God, 24 being 
justified [g]freely by His grace through the redemption 
that is in Christ Jesus, 
 
Verse 22 tells the means by which children of God can be 
declared righteous… 
 
Through Faith in Jesus Christ. 
 
Apart from Christ we cannot attain righteousness. 
 
So anyone that is not in Christ faces the coming wrath of 
God. 
 
Romans 1:18 
18 For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against 
all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, 
who [d]suppress the truth in unrighteousness, 
 
Paul’s delivery of the Gospel is nothing like today. 
 
If you notice he has referenced the gospel twice so far in 
this epistle but has yet to explain it. 
 
Before presenting the fact that there can be forgiveness 
of sins, he first tells everyone the penalty of sin.

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He speaks of the wrath of God before ever even 
mentioning how loving God is… 
 
The church of today is quite the opposite. 
 
We generally tell people all about how wonderful and 
loving God is. 
 
How he accepts us just as we are. 
 
That he forgives us of our sins if we place our faith in him. 
 
While all of those things are true, we tend to leave out 
the difficult part. 
 
The part that there is coming a day when the wrath of God 
will be poured out upon the unrighteous. 
 
The part that says if you refuse to repent of your sins and 
confess that Jesus is Lord that there is an eternity of 
suffering waiting for you. 
 
And why do churches skip over these parts? 
 
Why do they leave out the very thing that Jesus and Paul 
found to be so critical? 
 
Because it’s not “uplifting” 
 
Because it doesn’t make people “feel good” 
 
Because it doesn’t fill churches. 
 
The church of today has allowed culture to shape what 
they believe instead of the word of God. 
 
They are ashamed of the Gospel of Jesus Christ. 
 
Because it’s easier for the world to love you if you look 
like them… 
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It’s easier for the world to accept you if you accept and 
affirm their sin. 
 
But the world isn’t supposed to love Christians. 
 
In fact, the world will hate you if are a true follower of 
Jesus. 
 
The Gospel message must first begin with the fact that we 
are sinners and if we don’t repent there will be the 
severest of consequences. 
 
If we are going to tell people they need a savior they need 
to understand what they are being saved from. 
 
Humans should fear the coming wrath of God. 
 
We would be foolish not to fear God. 
 
Provers 14:27 
The fear of the LORD is a fountain of life, To 
turn one away from the snares of death. 
 
Psalms 111:10 
The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom; A good 
understanding have all those who do His 
commandments. His praise endures forever. 
 
And those are just a few that speak to the value of the 
fear of the Lord. 
 
And this is the very reason Paul starts his gospel 
presentation the with the wrath of God. 
 
Romans 1:18,19 
18 For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against 
all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, 
who [d]suppress the truth in unrighteousness, 

19 because what may be known of God is [e]manifest [f]in 
them, for God has shown it to them.

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Evil people suppress the truth by ignoring their 
conscience and living in sin. 
 
Verse 19 tells us that what may be know of God is 
manifest in them. 
 
But what happens is they deny his existence, they defy his 
law and therefore they are turned over to their sin. 
 
1st timothy 4:1,2 
Now the Spirit [a]expressly says that in latter times some 
will depart from the faith, giving heed to deceiving 
spirits and doctrines of demons, 2 speaking lies in 
hypocrisy, having their own conscience seared with a 
hot iron,  
 
If you continue to ignore your conscience you will 
eventually become numb to it. 
 
There will no longer be guilt over sin only a growing 
desire for more. 
 
And unless something changes it will consume you and 
ultimately devour you. 
 
It will infiltrate every part of your life until it has 
completely taken over. 
 
As we learned a few weeks ago we are either slaves of 
Christ or slaves of our sin. 
 
Jesus wants to save you; sin wants to destroy you. 
 
Which master will you serve?

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Romans 1:19,20 
19 because what may be known of God is [e]manifest [f]in 
them, for God has shown it to them. 20 For since the 
creation of the world His invisible attributes are 
clearly seen, being understood by the things that are 
made, even His eternal power and [g]Godhead, so that 
they are without excuse, 
 
Verse 19 says  that God has shown himself to this group 
of people, verse 20 tells us how… 
 
God existence is undeniable. 
 
Everything we know screams to the fact that there is 
creator. 
 
Modern science would have you believe that we evolved 
from apes. 
 
Well, there is no evidence to support that theory. 
 
In fact, there is a tremendous amount of evidence that 
discredit and disprove it, yet our children are still being 
taught it in school. 
 
Think about this… 
 
The male and female would’ve had to have evolved at the 
exact same rate and in the exact same location in order to 
reproduce. 
 
What about the fact that there are still apes. 
 
Or the fact that humans aren’t continuing to evolve… 
 
The reason all of this can’t be proven is because it’s not 
true. 
 
We are created beings living in a created universe.

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Science says there was big bang and that’s what started it 
all. 
 
That the necessary ingredients for the earth and life 
were floating around in total chaos until they slammed 
into each other. 
 
And bang here we are…. 
 
Here’s the most logical way I can explain that. 
 
Take all the parts required to build a car and leave them 
in a garage for a million plus years and eventually they 
will become a car. 
 
But what would really happen if you did that? 
 
In just a hundred years you’d have bunch of boxes full of 
rust and covered in dust. 
 
Everything around us testifies to the fact of Gods 
existence. 
 
It takes much more faith to believe in the big bang and 
evolution that it does to believe in the triune God of the 
Bible. 
 
Romans 1:20 
20 For since the creation of the world His 
invisible attributes are clearly seen, being understood 
by the things that are made, even His eternal power 
and [g]Godhead, so that they are without excuse, 
 
Creation itself understands who God is and man has no 
excuse to deny who he is other than their desire to walk in 
darkness.

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Psalm 19:1-9 
The heavens declare the glory of God; 
And the firmament[a] shows [b]His handiwork. 
2 Day unto day utters speech, 
And night unto night reveals knowledge. 
3 There is no speech nor language 
Where their voice is not heard. 
4 Their [c]line has gone out through all the earth, 
And their words to the end of the world. 
In them He has set a [d]tabernacle for the sun, 
5 Which is like a bridegroom coming out of his chamber, 
And rejoices like a strong man to run its race. 
6 Its rising is from one end of heaven, 
And its circuit to the other end; 
And there is nothing hidden from its heat. 
7 The law of the Lord is perfect, [e]converting the soul; 
The testimony of the Lord is sure, making wise the simple; 
8 The statutes of the Lord are right, rejoicing the heart; 
The commandment of the Lord is pure, enlightening the 
eyes; 
9 The fear of the Lord is clean, enduring forever; 
The judgments of the Lord are true and righteous 
altogether. 
 
The psalmist ends this section by speaking of the fear of 
the Lord and his righteous judgements. 
 
Romans 1:21 
because, although they knew God, they did not 
glorify Him as God, nor were thankful, but became futile 
in their thoughts, and their foolish hearts were 
darkened. 
 
The beginning of vs 21 says “although they knew God” 
 
But how did they God? 
 
The verses we just read told us. 
 
They are without excuse because creation itself has made 
it clear that there is a God.

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Vs 21 goes on to say that they did not glorify God. 
 
Every person ever created was created for the purpose 
of glorifying God. 
 
And every person ever created will glorify God one way 
or another. 
 
His children, those of us that have submitted to his 
lordship and walk faithfully with him and will glorify him 
by how we live our life. 
 
For those that choose to reject the gospel message they 
will glorify him on the day of judgment. 
 
Philippians 2:9-11 
9 Therefore God also has highly exalted Him and given 
Him the name which is above every name, 10 that at the 
name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those in 
heaven, and of those on earth, and of those under the 
earth, 11 and that every tongue should confess that 
Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father. 
 
EVERY KNEE WILL BOW AND EVERY TONGUE WILL 
CONFESS! 
 
Jesus is lord! 
 
Notice it says “in heaven, on earth and under the earth…” 
 
This means even those that are damned to hell will exalt 
the name of Jesus Christ. 
 
That’s how non-believers will glorify God. 
 
And verse 11 ends by saying to the glory of God the 
Father… 
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You can choose to bow to him here and now, and confess 
that he is lord or you will be forced to bow to him on the 
day of judgment, only then it will be too late to reap the 
rewards. 
 
Romans 1:21 
because, although they knew God, they did not 
glorify Him as God, nor were thankful, but became futile 
in their thoughts, and their foolish hearts were 
darkened. 
 
God doesn’t darken people’s hearts; God turns them over 
to their sin and their sin darkens their hearts. 
 
This is called the wrath of abandonment which is the 
specific wrath Paul is expressing in this section. 
 
Which is what hell is by the way. 
 
Complete separation from Gods love. 
 
Romans 1:22 
22 Professing to be wise, they became fools, 
 
I read this verse and my mind immediately jumps to the 
Pharisees and the fact that Paul himself was a pharisee. 
 
They thought they were so wise but in reality, they were 
complete fools. 
 
Rejecting Jesus, ignoring everything they knew in 
scripture because it didn’t align with their opinion. 
 
Can I just say that when it comes to the truth people’s 
opinions don’t matter. 
 
Opinions come with feelings and emotions that cloud our 
judgment. 
 
We must operate in the truth that is the word of God 
regardless of our opinions or how it makes us feel. 
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The word of God is supposed to make you uncomfortable if 
you are engaged in sin. 
 
The word of God should cause you to grieve as it reveals 
the things in your life you must change. 
 
The word of God should humble you and drive you to your 
knees as it reveals to you the fact that you need a savoir. 
 
There is no place for the proud in the kingdom of heaven. 
 
But what it should not do is cause us to fall into self-pity. 
 
The purpose is to reveal sin so we can change, not to 
reveal sin so that we feel sorry for ourselves. 
 
Romans 1:22 
22 Professing to be wise, they became fools, 
 
John MacArthur says this on verse 22: 
 
“Man rationalizes his sin and proves his utter foolishness 
by devising and believing his own philosophies about God, 
the universe and himself” 
 
Have you ever thought about the fact that every religion 
other than Christianity and Judaism prior to Jesus’ life is 
manmade? 
 
People would rather worship a god of their own making 
because that gives them the freedom to live in their sin. 
 
Which is exactly what Paul is saying in the next verse. 
 
Romans 1:22,23 
22 Professing to be wise, they became fools, 23 and 
changed the glory of the incorruptible God into an 
image made like [h]corruptible man—and birds and four-
footed animals and creeping things.

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In man’s foolishness they denied the one true God and 
gave themselves over to the worship of idols. 
 
And this is still taking place to this very day. 
 
The sin that runs most rampant in the world we live in is 
idolatry. 
 
Which is a violation of the 1st commandment  
 
Exodus 20:3,4 
3 “You shall have no other gods before Me. 
4 “You shall not make for yourself a carved image—any 
likeness of anything that is in heaven above, or that is in 
the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the 
earth;  
 
Our idols may look different than those that existed 2000 
years ago but they are no less dangerous. 
 
Idols today are found on sports teams and on the big 
screen. 
 
They are also found in our pockets… 
 
Did you know that in 2022 there were over 8.5 billion 
mobile subscriptions compared to a global population of 
7.95 billion… 
 
While these tiny devices have a positive aspect, we must be 
very careful not to let them control our lives. 
 
We mindlessly scroll for hours all the while neglecting 
prayer and time in God’s word. 
 
An idol is anything that is placed at a higher level of 
value than God. 
 
It can be money, power, sex, drugs…. 
 
It can also be ourselves. 
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If you hold your desires in a place above God and what he 
desires for you, then you have become your own idol. 
 
Paul says “they became fools, 23 and changed the glory 
of the incorruptible God into an image made 
like [h]corruptible man—and birds and four-footed 
animals and creeping things.” 
 
The Greek word for corruptible is phthartou 
 
Which literally means perishable coming from the root 
word phtheiro which means decay. 
 
So man gave themselves up to worship dead and dying 
people and things instead of the immortal Holy God. 
 
Which comes with great consequence, as we clearly see in 
the next several verses. 
 
Romans 1:24 
Therefore God also gave them up to uncleanness, in the 
lusts of their hearts, to dishonor their bodies among 
themselves, 
 
The word therefore refers back to reason Paul has just 
given in verses 18-23. 
 
Although God had revealed himself to man, man rejected 
God and then rationalized his rejection and created his 
own gods and because man abandoned God, God 
abandoned men and gave them over. 
 
This is the wrath of God in action, he gave them over to 
their sin. 
 
This is the wrath of abandonment. 
 
God doesn’t have to destroy sinners, now that doesn’t 
mean that he doesn’t but most of the time he simply hands 
them over.

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He gives them what they so desperately desire which is to 
be left alone. 
 
Unfortunately, in people’s desire for God to not be 
involved in their life they fail to see what that truly 
means. 
 
It means that they have been given over to the enemy to do 
with as he pleases. 
 
It means that the sin that they chose over God will be the 
very thing that brings about their demise. 
 
The lusts of their heart will consume every fiber of their 
being, turning them into a monster never satisfied. 
 
A hungry beast devouring themselves. 
 
Sin degrades man, debasing the image of God in which they 
were created. 
 
Sin strips man of dignity, peace of mind and a clear 
conscience. 
 
Sin destroys personal relationships, marriages, families, 
cities and nations. 
 
It also destroys churches. 
 
Fallen man is not concerned about their sin but only 
about the consequences of their sin. 
 
It has been well said that sin would have fewer takers if 
the consequences were immediate.  
 
Paul writes that “God also gave them up to uncleanness, 
in the lusts of their hearts, to dishonor their 
bodies among themselves,” 
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God is always focused on our hearts, not our works, not 
our service, not our commitment to the church but our 
hearts. 
 
Our motivation behind why we do what we do… 
 
He also says to “dishonor their bodies among themselves.” 
 
When men seek to glorify their own ways and to satisfy 
their bodies through shameful sexual indulgences and 
other sins,  
 
they not only bring dishonor to their bodies but they 
dishonor their soul as well. 
 
When people seek to elevate themselves for their own 
purposes and by their own standards, they inevitably do 
the opposite. 
 
Remember mankind is fallen and will continue to fall 
until the return of Jesus. 
 
The more people try to exalt themselves the more they 
decline. 
 
The more they try to honor themselves the more they 
become dishonored. 
 
Proverbs 16:18 
Pride goes before destruction, And a haughty spirit 
before a fall. 
 
I find it very interesting that sexual immorality 
immediately follows idolatry. 
 
We will clearly see the sins that Paul is referring to in 
the next few verses. 
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Romans 1:24,25 
24 Therefore God also gave them up to uncleanness, in 
the lusts of their hearts, to dishonor their bodies among 
themselves, 25 who exchanged the truth of God for the 
lie, and worshiped and served the creature rather than 
the Creator, who is blessed forever. Amen. 
 
First, we must ask ourselves what truth of God is Paul 
referring to? 
 
I think he’s referring to the very existence of God. 
 
People deny the truth of Gods existence because if he 
doesn’t exist then he cannot pass judgment on them. 
 
The problem with that thought process is that he does 
exist. 
 
Just because you may not believe that fact doesn’t make 
you exempt from the wrath to come. 
 
So why would people reject the truth and embrace a lie? 
 
John 3:18-20 
18 “He who believes in Him is not condemned; but he who 
does not believe is condemned already, because he has 
not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of 
God. 19 And this is the condemnation, that the light has 
come into the world, and men loved darkness rather 
than light, because their deeds were 
evil. 20 For everyone practicing evil hates the light and 
does not come to the light, lest his deeds should be 
exposed. 
 
Rejection of the truth results in abandonment. 
 
That is their condemnation.  
 
People embrace the lie because they love their sin. 
 
They don’t want to be exposed for what they truly are. 
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Unfortunately for them there is coming a day when all 
things done in darkness will be exposed. 
 
There is coming a day when everyone’s true colors will be 
revealed, and scripture tells us that some of them will be 
surprised to find that they were never a child of God. 
 
We tend to place too much emphasis on things we’ve done 
for Christ instead of what Christ has done for us. 
 
Truly the only thing that we’ve done that matters is 
confess our sins, confess that Jesus Christ is Lord and 
repent of our sins. 
 
If you haven’t done those things then everything you do, 
no matter how good you think it is, is for yourself and for 
your own glory. 
 
Matthew 6:1-4 
“Take heed that you do not do your charitable deeds 
before men, to be seen by them. Otherwise, you have no 
reward from your Father in heaven.2 Therefore, when 
you do a charitable deed, do not sound a trumpet before 
you as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the 
streets, that they may have glory from men. Assuredly, I 
say to you, they have their reward.3 But when you do a 
charitable deed, do not let your left hand know what 
your right hand is doing, 4 that your charitable deed may 
be in secret; and your Father who sees in secret will 
Himself reward you [a]openly. 
 
If you choose to do things to glorify yourself and receive 
praise among men then you will receive no reward from 
God because you’ve already received your reward… 
 
The praise of men is your reward which holds no eternal 
value whatsoever. 
 
In case you haven’t figure it out yet, God doesn’t care 
what other people think about you.

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He’s not waiting for a resumé with references before he 
lets you in heaven. 
 
He needs only one referral and that referral can only 
come from Jesus. 
 
Romans 1:26,27 
26 For this reason God gave them up to vile passions. For 
even their [i]women exchanged the natural use for what 
is against nature. 27 Likewise also the [j]men, leaving the 
natural use of the [k]woman, burned in their lust for one 
another, men with men committing what is shameful, and 
receiving in themselves the penalty of their error which 
was due. 
 
Here we go! 
 
Let’s tackle what has become one of, if not the most 
debated topics in all of scripture. 
 
Let’s look at it piece by piece. 
 
Paul starts with the statement “for this reason” 
 
Well for what reason? 
 
Because they exchanged the truth of God for a lie and 
chose to worship the creation over the Creator. 
 
And for that reason, Gpd gave them to VILE passions. 
 
Homosexuality is vile to God. 
 
And was punishable by death in the Old Testament. 
 
There is no way to try and argue and say that Paul is 
reffering to anything other than homosexuality. 
 
People will try to twist this and say that it doesn’t speak 
against homosexuality but rather pedophilia.

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They will say in the Greek it uses the word boy and not 
man well that’s not true. 
 
The word used for man is Arsesin  in both instances. 
 
The other argument you will hear is that Jesus himself 
never condemned homosexuality. 
 
We can dispel that lie as well. 
 
Matthew 19:4,5 
4 And He answered and said to them, “Have you not read 
that He who[a]made them at the beginning ‘made them 
male and female,’ 5 and said, ‘For this reason a man shall 
leave his father and mother and be joined to his wife, 
and the two shall become one flesh’?  
 
Jesus reaffirms what God put in place with the very first 
marriage between Adam and Eve. 
 
I would also say that Jesus himself condemns 
homosexuality with the very verse we are reading 
romans… 
 
And you may be thinking but Paul wrote that. 
 
So, I’d like us to look at John 1:1-5 
 
John 1:1-5 
In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with 
God, and the Word was God. 2 He was in the beginning 
with God. 3 All things were made through Him, and 
without Him nothing was made that was made. 4 In Him was 
life, and the life was the light of men. 5 And the light 
shines in the darkness, and the darkness did 
not [a]comprehend it.

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John 1:14 
14 And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, 
and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only 
begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth. 
 
Although the Bible may have penned by more than 40 
Authors every word in it is from Jesus himself. 
 
So to say that Jesus never condemned homosexuality is to 
deny the fact of what we just read in John. 
 
As one of the Pastors and elders of this church it is my 
duty to proclaim and protect the truth that is the word of 
God. 
 
As Christians it is all of our duty to protect and proclaim 
the word of God. 
 
Regardless of how it makes people feel. 
 
This isn’t the only place in the New Testament 
homosexuality is condemned. 
 
It is also condemned in 1st Timothy, 1st Corinthians and the 
book of Jude. 
 
Does this mean that we hate homosexuals? 
 
Absolutely not, but it does mean that we do not endorse, 
condone, promote or support it. 
 
We must love everyone, and sometimes the way to do that 
is by lovingly telling them the truth. 
 
The gospel. 
 
Which should start with the coming wrath of God 
towards all that refuse to repent. 
 
None of these people are condemned to hell yet. 
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There is still hope. 
 
As long as they’re alive there is time to repent and turn to 
Jesus. 
 
We must deliver the whole truth; we can’t just tell 
people about all the good things. 
 
We have to tell them about the wrath of God, we have to 
tell them about an eternity in hell. 
 
We have to tell them that as Christians we are called to a 
life of service and suffering. 
 
But we can boldly say that it’s worth it. 
 
No amount of pain and loss will ever be able to dim the 
glory of God that we will experience in eternity. 
 
The Wrath of God is real and it is inevitable. 
 
But the good news is that as a Christian you will be 
spared from it. 
 
So today we’ve learned that wrath of God comes in many 
different forms. 
 
One of those forms being the wrath of abandonment. 
 
For the child of God, the thought of being abandoned by 
God is unthinkable. 
 
Because we have been told that Jesus will be with us until 
the end of the age. 
 
Jesus has promised us that nothing can snatch us from his 
hands. 
 
This doesn’t mean that God wont discipline us because he 
certainly does  
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Proverbs 3:12 
For whom the LORD loves He corrects, Just as a father 
the son in whom he delights. 
 
But the for the unrepentant, unrighteous non believer 
they will face the wrath of a holy, just God that hates 
sin. 
 
In order for God to perfectly love he must also perfectly 
hate. 
 
We don’t like to think of God that way but it’s true. 
 
God loves his children but he hates sin. 
 
And in order for him to be a just God he must judge and 
punish sinners. 
 
But Christians are covered in the righteousness of Jesus 
and therefore will be spared the eternal punishment we 
all deserve. 
 
Romans 3:23,24 
23 for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of 
God, 24 being justified [g]freely by His grace through the 
redemption that is in Christ Jesus, 
 
Justification can only be found in Christ. 
 
Forgiveness of sins can only be found in Christ. 
 
Eternity in Heaven can only be found in Christ. 
 
As the end draws near, we must draw near to our savior. 
 
We must honor him with how we live our lives. 
 
We must boldly stand for the truth that is word the God. 
 
We must be able to firmly stand in opposition to sin while 
maintaining a humble and compassionate heart.
