Mark 9:1-13 - Scripture References

9 And he said to them, “Truly, | say to you, there are some standing here who will not taste death until
they see the kingdom of God after it has come with power.”

2 And after six days Jesus took with him Peter and James and John, and led them up a high mountain by
themselves. And he was transfigured before them, *and his clothes became radiant, intensely white, as
no one on earth could bleach them. *And there appeared to them Elijah with Moses, and they were
talking with Jesus. * And Peter said to Jesus, “Rabbi, it is good that we are here. Let us make three tents,
one for you and one for Moses and one for Elijah.” ¢ For he did not know what to say, for they were
terrified. 7 And a cloud overshadowed them, and a voice came out of the cloud, “This is my beloved

Son; listen to him.” #And suddenly, looking around, they no longer saw anyone with them but Jesus only.

9 And as they were coming down the mountain, he charged them to tell no one what they had seen, until
the Son of Man had risen from the dead. '°So they kept the matter to themselves, questioning what this
rising from the dead might mean. ! And they asked him, “Why do the scribes say that first Elijah must
come?” 2 And he said to them, “Elijah does come first to restore all things. And how is it written of the
Son of Man that he should suffer many things and be treated with contempt? **But | tell you that Elijah
has come, and they did to him whatever they pleased, as it is written of him.”

Mark 8:34-38 - > And calling the crowd to him with his disciples, he said to them, “If anyone would come
after me, let him deny himself and take up his cross and follow me. 3% For whoever would save his life will
lose it, but whoever loses his life for my sake and the gospel's will save it. 3 For what does it profit a man
to gain the whole world and forfeit his soul? 3 For what can a man give in return for his soul?

38 For whoever is ashamed of me and of my words in this adulterous and sinful generation, of him will
the Son of Man also be ashamed when he comes in the glory of his Father with the holy angels.”

Mark 1:15 - “The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand; repent and believe in the gospel.”

Matthew 17:2 - 2And he was transfigured before them, and his face shone like the sun, and his clothes
became white as light.

Exodus 33:18-23(LSB) - ¥ Then Moses said, “I pray You, show me Your glory!” ** And He said, “I Myself
will make all My goodness pass before you, and | will proclaim the name of Yahweh before you... *°But
He said, “You cannot see My face, for no man can see Me and live!” 2! Then Yahweh said, “Behold, there
is a place by Me, and you shall stand there on the rock; ?*and it will come about, while My glory is
passing by, that | will put you in the cleft of the rock and cover you with My hand until | have passed

by. 2 Then | will remove My hand, and you shall see My back, but My face shall not be seen.”

Exodus 34:29-30 -  When Moses came down from Mount Sinai, with the two tablets of the testimony in
his hand as he came down from the mountain, Moses did not know that the skin of his face shone
because he had been talking with God. *® Aaron and all the people of Israel saw Moses, and behold, the
skin of his face shone, and they were afraid to come near him.

Hebrews 1:3 - > He is the radiance of the glory of God and the exact imprint of his nature, and he upholds
the universe by the word of his power.

Luke 9:31 - ... appeared in glory and spoke of his departure, which he was about to accomplish at
Jerusalem.
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Exodus 40:34-35 - 3 Then the cloud covered the tent of meeting, and the glory of the Lord filled the
tabernacle. 3 And Moses was not able to enter the tent of meeting because the cloud settled on it, and
the glory of the Lord filled the tabernacle.

1 Kings 8:10-11 - ° And when the priests came out of the Holy Place, a cloud filled the house of
the Lord, * so that the priests could not stand to minister because of the cloud, for the glory of the Lord
filled the house of the Lord.

Mark 1:11 - ** And a voice came from heaven, “You are my beloved Son; with you | am well pleased.”

Hebrews 1:1 - 1 Long ago, at many times and in many ways, God spoke to our fathers by the
prophets, 2but in these last days he has spoken to us by his Son, whom he appointed the heir of all
things, through whom also he created the world.

Malachi 4:5 - * “Behold, | will send you Elijah the prophet before the great and awesome day of the Lord
comes.

Matthew 17:12-13 - 2 But | tell you that Elijah has already come, and they did not recognize him, but did
to him whatever they pleased. So also the Son of Man will certainly suffer at their hands.” ** Then the
disciples understood that he was speaking to them of John the Baptist.

John 1:14 - ** And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we have seen his glory, glory as of
the only Son from the Father, full of grace and truth.

2 Peter 1:10 - *° Therefore, brothers, be all the more diligent to confirm your calling and election, for if
you practice these qualities you will never fall.

2 Peter 1:14-15 - **since | know that the putting off of my body will be soon, as our Lord Jesus Christ
made clear to me. ** And | will make every effort so that after my departure you may be able at any time
to recall these things.

2 Peter 1:16-18 - *° For we did not follow cleverly devised myths when we made known to you the power
and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, but we were eyewitnesses of his majesty. ” For when he received
honor and glory from God the Father, and the voice was borne to him by the Majestic Glory, “This is my
beloved Son, with whom | am well pleased,” *® we ourselves heard this very voice borne from heaven,
for we were with him on the holy mountain.

Revelation 1:12-16 - * Then | turned to see the voice that was speaking to me, and on turning |

saw seven golden lampstands, **and in the midst of the lampstands one like a son of man, clothed with a
long robe and with a golden sash around his chest. ** The hairs of his head were white, like white wool,
like snow. His eyes were like a flame of fire, *° his feet were like burnished bronze, refined in a furnace,
and his voice was like the roar of many waters. *®In his right hand he held seven stars, from his mouth
came a sharp two-edged sword, and his face was like the sun shining in full strength.

Revelation 19:11-16 - ** Then | saw heaven opened, and behold, a white horse! The one sitting on it is
called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he judges and makes war. 2 His eyes are like a flame of fire,
and on his head are many diadems, and he has a name written that no one knows but himself. * He is
clothed in a robe dipped in blood, and the name by which he is called is The Word of God. ** And the
armies of heaven, arrayed in fine linen, white and pure, were following him on white horses. ** From his
mouth comes a sharp sword with which to strike down the nations, and he will rule them with a rod of
iron. He will tread the winepress of the fury of the wrath of God the Almighty. ¥ On his robe and on his
thigh he has a name written, King of kings and Lord of lords.
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
