We Evidence Brokenness:

e By our over-confidence in spiritual matters.
“Peter said to Him, ‘Even though they all fall away, I will not.

e By our neglect of the things of God.
“And He came and found them sleeping, and He said to Peter,
‘Simon, are you asleep? Could you not watch one hour?””
Vs. 37

e By our fear of other people.
“And Peter followed Him at a distance, right into the courtyard
of the high priest. And he was sitting with the guards and
warming himself at the fire.” Vs. 54

e By our repeated disappointment of God.
“And the Lord turned and looked at Peter. And Peter
remembered the saying of the Lord, how He had said to him,
‘Before the rooster crows today, you will deny me three times.’
And he went out and wept bitterly.” Luke 22:61-62

1. Grace means that God’s love is unconditional.
