Goal of our Faith Extended series:  Live our faith outwardly; Extend our 
faith beyond ourselves! 
 
Notes on Berea 

• ~60 miles from the last stop in Thessalonica 
• Not on the Via Ignatia (off the beaten path) - strategic to avoid 

persecution? 
• Not many archeological finds - largely because it’s always been an 

inhabited city 
• Many religions and religious expressions including Judaism 
• The gospel message was well received (Acts 17:11-12) 

 
What was it about the Bereans that made them of noble character? 
(Acts 17:11) 

1. They received the message with eagerness - they were open-
minded 

2. They examined Paul’s message against their Scriptures - they 
questioned 

 
What can we learn from the Bereans about our own faith? 

1. Faith has to become personal  
2. Mature faith requires sincere questioning 

 
How is that significant for us as we look to extend our faith beyond 
ourselves? 

• We must have a “tested” faith 
• If not, we can easily be led astray or drift 
• Living faith outwardly will meet resistance which requires deep roots 

 
Reflection questions: 

• Is my faith tested? (Is it my own/personal? Has it endured sincere 
questioning?) 

• If not, what are next steps God may be calling me to take? (Journey 
group or band?)
