Work from A Christian Perspective (review from last week):  
 
     1. You were created for work (Genesis 1:28-29, 2:15) 
     2. Your work should point to God’s Kingdom (Colossians 3:23; 
         1 Thessalonians 4:11-12; Galatians 6)  
     3. In God’s Kingdom, your primary work is to do what Jesus  
         did (Matthew 22:36-39; 28:19-20; Mark 1:17)    
     4. God’s Spirit both calls and equips you (Ephesians 2:10; 
         2 Timothy 2:20-21) 
 
Forming Biblical Ethics for Work:  
 

1. Creation - Care and protection for creation; Human dignity 
           and worth for ALL people  

2. Mosaic Law - Seek righteousness and justice, particularly  
           for the marginalized  

3. Jesus’ Greatest Commandment - Love God by following 
his commands; Love people to the point of personal
